A Tolorado boy, Martin Hines, son 
cf Mrs. Clyde Hines and student in 
JlcMurry College, Abilene, was one 

f the four students of tha t college 
wh> were with the two professors of 
that college when the group uncov­
ered a buried villajre perhaps a thou­
sand years old. on the Canadian river 
above Plcmons, Texas, last week.

The village is believed to belong 
to  the pre-Pueblo culture of the Wes­
te rn  Indian livilisation. Three hu- 

' man skeletons which crumbled into 
dust upon contact with the air, a 
large pot which antedates the cele­
brated white-and-black era of Pueblo 
culture, and thousands of finely 
chippc.1 flint artifacts, were found 
under the debris of ten centuries, so 
the discoverers believe.

The exploring party, just re tu rn td  
to Abilene, was compo.sed of Dr. W. 
C. Holden, head of the history de­
partm ent; Professor LeRoy C. Glas«', 
head of the science departm ent, and 
Cecil Brown. Luke Medley, Martin 
Hines and Buckner Osborne, stu­
dents.

Only one of probably 200 habita­
tions were excavated, high on a cliff 
above the riverbed. Two skeletons 
believed to be those of a woman and 
a baby, were found in a cyst in one 
com er of u largo room w hirc they 
evidently had been given formal 
burial. Their condition and that of 
their tomb led the investigators to 
believe they had been buried a thou­
sand years. The third skeleton was 
that of a warrior, buried in an outer 
room of the sjime habitation, probab­
ly of a la ter generation.

One of the curious and im portant 
angles o f the discovery was that hori- 
xontal masonry was found superim­
posed on the more- ancient slab struc­
ture, almost as if the excavators had 
come upon the death of one culture 
and the birth of another.

a te) brought out some very crude, 
and disreputable evidences of coer­
cion, and intimjdation th a t only the 
shallow and spiteful indulge in.

It was commonly reported in Aus­
tin th a t telephone calls went out to 
litany county judges te  rfquo.it .hat 
their representative support the bond 
iisue, or S tate aid might be wiin- 
drawn from the county. Bills were 
left unoigned on the Governor's desk, 
and in fact the Gainesville Register 
of .March 9, 1929, carried the follow­
ing artic le:

“ Proponents of the $175,000,000 
Statewide ro«d bond issue were des­
perate for votes Friday morning, so 
Governor Dan .Moody got busy on the 
telephone, and as u result secured at 
lea.st one more vote in the House for 
the measure.

“ When Mr*. Blanche .Mason, secre­
tary of the Chamber of Commerce, 
answered her telephone this morning 
a pleasant voire said: ‘This is Dan I 
Moody at Au.stin.’

“ ‘Good morning. Governor,’ Mrs. 
Mason an.swered, and then ensued a 
conv< rsation in which the Governor 
im parted the information th a t the 
bomi issue would come up for a vote 
in the House within 30 m inutes and 
indicatiiihs were tha t it lacked six 
votes of pas.«age. He said that Rep-1 
resentative D. J. Enderby of Cooke i 
county had refused to vote on the j 
measure w ithout endorsem ent of the j 
issue by the local Chamber of Com- j 
merce. Whereupon the G overnor' 
sought to determ ine the stand of the 
Gainesville commerce body.

".Mrs. .Mason consulted with Claud 
Jones, Chamber of Commerce presi­
dent, in regard to the m atter and 
then notified the Governor th a t the 
Chamber of Commerce would back 
Mr. E tnderby in his vote for the bopd 
issue, a fte r which a telegram  was dis­
patched to the Cooke county solon 
to tha t effect.

“ Governor Moody said tha t wh’’e 
the bond issue was considerably 
smaller than originally contemplated, 
it was hoped to secure sufficient 
funds from a 4 cent gas tax to  buil-1 
the S late highways first planned.” -

Representative Wed Reid of Colo­
rado, a strong opponent of the bond 
issue, was railed to  the governor’s 
office 15 minutes before the vote was 
taken. He has made %> statem ent 
as to the conversation with the gov­
ernor, but it is a known fact that the 
bond issue was discussed. He refus­
ed to vote for the bond plan, how­
ever.

