Picking has been general the past
two weeks and if fair weather con-
tinues the crop will practically all be
harvested by November 1, it is said.

All gins were crowded and the sta-
ple was coming in rapidly Thursday
noon. Picking in the vicinity of Lo-
raine has been slower this week, be-
cause slight gain was made in the
ginnings there. Only 2,917 bales
had been ginned there.

Westbrook had ginned 1,772 with
the Guitar gin handling 900 and the
Williams-Miller 872. Buford had
ginned 840 bales, and Colorado 6006,
divided as follows: Lambeth, Me-
Cleary & Grubbs, 1,430; Cooperative
gin, 884; Williams-Morgan, 1156;
