Further, he pointed to numerous
futile efforts to enact such measures
during the last ten years as methods
of increasing preces to American
farmers,

“You are advised,” he added, that
“the pregent administration of this
government has repeatedly opposed
enactment of any such measures and
made public announcement of its op-
position.” i

Replying to agricultural attache
Steere, at Berlin, who warned pro-
posals for a debenture were depress-
ing prices, Mr. Hyde termed  the
“threat -of enactment” no greater
than heretofore.

Rubber in Brief Radio Talks

Highlights of Industry
Given for First Time
: Over the Air

Speaking over a nationwide N.
B. C. network which reaches an es-
timated audience of 40,000,000 per-
sons, Harvey S. Firestone, Jr., is
telling the romantic story of rub-
ber development in a series of
brief word pictures forming a part
of the Firestone radio program,
which is now on the air every Mon-
day night.

1926, following the Stevenson Re-
striction Act to limit the production
of rubber on British owned plan-
tations as a means of raising
prices, and in connection with his
father's campaign that “Americans
should produce their own rubber,”
Mr. Firestone made a world tour
to study the availability of various
sountries for rubber growing.
Bazed on the data accumulated in
those travels, he selected Liberia as
the ideal place for his own company
to produce the commodity and ne-
gotiated a 00 year lease with the
Liberian government for 1,000,000
acres of land.

since been in charge of the exten-
sive operations there, in addition to
his duties as an executive of the
parent company.

Although not inexperienced as a
speaker before the microphone, this
is the first time he has ever un-
dertaken a regular schedule of
broadeasts. His presence on the
program makes it literally “The
Voice of Firestond,” the title under
which this weekly program has al-
ready won wide favor with the
radio public.
