Compared To The Good Results Obtained

Due to the fact that Coloratjo has 
for several years devoted consider­
able attention to Scouting and the 
further fact tha t a local troop. Boy 
ScouLs of -America, was rated IOC 
per cent tn efficiency, the following 
article, wodtten by P. O, B. Mont­
gomery, chairman of the Dallas dis­
trict, Boy Scouts of .America, should 
be of special interest:

These questions are often asked, 
and rightly, too, because parents 
wish to know how much it will cost 
to keep their son in scouting and 
how the organixatiun is financed.

The only rciiuired fee from the 
individual hoy is 50c a year. This ;s 
called a registration fee. Scout men, 
known us Seouters, pay I I  per year 
registration fee, 50c of which pays 
for the official magazine. Scouting.

is about |1 0  per boy. This money 
is raised by voluntary subscription, 
and is disbursed under supervi.-ion 
of a local executive hoard. This 
board is composed of businc8.s and 
professional men, w-ho support the 
work financially as well as by gixinc 
of their personal time.

The uniform which costs less than 
$tf is optional, although when pur­
chased saves the regular clothes of 
boys to such anW xtent that it ’.■( not 
actually an expense.

Sometimes iroop.- decide upon 
weekly dues 11. be paid by their 
iiu*m)>crs, but w itn  and if such dues 
are paid, they arc for the exciiiGve 
use of the troops collecting them, 
and no part of such dues are used 
for other than troop expense. Gen­
et ally such due's are used to buy 
troop equipmeiii, camping 
ment and similar material.

The cost of operation of local 
councils is small compared with th.it 
of other social agencies, the rc*.:i.ii 
being that, the Boy Scout t ’oureil 
does not maintain an exj>enslve 
headquarters, but has only an ojfice 
just sufficient fos keeping its roc 
ords and as a service station for the 
scoutmasters and troops. .Also it.s 
professional s taff is small, alniu.^ all 
the work being done by voluniecr.i.

The poor boy can havc-the a Ivan- 
tage of scouting, because the requir­
ed cost to the individual bo/ i.s so 
small. All boys, whether from poor 
homes or from homes of plenty, ,irc 
uigod to earn their own regis lation 
fees and troop dues. The badge i f 
rank are gwarded to boys w u:irot 
cost.

While troop committee.s an.* local 
councils arc expected to mak*t it 
possiHie for scouts under thc.r su­
pervision to go to camp each year, 
camp attendance is not required of 
boys who are scouts. But he:e, 
again, if scouts do attend camp they 
are urged to pay their own wuj.

“ Why not an organization that is 
for all boys supported by taxation^’’ 
someone may ask; and the answe- 
is that such an arrangem ent it is lie- 
lieved would seriously affect, if not 
entirely dep^rjoy, many of its r.cst 
valuable features. Now every one 
is given the prtvIlegP trf TtmrrihtiT^ 
ing to his character building agcr.i’y. 
whether tax payer or not, and many 
of its supporters are not tax pa.vers 
As a tax supported institution, it 
would be difficult for the ■'cort 
movement to maintain its ■iinctly 
nonpartisan attitude, which has won 
for it the faith of the public. Again, 
it is believed that if the organiza­
tion w-as supported by fOnds d?*-ivo'7 
from taxation that the splendid vol­
unteer leadership system, the very 
foundation of the movement, v n th l 
be disturbed; and it is believe.l that 
many of the high-grade outstai.tling 
men who are tirelessly devoting their 
time and energies to the pronuding 
of the prograjii would not he inier- 
«stod in a movement that mign* be­
come a part of the spoils sysUm.

“ But why do not the pareiiui of 
boys pay the bills?” is another ly, nw- 
tb>n that hiyi.bcen asked. Many n1 

I the lads who join this movement are 
j poor boys and their parents ar ■ iin- 
! able to bear any part of the ovei- 
I head expen.se of scouting, o • any 
'o th e r organization, regardlcjs of

how much they realize the need of 
the program and the training it pro­
vides for their boys. Sometimes it 
is even nt.,*es»ary for troop commit-* 
tees .to-arrange for boys to earn the 
trifling  registration fee, because the 
parents can not provide it. Many 
boys who are scouts are in the un­
derprivileged class, and are bo.vs 
who are denied the outdoor activi­
ties of more costly organizalRins, 
but who arc able to take advantage 
of boy scout troop hikes into woods j 
and overnight and week-end camps 
supervised by their scoutmasters be­
cause these scoutmasters are volun­
teers, working only for the joy of 
service and the happine.ss that is to 
he found in their contact with boys, 
which activities therefore cost the 
scout nothing, unless it be the small 
cost for rations for a few meals 
which the scout himself itrepares.

The principal reason though that 
parents should not be expected to 
pay the whole cost is that the whole 
nation profits from scouting to such 
an extent in a variety of ways, and 
in the en<i the installation of the 
spirit of scouting into the lives of 
boys means so much in the develop­
ment of a better citizenship and the 
actual saving of dollars and cents to 
neighborhoods, cities, the State and 
the Nation, that every Dunking man 
is glad to contribute to its support, 
whether he has a boy of his own 
or not.

One striking example'' of how 
scouting saves money for the nation 
is shown in these figures. The an­
nual cost of crime in the United 
States was estimated in the Wicker- 
sham re|M>rt at more than f l . l lU ,-  
OUU.OOO, a per capita cost of ID.10, 
using the rj3 0  ccn.«us figures, which 
gave the population of the nation at 
123,000,000. The cost of scouting 
i»; »he United States for the same 
period, including local council ex­
penditures and the expenditures of 
the National council, is 16,515,908, 
or a percapita cost of slightly over 
15; and that scout training for boys 
does reduce crime is evident by the 
fact that there is no record of a 
boy who has had the advantages of 
scout training ever having been-con­
victed of a major eriim*; while on 
the other 'hand there are countless 
instances of boys who have been in­
volved in numerous juvenile of- 

I fenses "going straight” and develop- j ing into good citizens a fte r bccoin- 
I ing scouts, under the influence of 
I the scout oath and law, the leadcr- 
j ship of men of character and the 

companionship of the other mem­
bers of the troop.

.A small grocer related enthusias­
tically that a  scries of petty thefts 
has ceased in his neighborhood when 
a gang of tough boys was converted 
into a Boy .Scout troop. The presi- 
<lent of a great railroad system sta t­
ed they had noticed a marked de­
crease in minor damage to railroad 
property—the breaking of glass in­
sulators on telegraph poles, carry­
ing away of rail spikes, and the like 
a fte r they had placed men on their 
s ta ff to ppomet«-scouting along the 
lines; and so- well does this railroad 
think of the movement and its in­
fluence that when its personnel has 
been reduced in nearly every de­
partm ent because of the existing 
business depression both of the men 
x>mploycd to promote the Boy .Scout 
program have been kept on the job.
