land.

In 1898 he resigned the assistant 
seerrtaryship of the Navy to join 
the Spanish war. He was elected 
governor in the autumn of the same 
year. His political career had been 
wholly in the executive fieUI.

He loved power and wieldeii in 
with aggressive confidence His 
range of his curiosities, activities, 
and accomplishments were enor- 

o«t 14. Tlte town boys defeated î mous. His publicatihns qonsistnl of
history, sports, ethics, travel and 
politics. He was born in a wealthy 
family, but money, rank, occupation 
meant little to him. He entertaineil 
cowboys, senators, prize-fighters, 
ambassadors and labor leaders in the 
White House.

He knew us and we knew him. He 
was human, he was our kind, and 
being our kind, his successes and 
his fame were somehow our success­
es and our fame likewise.

Theodore Roosevelt had. rather 
feeble health during his life and one 
night he wont to bed and never 
awoke, January 6, 1919, New York.
