Absentee Voting Begins 
Oct. 14  For General Election

Absentee voting In the Nov. 
3 general election will begin 
fit the county clerk’s office 
Oct. 14, it has been an­
nounced.

At mid-week, 30 applica­
tions, mostly from service 
men, had been received by 
the clerks office for balloting 
.by mail in the election.
, There were 4,747 poll taxes 
and 597 exemptions issued 
.ttiis year, the tax office re­
ports.

Some countians who think 
they are not eligible to vote 
in the Nov. 3 election may be 
able to qualify themselves in 
time, de-pitc the fact that the 
deadline for poll tax payment 
passed Jan. 31, it is reported.

These exceptions include:
, . Yeung men and women 
who have become 21 this

year, or who will become 21 
by Nov. 3. The election code 
provides that they may ob­
tain a poll tax exemption cer­
tificate from the county tax 
assessor-collector’s office on 
any regular business day up 
to and including Oct. 2. If 
they are 21 by election day, 
they will then be eligible to 
.vote in all elections on the 
ballot.

. The state allows those 
newly-moved to Texas to vote 
free their first year. So, if a 
person has attained eligibility 
to vote in Texas by being 21, 
and by having completed his 
first year of residence and 
has a bona-fide intention of 
making Texas his residence, 
he can go by the tax office 
and obtain a poll tax exemp­
tion certificate.

County Highway Is Scheduled 
For Three Modern Bridges in 
S a fe ty, Betterment Drive

The Texas Highway Com­
mission has approved the ex- 
iwnuiturc of $490.000 for high­
way safety and betterment in 
the Brownwood District in 
1965, according to E. M. Prit­
chard, Di.'trict Engineer.

Pritchard said all of the 
funds authorized are to be us­
ed to widen or rebuild narrow 
bridges and approaches where 
numerous accidents have oc­
culted in the past.

Good news to those who tra­
vel US 183 between Rising 
Star and Cisco in Eastland 
County is the authorization 
of funds to reconstruct the 
three narrow bridges north of 
Romney which have been the 
scenes of many accidents. 
These 20 - feet wide bridges 
were built sometime prior to 
1923, and will be replaced with 
44 feet wide structures on an 
alignment to fit future recon­
struction of this section of 
highway.

Other district work under

this project calls for widening 
and moderinization of high­
ways on US 84 in Coleman 
County; on Highway 6 in Co­
manche County east of DeLe- 
cn; on State ie in San Saba 
County; and others.

This work is part of 432 pro­
jects in 180 Texas counties au­
thorized in the 19C5 State 
Highway Safety and Better­
ment Program by the Texas 
Highway Commission in its 
statewide war on traffic acci­
dents. The 3-man commission, 
policy - making body for the 
Texas Highway Department, 
earmarked $20,000,000 for the 
annual program.

Chairman Herbert C. Petry, 
said that in addition to its be­
nefits to safety on the 66,000- 
mile Texas highway network, 
the 1965 Safety and Better­
ment Program “will perpetu­
ate and protect the taxpayers’ 
investment of well over $4 
billion in the highway syst­
em.’’

Not all ground beef is the 
same composition. Regular 
ground beef usually indicates 
ground beef with a high pro­
portion of beef fat, and many 
people prefer it for the rich 
flavor imparted by the fat. 
Lean ground beef is made 
from the chuck or various 
cuts of beef which are leaner 
than those that go into ham­
burger. It co-ts a bit more 
per pound, but is probably the 
moct efficient purchase.

Ground round steak is the 
leanest of all ground beef, 
and usually se lls  for about 
the same price per pound as 
sliced round steak. It co. ts 
more, but shrinks less in 
cooking than other types of 
ground beef.

Handle ground beef as little 
as possible. Too much hand­
ling make the finished prod­
uct tough and packed.

Keep ground beef under re­
frigeration and use It within 
three days after purchase.
