COUNTY ROAD 
BOND ELECTION 
FAILS TO PASS

Voters of Yoakum County 
failed to give the $715,000 pro­
posed bond issue for road im­
provements the necessary two 
to one majority in Tuesday’s 
special election, held in conjunct­
ion with the senatorial balloting.

A total of 713 ballots were 
cast on the bond issue, with 
440 voting for the proposal and 
273 voting against it resulting 
in the failure of the election to 
carry by a margin of 36 votes.

The bond issue carried by 
small majorities in all of the 
voting precincts except Box No. 
2, where it failed by one ballot. 
Unofficial returns were as fol- 
ows:

Box No. 1, 55 for, 29 against; 
Box No. 2, 22 for, 23 against;
Box No. 3, 26 for, 23 against;
Box No. 4, 36 for, 11 against;
Box No. 5, 30 for, 3 against;
Box No. 6, 19 for, 10 against;
Box No. 7, 126 for, 95 against; 
Box No. 8, 45 for, 34 against;
Box No. 9, 78 for, 45 against.
There were three absentee bal­
lots cast, all in favor of the 
bond issue.

In the election to name a 
United States Senator to fill 
the unexpired term of Price 
Daniel, who resigned to be 
governor of Texas, Yoakum 
County went overwhelmingly 
for Ralph Yarborough, in accord 
with the rest of the state.

Yarborough received a total 
of 420 votes, with Martin Dies 
garnering 290. In third place in 
the county voting was Thad 
Hutcheson, who received 131. 
Others receiving votes were 
Elmer Adams, 1; M.T. Banks, 
2; Searcy Bracewell, 13; James 
P. Hart, 2; John C. White, 27; 
and Hugh Wilson, 1.

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AUSTIN, TEX.—After five
weeks of headline making, three 
Legislative committees still are 
busy.

House committee looking into 
ICT’s failure was to run until 
April 1; Senate committee to 
April 10.

Recent additions to the com­
mittees’ massive records:

1. Several former ICT direc­
tors denied having signed a 
document wiping out a $900,000 
debt owed ICT by Jack Cage 
and Co. Shown photostat of 
such a document, they said it 
was not the instrument they 
signed.

2. Leaders in the Texas Fed­
eration of Labor called Ben John 
Cage, former manager of ICT, a 
“scoundrel.” Union members had 
invested millions in the company.

3. A number of union members 
and officials told how they were 
paid by Cage to help advance 
the cause of ICT among labor 
members. One said he thought 
he was paid to keep to himself 
his belief that Cage was a 
“crook.”

4. Max Wayne Rychlik, son- 
in-law of former Insurance Com­
mission Chairman Garland 
Smith, remembered an additional 
$9,800 he had received from a 
Ben Jack Cage affiliate. It made 
a total of $18,200 paid Rychlik 
for his “job” without work.

5. House members investigat­
ing bribery charges questioned 
the former executive secretary 
of the Texas Naturopathic As­
sociation. But Albert D. Brown, 
who was with the organization 
back in 1955, could give only es­
timates and 'guesses on how TNA 
had spent some $20,000 raised 
during the last session for “leg­
islative education."

6. John McCully, labor union 
employee, had a difficult time 
accounting for his expenditures 
of union funds. In his operation 
of the union’s publicity office, 
the Action Agency in Austin, he 
“ accidentally” dropped a few 
political advertising bills into 
ICT files.
BIG PUSH—Legislators face a 
killing pace for the next few 
weeks if they are to finish ses­
sion in 120 days.

After that point, their pay 
ceases. Time is almost two-thirds 
gone. Multiple investigations 
have diverted a lot of time and 
energy. Important bills are 
stacked up.

But a major milestone— pas­
sage of the general appropriation 
bill—is in sight. Senate com­
mittee approved it for floor 
action this week. House already 
has passed it.

Senate committee’s version dif­
fers slightly. It includes a 10 
per cent raise for lower-bracket 
state employees, 15 per cent for 
college teachers.

