Wil-
liam E. Stringer of Cooke Air
Force Base.

The sun-tanned and dusty
“Base Game Warden” climbs
down from the saddle each even-
ing.

Born on a farm, Major String-
er moved to a ranch near Plains,
at the age of 14 and lived there
as a rancher until Uncle Sam
beckoned for Air Force duty in
August 1942,

First was Sheppard Field, Tex.
as an aircraft mechanic—far
from the hot, dusty ranges where
he had spent so many years.

Major Stringer is assigned as
Initial Operational Capability
Officer at Cooke AFB, but until
the 43-day coastal deer season
ends, he and his nine volunteer
assistants patrol Cooke’s entire
63,000 acres on horseback, jeep
and foot.

There are four controlled
hunting areas comprising 30,000
acres, with 16 hunters per day
permitted. By the time the cur-
tain drops on the season there
will have been 688 deer hunters
—with or without their limits.

. Hlinting permits are issued
daily at Cooke on a first-come
basis. Four nimrods are allowed
in each of the four areas. State
laws are strictly enforced by
Warden Stringer and his assis-
tants in conjunction with state
game officials. Most of their
patroling is done after normal
duty hours to detect any would-
be poachers.

Major Stringer attended fly-
ing school and shortly after
graduation in 1944 was sent to
the CBI theater and assigned to
the 3rd Combat Cargo Group.

He served in Gérmany as a
test pilot in 1945-46, and was
Deputy Assistant for Special
Weapons from 1954 to 1957. Dur-
ing this period he found time to

Homespun Hints

By Myrna Marshall

FROZEN FOOD

When freezing season is in
full swing there are several
points to consider.

Put not more unfrozen food
into a freezer than will freeze
in 24 hours. Usually 2 or 3
pounds per cubic feet of freezer
capacity. For quickest freezing
place packages against freezing
plates or coils and leave a little
space between packages so air
can circulate freely. Store friits
and vegetables at 0 degree F or
below.

Several rruscellaneous foods
can be frozen easily. Eggs, will
keep up to ‘one year. Freeze
fresh, clean, chilled eggs in quan-
ities in which they are likely to
be used. Eggs are broken out of
the shell for freezing.

WHOLE EGGS

Break eggs into bowl. Stir
with fork enough to break yolks
and mix well with the whites.
Do not beat. Strain through
sieve. To one cup whole eggs,
(about 5 medium size eggs) add
one of the following: % table-
spoon sugar, % tablespoon corn
syrup or % teaspoon salt. Three
tablespoons yolks and whites
equal 1 egg.

Pecans should be packaged in

| moisture vapor proof container.

Seal and freeze immediately.

Thawing time for frozen foods
may be hard to decide. Here is
some estimated thawing times
which may be of value:

Fruits: thaw in the original
unopened package. One pint of
fruit-refrigerator shelf-4 to 6
hours; room temperature-2 to 4
hours.

Frozen meats should be kept
in the original package while
thawing. Refrigerator shelf, 5
to 8 hours per pound; room tem-
perature, 2 hrs. per pound.

Jean I. Simpson, Ph. D., Pro-
fessor of Foods, College of
Home Economics, Syracuse Uni-
versity, says it is safer not to
stuff poultry before freezing,
While some commercial packers
are able to stuff poultry, under
well controlled conditions, so as
to prevent spoilage, it is safer
or the homemaker to follow the
recommendation that poultry
not be stuffed before freezing.
The difficulty is that it takes
a long time for the interior of
the stuffing to become cold,
even in the freezer, and mean-
while spoilage microorganism
may thrive in the stuffing, since
it is a good medium for their
growth. Such stuffing is a
health hazard. So it is better to
stuff poultry after it comes out
of the freezer, either partially
or completely thawed. The stuf-
fing may be prepared some days
before it is to be used, put in a
large, tightly covered container

like a vegetable crisper, and
kept in the freezer.
In packaging poultry, meats

and fish, the kind of packaging
material is especially important.

If air is allowed to enter the
pacKage it will cause oxidatior
and this in time will give the
product an off flavor, or make
it rancid. And if moisture is al-
lowed to escape from the pack-
age, the muscle will be dry or
desiccated and will appear
tough. Both these changes are
minimized by using moisture-
vapor-proof packaging materials,
and the use of other material
which do not provide this pro-
tection is false economy.
