Deadline Near
For Mailing Yule
Boxes Overseas

There are only thirteen more
mailing days until Christmas—
thirty ifair mail is used—for per-
sons planning to send packages
to members of the Armed Forces
overseas, Postmaster Watson re-
ports.

The Post Office department
has designated November 20 as
the last day parcels may be
placed in the mail to assure their
delivery before Christmas if sur-
face mail is used. Persons plan-
ning to use air mail have until
Dec. 10.

Included in the term Armed
Forces overeas are personnel of
the Armed Forces, members of
their families and authorized U.
S. civilians employed overseas
who receive their mail thorugh
an APO, New York, San Fran-
cisco, New Orleans or Seattle;
Fleet Post Office New York or
San Francisco or Navy Post
Office, care of Postmaster, Seat-
tle.

Weight limitations apply both
to surface and air mail.

A maximum weight of 70
pounds applies to most points for
parcels sent by surface means.
However between 150 and 200
points overseas through New
York have a lower limit of 50
pounds.

A dimension restriction of 100
inches in length and girth com-
bined also applies.

Air mail parcels must not be
over 2 pounds maximum weight
nor be more than 30 inches in
length and girth combined.

Boxes for overseas transmis-
sion.must be of strong construc-
tion to hold up under the dis-
tances they will be transported

Quota Votes on
December 10th

The referendums on marketing
quotas for the 1958 cotton crops,
both upland and extra long
staple, will be held December 10,
‘M. W. Luna, Chairman of the
Yoakum County Agricutura Sta-
bilization and Conservation Com-
mittee, reminded farmers today.
Separate votes will be held on
quotas for the two types of cot-
ton in the areas where grown.

A national marketing quota of
11,920,290 bales (standard bales
of 500 pounds gross weight) and
a national acreage allotment of
17,391,304 acres were proclaimed
by the Secretary of Agriculture
for the 1958 upland cotton crop
on October 11, Also proclaimed
were a national marketing quota
of 79,022 bales and a national
acreage allotment of 83,286 acres
for the 1958 crop of extra long
staple cotton.

The quotas will be subject to
approval by growers voting in the
December 10 referendums. At
least twothirds of those voting
must approve the quotas if they
are to be in effect.

Quotas and allotments for up-

land cotton operate throughout!

cotton-producing areas; for extra
long staple cotton they operate
only in designated counties. (For
1957, extra long staple cotton
quotas and allotments were ef-
fective in certain counties in six
states and Puerto Rico.)

A national marketing quota
and a national acreage allotment
for upland cotton must be pro-
claimed for the following year
if the Secretary finds'that the
total supply of upland cotton for
the current marketing year ex-
ceeds the normal supply.

Testing Challenged
By Safety Group

Relaxing of standards for test-
ing brakes on Texas motor vehi-
cles ‘“makes a mockery” of the
State’s Automobile Inspection
Law, the Highway Safety 'Coun-
cil has charged in a letter to the
Chairman of the Public Safety
Commission.

Executive Director G. C. Mor-
ris, of the 1,000-member Highway
Safety Council, protested the
Commission’s ' recent order can-
celling the directive that author-
ized inspection stations should
“pull  wheels’ to inspect brake
linings, condition of drums, and
fluid level on hydraulic systems.

“It is a recognizable fact that
you cannot check brakes by road
test only,” Morris told Dyche.
“As a result of the action taken
by your Commission, the inspec-
tion of brakes becomes a farce
because brakes can now be tight-
ened sufficiently to pass inspec-
tion when there is little, if any,
brake lining.”

Morris disputed the Commis-
sion’s contention that there is no
way to check the adequacy of
brake linings and said that there
are methods by which this can
be made “uniform and not left
to chance.”

“Under your decision,” Morris

| wrote, “a braking system could

be approved which did not have
any fluid in it and such a con-
dition makes mockery of the
purpose of the law.”

Morris expressed the desire
that the Highway Safety Council
be given an opportunity to pre-

| sent “the side of safety” to the

Commission on this decision.

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REP. MAHON PROTESTS AGAINST
PROPOSED COTTON ALLOTMENT PLAN

Rep. George Mahon of the 19th

District said this week he was

“greatly disturbed over a pro-
posal to change the method of
determining cotton allotments in
Texas which is now pending be-
fore officials of the Department
of Agriculture.

Mahon said in a statement
from California, where he is cur-
rently on an emergency inspec-
tion tour of the nations missile
program in his capacity as Chair-
man of the Defense Appropria-
tions Subcommittee, that he had
been alerted to the proposal
about two weeks ago.

“I appealed over the telephone
to USDA officials in Washington
to elminate the proposals which
would be discriminatory toward
West Texas cotton growers,” Ma-
hon said. “I have wired officials

Farm Trailers and
Vehicles Must be
Properly Equiped

Operators of farm trailers and
other vehicles engaged in har-
vesting operations were caution-
ed by the Lubbock office of the
Texas Department of Public
Safety to have the vehicles pro-
perly equipped before operating
them on public roads.

Maj. R. A. Crowder, command-
er of the Lubbock DPS Region,
pointed out that all trailers
“must have at least two red re-
flectors and one red tail light on

the rear and only one trailer may
be towed by a truck, car or trac-

-| tor.”

Crowder added that all trailers
with a gross weight of 3,000
pounds or more also must be
equipped with Clearance lights
and reflectors at front, ‘sides, and
rear, waccording to state law.
Texas law also prohibits the tow-
ing of two trailers on any public
road.

