Snow Benefits Farmers

The moisture received from the
nine inch snow last week-end,
will be of great benefit to farm
and ranch lands in the Yoakum
Soil Conservation District ac-
cording to Wyatt Lipscomb;
‘Work Unit Conservationist. The
snow is of greater benefit that
most snows received in this area
since there was very little wind
to drift the snow into piles. |

Usually snow comes to this
area along with blizzards and
high winds which drift the snow
into areas with protection and
sweep bare areas clear. When
this type snow comes cover in the
fields can be very wvaluable in
holding the snow on the field
where it can do the most good.

The moisture at. this time
should be very valuable to some
fields which are sown to winter
cover crops such as rye as the

moisture will enable them to con-
tinue and make good growth dur-
ing the spring.

We all hesitate to think about |

it but nevertheless the windy
sandstorm season will be here
soon. Some fields in the District
are well protected with winter
cover ‘crops since the fall mois-
ture this past year was just right .
for these crops and some are
protected with crops of good
heavy stubble, Some fields with
stubble in narrow rows should be
in good shape for the candy sea-
son. .

The snow cover on the ground
and the moisture in the surface
of the soil and the alternate
freezing and thawing of the sur-
face of the soil tend to open up
the surface soil so that it takes !
moisture readily but at the same
time the loose surface may tend
to blow when the winds come. |

Fields with a good heavy stub-
ble can probably be protected

untll well along in the spring if
the stubble is allowed to stand.
Stubble can be of no value for
erosion control if it is plowed
under, grazed off or otherwise
destroyed. If some plowing is
necessary to open up the soil,
this tillage can be done with flat
sweeps .or other implements
which will leave the stubble
standing to protect the land.
Where stubble is thin some
type of tillage will be necessary
in order to roughen the soil sur-
face to help slow down the speed
of the wind along the surface. In
some cases soils can be chiseled
to roughen the surface and still

In many cases the land will need
to blisted but in listing the stub-
ble can be left on the surface
to help control wind erosion.

Fields which are bare can be
a very difficult problem. These
fitld may require several tillage
cperations to keep them from
blowing. Each of thse operations
copen up the soil so that moisture
is lost and if additional moisture
does not come during the spring
months they may become too
dry to plow and then nothing can
be done to prevent blowing until
more moisture is available,

The Yoakum Soil Conservation
District has a set of large flat
sweeps which can be  used on a
carrier or can be put on your
teol bar, These sweeps can be
used to plow under the stubble
and leave it on the surface.

Anyone who would be interest-
ed in using these sweeps is wel-
com to us them. If you would
be interested in using them con-
tact your District Supervisor or
someone at the Soil Conservation
Service Office in Plains.

Homespun Hints

The regularity of three-meals-
a-day keeps the housewife in the
kitchen many hours and during
the Holidays when each house-
wife is especially busy she will
want to keep in mind helpful
kitchen arrangements and sug-
gestions that will conserve her
energy and time now and in the
months following,

How should a kitchen be ar-
ranged to make cooking, serving,
and dish washing easier?

The kitchen should have three
main centers of activity—the
mixing center, the cooking centerf
and the cleaning and washing
center. Storage for all the equip-
ment should be provided near
the place it is first used.

If the dining table is far from
the stove and sink, a handy cart
will save steps in bringing food
and dishes to and away from the
table.

The use of trays eliminates
carrying ' several items in.many
trips across the kitchen.

Tine can be saved by draining
disheg rather than drying them
by hand. One may wish to dry
silver which water spots easily.
The time saved can be used in
more pleasant tasks,

To help prevent backache, try
to do as many kitchen activities
as possible sitting rather than
standing.

Washing utensils and equip-
ment as one cooks keeps the
work space clear and uncluttered.
Also, if a person is cooking sev-
eral foods, measuring cups or
bowls may be needed several
times.

Another good tip for ‘'speed
meal preparation is a well organ-
ized refrigerator. Do not postpone
defrosting until the unit is iced
several inches. Have each shelf

Although 1957 will be recall-
ed happily by Texans as “The
Year the drouth was broken.”
it also will be remembered by
everybody in the cotton industry
as the “trouble year.” £

The trouble with cotton did
not miss anybody. It ranged from
the farmer to the processor and
on up to the government says
John C. White, Texas agriculture
Commissioner.

The farmer probably suffered
more and lost more than any-
body. His troubles stated back
in the spring at planting time, al-
though he certainly didn’t comp-
lain, because who could complain
about rain at that time? But
anyway, the rains came and
washed out what had been plant-
ed or else delayed planting by

Commissioners in
Special Session
Monday Morning

A total of $150,000 of county
indebtedness was voted to  be
paid by members of the com-
missioners’ court, meeting in a
special session Monday,

Of that amount, $30,000 will be
paid out of the general fund, and
$120,000 by the issuance of four
warrants on the general fund in
the amount of $30,000 each, bear-
ing not to exceed three per cent
interest and becoming -due .on
January 9 of each year for four
years, beginning in 1959.

The bid of D. -C. Motors of
Denver City for a 1958 Ford 2-
ton truck for Precinct 2 was ac-
cepted by the court. The bid as
submitted was in the amount of
$3320.39, less trade-in allowance
of $1039.70.

Following a motion by Com-
missioner Clyde Trout and a
second by Commissioner Vance
Brown, the court voted to ap-
prove -a contractural agreement
with the state for right of way
procurement ' needed to widen
Highway 380 between Plains and
the Terry county line, The agree-
ment must now be approved by
the state, following which ex-
pense will be shared on a 50 50
basis.

Jerry Paquin, attorney, was
granted fees of $10 in each of
three criminal court cases which
he represented.

In an earlier meeting, the
court transferred $60,000 from
the Farm to Market Lateral road
fund to each of the four pre-

cincts, each precinct receiving
$15,000.
Other needed transfers of

funds were authorized, and the
deputation of E. W. Craig as
deputy tax assessor- collector, at
a salary of $450 per month, was
approved.

precious weeks.

When the cotton finally got
planted, the farmer thought he
had it made. And it did look
good for awhile, although it
would have helped if some of
that spring rain had waited until
mid-summer to show up.

The rains did come back,
though—at harvest time, And
they still are ginning cotton in
Texas as a result.

Texas farmers have lost mil-
lions of dollars from fallen, de-
graded or ruined cotton” And
along with their losses have been
equally serious Ilosses through-
out the cot;con industry.

Cottonseed crushers, for in-
stance, felt sharp losses when
normally heavy receipts in the

fall failed to show up. Ginners
have had a long, drawn-out sea-
son with the many processing
difficulties which come with a
wet harvest.

The Texas Department of
Agriculture’s important pink
bollworm control program took
a backseat to economic neces-
sity in the matter of delayed har-
vesting when cotton:stalk plow-
up rules were extended, re-ex-
tended and finally left open in
many areas.

However, eventual plow-up of
cotton stalks has been'encourag-
ing and it is hoped an effective
kill of insect larvae can be ac-
complished even at this late date.

Perhaps - the most encourag-
ing outcome of this trouble year
for cotton is that U. S. surpluses
are expected to be shortened
considerably, paving the way for
a good market for Texas cotton
to come back to in 1958,