Reid was also the recipient o f three 
telephone calls (n which political 
pressure was tried  upon him. Threats 
of opposition on the grounds of his 
refusal were brought and Reid an­
swered th a t he would “ sacrifice no 
principal fo r political fhvor,” and 
refused to  be intim idated.

dustrial organization in the United States 
today but what the dominating leadership 
is seiiooled in the scientific principles of its 
specific field, whether nignufucturing, mer- 
ehandising or finance. The rapidly adv.anc- 

I ing standard.s of business in this country.
with their relentless demands for efficiency 
as tho only hope for survival in the competi­
tive struggle for economic existence, has 
sounded the death-knoll for guesswork and 
slipshod methods. a

As a re.sult, educational preparation in 
the technitiues of commerce, industry and 

finance are virtually e.ssential to outstanding succe.ss in these 
fields, as it is already an ab.solute prerequisite in the various 
recognized professions. This is not to depreciate the value of

AU.STIN, April 15.—diigns of pos­

sible revolt in the coming special ues- 
sion of the State Legislature already 
are apparent. Usually a special ses­
sion is n smooth running affair. It 
is largely in the control of the Go’/ t r  
nor fo r it can only’ act on m atters he 
submits. This time the members an* 
threatening to have some say about 
what is submitted.

A firs t clash may occur over the 
order of legislation. Some members 
claim tha t appropriations can bo 
made at any session. Governor Moody 
believes they will ha\’F to be submit­
ted in order for the legislature to 
act upon thim .

This would give the Governor quite 
an advantage. He could first submit 
other topics in which he is interesicd 
and holil back appropriations as .i 
topic until prison relocation, civil 
service and such m atters as suits his 
fancy hud been sittled .

But if the legislators arc right i’l 
their belief, they can go right ahead 
with appropriations whenever they 
are called into session. With appro­
priations gut of the way, many of the 
members will not feel it imperative 
to remain in Austin.

Probably the veto of the Wlrlz- 
Ncgloy bill to discipline “ Hoover- 
rra ts ” has caused more deep feeling 
than any other measure. Mrs. Laura 
Burleson Neglcy. who successfully 
piloted the hill through the House, 
is deeply chagrined at the Gover­
nor’s action. She fc tls  so strongly 
about it, in fact, th a t she declines to 
express her views.

.Mrs. .S’egley is moro than a poj*u- 
Inr represent.ntivc from the largest 
city in the State. She is the daughter 
of former Postm aster Gcne-al A. S. 
Burleson, who has considerable jn flu - 
incc among the part]; leaders.

The v«rto 
of the W'irtz bill is almost a rebuke 
to State Chairman Dave Wilcox of 

¡Georgetown, who i.saucd a warning to 
I)em«>cr«ts before the last general 
election that jf  they bolted the Cmit'a 
party  they would be barred from ’!»c 
next Democratic primaries.

The other veto affecting William-, 
son county especially 1» that if the 
bill ¡»rohibiting the State Highwa:.' 
Commission from routing highwajs 
around town» without the consent of 
the county commissioners. Such a 
routing around Round Rock in Wil­
liamson county was attem pted by (he 
Highway Commission and caused a 
storm of protest. A ainiilar proposal 
to skip Buda and Kyle in Hays coun­
ty. on the Austin-San Antonio road, 
led to mass meeting 'protests. These 
instances led to tho passage of the 
blll-Ashich the Governor vetoed.

The Governor’s reason was tha t he 
had been informed the Federal gov­
ernm ent might withdraw Federal aid 
if the bill were passed. Ju s t why, 
some will find it d ifficult to under­
stand. The Federal aid to roads 
originated in the desire (o build up 
roads for postal service. Skippi.ng 
towns is not likely to aid postal de­
livery, so why the F ederaf Bureau 
of Roads should object raises some 
discussion. *

W EST TEXAS SANDSTORMS
NAUGHT BESID E TORNADOES

While West Texas towns have their 
sand sto.-ms the winds of spring are 
playing havoc in other sections of the 
nation and the world and if report.- 
of the .American Nature association 
are to be acetpted as a criterion our 
wind storms, while incomfortable, are 
not nearly so bad as they might be.