Wrapping up the. big money 
bill will put the session over the 
hump in the minds of most 
members. Meanwhile, both 
houses are hacking at the small 
stuff. Special sessions have 
turned out local and uncontest­
ed bills at the rate of one a 
minute.

CODE OF ETHICS—Scandals 
and investigations put new im­
petus behind the administration- 
backed drive for a code of ethics 
and lobby registration act.

But it hasn’t made the subject 
much easer to agree on than in 
previous sessions. Objectors 
claimed it isn’t possible to pass 
a law making people honest.

House, nevertheless, passed a 
bill to third reading. It would 
require registration of persons 
paid to appear before state agen­
cies. Officials would be prohib­
ited from using their public 
office for private gain, accept­
ing gifts, favors or services that 
might influence official action, 
etc.

Commission Grants 
Shell Permit for 
Transfer System

Shell Oil Company has been 
granted permission to install and 
operate an automatic custody 
transfer system temporarily on 
several leases in the Wasson 
Field, Gaines and Yoakum coun­
ties, by the Railroad Commission.

The system will be installed 
on its W.M. Moore, W.M. Moore 
“A ” , A.L. Wasson “D” and Dora 
Roberts Leases for a period of 
six months, at which time a re­
view of that operation will be 
considered by the Commission.

A hearing was held by the 
Commission February 15 on the 
application. The Commission 
granted the temporary permis­
sion on the basis that the oper­
ation as proposed should accur­
ately measure and record all 
amounts of oil produced from 
said leases and should pernqit 
the leases to be operated more 
efficiently in conjunction with 
the purchaser pipe line and 
should prevent the waste of 
crude oil through weathering.

A REPORT 
TO THE PEOPLE

By R. L. Bowers, Jr.
House of Representatives

The House adjourned Mondey, 
March 25, in memory of Charlie 
Heitman, Jr., State Represent­
ative from District 6 in Nacog­
doches, Texas, who died Satur­
day, March 23, after suffering 
a heart attack while at his desk 

in the House.
A number of local bills were 

cleared this week and sent to the 
Senate: however, there was con­
siderable debate on a few gen­
eral bills. After a stormy debate, 
H.B.32 was passed and sent to 
the Senate, This is an act to 
make unlawful the employment 
by the State, Schools, Ditrict, 
County, or city, of any member 
of the N.A.A.C.P.

There was considerable debate 
on the floor of the House Thurs­
day which consumed most of the 
day in conjunction with H.B.3. 
This is an act establishing stan­
dards of conduct for state of­
ficers, employee^, and legislators, 
in the area of business conflicts 
between their private interests 
and official duties. Most of the 
debate concerned the operation 
of such a code of ethics and its 
effects upon members who have, 
various business interests in ad­
dition to their official duties. 
The bill passed by a good margin 
on Second Reading. Now the bill 
must be read and passed a third 
time before final passage in the 
House and later action in the 
Senate.

The General Appropriations 
Bill, H.B.133, has been amended 
by the Senate, and, at the pre­
sent time, committees from the 
House and the Senate are meet-

In its 1956 annual report, 
Humle Oil & Refining Company 
looks back in forty years of pro­
press since its organization in 
1917.

Humble’s operations began in 
March, 1917, with the consolida­
tion Of properties largely owned 
by its organizers and first di­
rectors, including R. S. Sterling, 
F. P. Sterling, W. S. Farish, R. 
L. Blaffer, W. W. Fondren, H. 
C. Wiess, and C. B. Goddard.

During 1917, the Company pro­
duced 8,800 barrels of net crude 
ofil. Its first pipeline deliveries 
were in 1919, and its first runs 
to stills at the Baytown refinery 
were in 1920.

In 1956, Humble produced 405,- 
500 barrels daily of net crude 
oil and natural gas liquids, re­
fined 261,800 barrels daily and 
delivered 699,700 barrels daily 
through trunk pipelines.

Since it started operations in 
1917, Humble has produced about 
2.5 billion barrels of petroleum 
liquids, refined some 2 billion 
barrels into products, and trans­
ported 5.2 billion barrels through 
its trunk pipelines. About half 
of this business has been done 
in the past 10 years, the report 
states.