Drivers of motor vehicles wha
reside in Texas or work in Texas
are required to be licensed as an
operator, commercial operator,
or chauffeur, Crowder explained.
And he pointed out tHat owners
or operators of vehicles who hire
other persons as drivers are re-
sponsible under the law for see-
ing that the driver has a valid
Texas license.

Captain E. L. Posey, highway
Patrol Commander at Lubbock,
warned that trailers operating
at night without proper lights are
extremely hazardous. He pointed
out that trailers have been in-
volved in serious accidents each
year as a result of not being pro-
perly lighted. 5

Posey said he has issued in-
structions to highway patrolmen
throughout his district to issue
summons to persons pulling trail-
ers not properly lighted, in an
effort to reduce accidents.

Posey also cautioned that oper-
ators of vehicles towing trailers
and operators of farm tractors
should avoid impeding the nor-
mal flow of traffic, as this is a
violation of Texas traffic law and
sometime results in serious ac-
cidents.

Vehicles that must move at
slow speeds on public roads
should move to the shoulder of
the road to allow other vehicles
to pass. 5 <

“Common Courtesy in driving
will help reduce the accident rate
in this area. Each Texan owns
about 33 feet of highway, yet by
sharing with others he can drive
like a king over 50,000 miles of
pavement, and often does,” the
captain concluded.

I would like to urge
West Texas farmers and farm
organizations to continue to make
their views known to USDA offi-
cials, and I would be pleased to
have the benefit of their views
and suggestions at any time,”
Mahon added.

County Livestock and Agricul-
tural Improvement Association
held a meeting last Monday night
which was the first meeting of
this group since April. Some
plans were made. for the 1958
Junijor Fat Stock Show and for a
Field Day to be held next week,
November 16. The field day re-
places the tour that was held an-
nually before the Livestock .Ex-
hibit Building was constructed.
The directors and the exhibitors
feel that the field day is an im-
provement over the tour because
it brings all of the animals to-
gether at a central point where
comparisons can be made,

Every boy or girl who has a
pig, calf or lamb on feed for the
1958 show is invited to attend
this field day along with his
parents. We would like for every
calf and most of the lambs to be
brought to the barn Saturday
morning. This field day serves
several purposes. It gives the
boys and girls an opportunity to
get some practice at showing
their animals and many of them
are in need of training. Many
of the kids who have calves and
lambs are feeding their first ani-
mal and they do not have any
show ring.
Show ring experience is very ne-
cessary and the animal needs to
be well trained and well groomed
in order to show up well at the
time of judging.

Yoakum County is laying claim
to having the best County Fat
Stock Show and Sale in the State
of Texas. Cochran County also
has a good show and sale but we
feel that ours is a little bigger
and better. The prices paid for
animals in the two sales are
about the same. There is some
difference in the. quality and
number of animals in the two
shows. Yoakum County has about
three times as many calves as
they have in the Cochran County
Show and they will have about
four calves that will rank in
quality with our top twenty. They

counties voting against the re-
tirement fund amendment.

The water amendment would
set up the Texas Water Develop-
ment Board and provide for is-
suance of 100 million dollars in
state bonds. Bonds or other sec--
urities from cities, river authori-
tes or water districts issued for
water control and development
would be purchased with the
funds.

The fringe benefit amendment
guarantees a minimum pension
of at least $30 a month to state
employes, in addition to more
liberal provisions in case of re-
tirement because of disability. It
{also provides more generous
death benefits. The pension a-
mendment increase the maximum
per person state payment for old
age assistance from $20 to $25
per month with a provision that
no payment in excess of $21 be
made without being matched by
federal money.

and the handling and storage on
the way.

Overseas parcels must be pack-
ed in boxes made of strong metal,
solid fibreboard or strong double-
faced corrugated fibreboard.

It is also desirable that all fib-
reboard boxes be securely wrap-
ped in heavy paper which will
add to the strength of the pack-
age. Each box should be tied with
strong cord.

Cushioning material should be
used, so that contents will bey
tightly packed to prevent rattl-
ing or loosening of articles within
the package. Tight packing and
complete filling will lessen the
chances of a box becoming crush-
ed.

Customs declarations are also
required for packages going to
certain destinations. Customs
declaration tags on which items
in the box must be listed may be
had at the parcel post window
at the post office. About 100 de-
stination “points require the de-
clarations.

Certain types of articles are
prohibited in the mails. These
articles which may not be sent
include firearms, ammunition,
liquiors, poisons and perishables.
In additfion to this usual list
matches of all kind and lighter
fluids may mnot be sent. Also,
cigarettes, tobacco products and
coffee are prohibited at certain
points.

Domestic rates of postage ap-
ply and all postage must be pre-
paid. When fourth-class parcel
post rates are applicable, the
zone rate from the post office at
which the parcel is mailed and
the post office through which it
is addressed will be charged.

Air mail weighing not over 8
ounces is charged at the rate of
6 cents an ounce, while articles
weighing over 8 ounces are char-
ged at the rate of 80 cents a
pound.

Addresses mus be legible and
complete and should be prepared
in ink or typed.

Greeting cards for the Armed
Forces overseas should also be
mailed within the same limits for
parcels to assure their delivery
before Christmas.

Further information on mailing
to Armed Forces or civilian per-
sonnel overseas, including exact
destinations with limited maxi-
mum mailing weights, points re-
quiring custom declarations or
those having special lists of pro-
hibited articles may be had from
the parcel post window at the
post office.

Persons planning to send Chris-
tmas parcels overseas are urged
by postal authorities to check
with the post office if there is
any doubt about regulations, to
assure delivery of parcels without
delay.