"This is the tornado season, for 
there are seasons for storms, ju st as 
there are for roses and sweet corn. 
The dust storm tha t came down out 
of the Gobi desert 1500 miles away 
and smothered Shangh.ni a few days 
ago is but an example of what wind 
can do, says the .\nierican Nature 
Association. “ Sand storms from the 
S.ohara have traveled fa r over the 
Atlantic ocean.

There are always reports of high 
winds around springtime. The fam ­
ous blixxurd of IkAK was from March 
11 to 14. This swept the northern 
half of the I ’nited States.

The .Samoa hurricane of .March 1C, 
188;t, wrecked American and German 
warshii's in the harbor of Apia, with 
heavy loss of life.

The St. Louis tornado of May 27, 
18l>6, was the most destructive of 
the thre tornaelol#^ that have occur­
red in large American cities, the oth­
ers being the Louisville tornado of 
18P0 and the Omaha tornado of 
1UI.7.

V iolent R otary Wiud*
Recor«ls show that deva.stating 

storms nre In spring and fall.
\  torn.’ido is a cloud— an upright, 

revolving, roaring, devastating cloud. 
But it is not a typhoon, a monsoon, 
or a hurricane. Above all it is not 
a “cyclone." Typhoons and mon­
soons are storms covering large areas, 
hundreds of miles in diameter, and 
they give rise to straight winds only. 
The winds of a tornado have a violent 
rotary motion. The word “cyclone” 
refers, correctly, to the g reat storm 
areas which pass week by wee',«, 
across the United .‘states.

A later varie­
ty flourishes in Mav, and rarely a few 
spring up in late August and Septem ­
ber. The hot days of summer are 
not producers o f the funnel cloud.

Statistics show that nearly 80 per 
cent take form in th e , first three 
months of spring. .

Tornadoes seldom occur outside A 
the United States. The Mississipin 
valley reserves them mainly f<fi it­
self. Texas, Oklahoma, Kansas and 
Missouri run nock and neck ^or the 
funnel-eh)ud honors. Nebra.ska cas-' 
By takes second place. Then como» 
Mississippi, Alabama, Iowa, Illinois, 
the Dakotas and Minnesota. Outside 
this region the whirling cloud ruldom 
strikes. It is unknown in California. 
New England is never visited.

The Portland storm of November 
2C and 27, 18'J8, is an example of the 
danger of ignoring storm signuli. 
The sleunu r#Poriland, which furnish­
ed the object lesson in this ra.se, was 
one of more than 1'40 vo.ssels wreck­
ed by the storm on the New England 
coast.

In the Buckergiinge jcyclone, Octo­
ber, 187B, more than 100,000 people 
were drowned by the storm wave.s 
over the Ganges delta. In the Tay 
brhlge disaster of December 2ft, 187!», 
the bridge over the Firth of Tay, in 
Scotland, was blown down while a 
passenger train  was pas.sing over it.

Closely connected,w ith the devel­
opment of weather forecasting is the 
“Crimean storm ” of November, 1854. 
This tem pest raged over the Black 
sea and played havoc with the fleets 
and ram ps of the allied force* en­
gaged in the Crimean war.

The French a.-tronomcr Le Verrier. 
director of the Observatory of Paris, 
collected information concerning the 
progresi of the storm over Europe 
which oonvinetd him that if tele-, 
graphic report* from the westein 
part of its course had been available 
its disastrous effects might have 
been averted.

As a result of this ini]uiry, he 
dr»w -up plan.« for an international 
telegraphic storm-warning service, 
which was established by the French 
government, and the cooperation of 
other European countries in 18.55. 
M’ithin the next two dtcades nearly 
all the civilised countries of the 
world organised similar services of 
their own, and the scope of the-e un­
dertakings was enlarged to include 
a general system of weather fore­
casting from charts based on tele­
graphic reports. —  I.uhbork .Ava­
lanche.