At the end of 1956, the Com­
pany had about 8,900 sharehol­
ders and 19,000 employees. The 
shareholder’s investment stood at 
$1,257,582,000. This investment 
includes large sums retained 
from earnings and risked in ex­
pansion of the business.

An increased volume of busi­
ness raised operating revenues 
by about 10 per cent over the 
previous year to $1,189,031,000. 
Rising costs, expenses, and taxes 
reduced profit margins per unit 
of production, however, and 
caused the rate of return on in­
vestment to decline.

Humble’s net income in 1956 
was $178,961,100, or $4.99 a 
share. The increase of 2.3 per 
cent over 1955 was smaller than 
the rate of gain in volume of 
operations and in capital invest­
ments.

C a p i t a l  expenditures were 
$183,908,000, a decrease from the 
previous year because expendi­
tures for refining facilities were

ing to reconcile their differences. 
This bill should be cleared within 
the next week and presented to 
Governor for his signature.

The I.C.T. Investigation Com­
mittee is proceeding favorably 
and uncovering considerable, 
amounts of new information. 
During the next week or ten 
days, we are expecting a fined 
report from the “Cox Commit­
tee” . All of the members are 
anxiously awaiting this final 
report, for the members are 
making a sincere effort to clean 
their own House and maintain 
the confidence of the public. I 
will probably be able to give 
you the highlights of that re­
port in my next newsletter.

reduced by about the amount 
spent for the Baytown Butyl rub­
ber and budodiene units in 1955. 
Of the total capital expenditures, 
oil and gas production facilities 
acounted for $155,460,000, or 
about 85 per cent. In addition, 
the cost of dry holes and other 
current exploration expenses of 
$98,089,200 brought the total 
amount risked in searching for 
land developing oil and gas pro­
duction to $253,549,200.

Expansion of exploratory ac­
tivities resulted in a 30 per cent 
increase in the number of rank 
wildcats drilled. Nearly one-third 
of all Humble’s exploratory wells 
proved to be discoveries, and 21 
of the 48 successful wells were 
igas producers.

Humble completed 905 wells 
in 1956 at an average cost of 
$131,600 compared with 857 wells 
completed in 1955 at an average 
cost of $130,500. Offshore drilling 
operations were accelerated in 
1956 with the completion of 41 
wells at an average cost of 
$580,400 per well. The cost of 
drilling wells in 1956 was $127,- 
520,700, including $48.085,400 for 
dry holes.

Cfude oil sales for export, 
which averaged 11,000 barrels 
daily in 1955, reached a peak of 
156,300 barrels daily in Decem­
ber, 1956. Humble supplied 7,- 
611,000 barrels for emergency 
export to Europe in November 
and December. Total sales of 
crude oil were the highest since 
1948.

Humble is making additional 
investments in petrochemical 
units to meet demands for ben­
zene and ethylene in the Gulf 
Coast area. Its benzene and ethl- 
lene units, now under construc­

The Director of the Yoakum 
County Livestock and Agricul­
ture Improvement Association 
held a meeting last Monday 
night to elect officers and make 
any needed changes in the rules 
of the Junior Fat Stock Show. 
The eleven man board is com­
posed of Gene Bennet, president; 
Rusty McGinty, first vice presi­
dent; Bill Powell, second vice 
presiden; G. W. Cleveland, sec- 
reary-treasurer; and the follow­
ing members: Gene Payne, Tom 
Warren, Johnnie Fitzgerald, Ty 
Field, Harve Stotts, Harold Wat­
son and Pat Henard.

As far as the beef calf division 
is concerned in the 1958 show, it 
will be the same as last time. 
There will be a minimum weight 
of 700 pounds and a maximum 
weight of 1,250 pounds. The 
calves will be divided into dry- 
lot and milk-fed groups and 
these groups will be divided into 
light and heavy classes in case 
there are more than 20 entries 
in the group. It is too early to 
predict with any accuracy about 
the number of calf classes that 
will be in the 1958 show but it 
appears that there will be very 
little change from last year.

There were some changes 
made in both the barrow and 
lamb divisions. The minimum 
weight of barrows for the 1958 
show has been raised from 150 
up to 180 pounds. Until this year 
there had not been a maximum 
limit. The maximum for next 
year will be 260 pounds. All 
weights are the actual weighing 
in weight of the animal and not 
the shrunk weight. These weight 
changes will make the barrow 
classes more uniform and the 
feeders will have to be a little 
more particular about selecting 
an animal of the right age. It 
will probably mean that the 
light weight barrows in the show 
next year will be carrying some 
extra fat because so many of 
them will be rushed -in order to 
get them above 180 pounds by 
show time.

Some real improvement has 
been made in the lamb division 
since the number of lambs have 
increased during the past three 
years. Thtre were twelve lambs 
in the show this year and all of 
them were bunched into one 
class. There were six Southdown 
lambs, one cross-bred lamb and 
five fine-wool lambs competing
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in the same class. The directors 
decided to divide this- class by 
having all the fine-wool lambs 
in a class to themselves and the 
mutton type and cross-bred 
lambs in a separate class. Of 
course, the two first place ani­
mals will show against each 
other for grand champion of the 
show and the reserve champion 
will be picked in the same man­
ner as the calves and barrows.

The fine-wool sheep are the 
kind of sheep that Texas and 
New Mexico sheep men like to 
raise and most of the feeder 
lambs in this section o f the coun­
try are of that type; yet they do 
not do a good job of competing 
with the mutton breeds in a fat 
stock show. The lamb show at 
Odessa is limited to fine-wool 
lambs only and many of the oth­
er shows in Texas have stopped 
having a single grand champion 
lamb. They select a champion 
in each of the divisions and let 
it go at that.

A larger number of 4-H mem­
bers have indicated that they 
wanted to feed lamb for the 
show next year so perhaps there 
will be more fine-wool lambs in

the 1958 show. Some weight lim­
its have been set for the lamb 
classes also. I have forgotten the 
exact minimum weight but I 
think it was 70 pounds. I know 
that the top limit was set at 125 
pounds. The most desireable 
weight for the packer buyer is 
from 85 to 100 pounds. Most of 
the show chamjpions also fall 
within that weight range.

With these changes, the 1958 
show should have animals with 
more quality and uniformity 
than we have seen in the past.

students at tables, a chapel and 
study, and 17 classrooms and 
laboratories. Seven hundred 
students can be accommodated.

The school will open next 
September 23 at which time 
registration begins. It is estimat­
ed that the student population 
this fall will be around 200 with 
an increase by fall of 1958 to 500 
and it is presently thought that 
within ten ye£rs 2,000 students 
will be in attendance.

Three men with Ph. D. degrees 
have been employed in admin­
istration capacities as the two 
deans and registrar beginning 
this fall. Eight of the twenty 
additional faculty members have 
been employed and all will hflld 
an MA degree.

Approximately $500,000 was 
raised by the membership of the 
Churches of Christ in Lubbock.

A campaign is now being 
organized for an additional 
$500,000 among business and 
industry in Lubbock making 
a total goal of the campaign 
effort of $1,500,000. As soon as 
the additional money is available, 
two dormitories, a gym, and a 
student center will be erected.

Temporary buildings have al­
ready been moved on the site 
with full assurance that the 
school will open this fall.

Much has been said the last 
few years about proper range 
management. Many new range 
management practices have been 
introduced. Such things as root 
plowing, pitting, brush control, 
range seeding, water spreading, 
proper use, and deferred grazing 
have enjoyed increasing publicity. 
No doubt these practices are all 
good and very helpful in certain 
areas under given conditions. All 
these practices are designed to 
enable a rancher to get his range- 
land in better condition. The age 
old question still facing ranchers 
is “Oan I afford it?” , and “Will 
it pay?” .

In 1949 the Soil Conservation 
Service began a study cm nine­
teen ranches in the northeastern 
New Mexico-southeastern Colo­
rado area. Their purpose was to 
determine whether or not range 
management actually pays in 
dollars and cents.

These ranches varied in size 
from 3,000 acres to 120,000 acres. 
They were all engaged in cow 
and calf operation. The ranches 
were all stable operating units, 
owned or managed by capable 
ranchers who grew up with the 
western cattle industry. Some of 
these ranchers had rangeland in 
good condition and some in poor 
condition. The rangeland in good 
condition contained such grasses 
as little bluestem, sand bluestem, 
sideoats grama, blue grama, wes­
tern wheatgrass and buffalo- 
grass. The poor condition range 
was composed largely of such 
plants as threeawn g r a s s e s  
(needle grass), ring muhly, and 
broom snakeweed (turpentine 
weed).

The gross income per section 
on these ranches varied accord­
ing to the condition of the range- 
lands. Those in good condition 
grossed about 80% more money 
than those in poor condition. The 
average gross income per section, 
based on a beef price of $.20 per 
pound was as follows.

Range Condition 
Good Fair Poor
$1,894 $1,395 $1,024

At the present time much re­
search is being done that will be 
of benefit to the rancher. Such 
practices as brush control and 
weed control are being developed 
with new and more efficient 
chemicals. Range reseeding is 
being done with improved strains 
of grasses. However, these new 
developments will not bring 
about any range improvement by 
themselves. Brush control, water 
spreading, pitting, root plowing, 
and reseeding are worthless with­
out a sound grazing program. 
First the rancher must convince 
himself that range management 
pays. He must see that better 
rangelands mean better profits. 
And finally we all need to real­
ize that a rancher’s business is 
to grow grass and harvest that 
grass through livestock. If 100 
cows can harvest a crop of grass, 
why keep 200?

Stubble Beats Drought
Despite 50 year low precipi­

tation during the 1955-56 season, 
stubble mulched winter wheat 
yielded surprisingly well in coop­
erative studies by USDA and the 
Kansas Agricultural Experiment 
Station, Fort Hays, Kansas.

Wheat planted in stubble-mul­
ched plots made good use of the 
abundant moisture present at 
planting time and, with only 4.6 
inches of precipitation thereafter, 
yielded 13.8 bushels per acre. In 
contrast, one-way-disked plots 
yielded just 9.1 bushels, plowed 
plots 6.7 bushels of wheat.

Soil preparation was the only 
difference in plot treatment. 
Just after the September rains 
(before planting), moist soil was 
found to a depth of 34.6 inches 
in stubble-mulched plots, 25.1 
inches in disked plots, and 25.5 
inches in plowed plots. Tests the 
following April showed available 
moisture was 7.09, 5.29, and 5.99 
inches in the respective plots.

to recent scandals in state gov­
ernment?

He thinks there will be more 
shocks and disappointments on 
the part of all Texans before 
the current "cleanup activities” 
are finished.

He has publicly warned the 
state that more is coming but 
did not give any idea about what 
to look for in the way of new 
scandals.

“There will be some convict­
ions and punishments meted out 
when some of these cases reach 
court,”  he said.

The Governor’s recommend­
ations for progress and good 
government include:

1. A lobby registration law.
2. A code of conduct for state 

officials, legislator and em­
ployes.

3. A law requiring registrat­
ion of all persons who practice 
for pay before state agencies.

4. A complete reorganization 
of the Texas Insurance Com­
mission.

5. Establishment of a State 
Law Enforcement Commission.

There are other recommend­
ations, including establishment 
of a paid parole and probation 
system; revision of narcotics 
laws; expansion of the Youth 
Development Council in effort 
to curb juvenile delinquency.

The Governor’s attitude to­
ward recent scandals seems to 
indicate there’s going to be more 
house cleaning. But he also 
points out that of the 40,000 
persons on the state payroll, 
scandal or the hint of dishonesty 
has touched only a few.

All around the capitol a new 
desire seems to be growing. 
Legislators and employes alike 
are seeking ways to help restore 
the public’s confidence in state 
government, and som e think 
that the Governor’s proposals 
may offer the answer.
