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[  Soil in Our
Soil Conservation
District

(This is the first of a series of
articles on the soils of the Yoa-
kum Soil Conservation District,
‘written by Bill Dittemore, SCS
‘soil scientist.)

The standard soil survey is an
inventory of the soils in the dis-
trict. This survey is sponsored
by the Yoakum Soil Conservation
District Board of Supervisors.

"This type of soil survey is na-
tional in scope, and is a physical
inventory of the soil. Later, as
the field work progresses, a
chemical inventory will be made
to determine the efficient man-
agement of the various soil. A
laboratory analysis of the soil is
required to determine the need
for the amount of fertilizer to be
applied.

This type soil survey is made

by the soil scientist walking over |

the land and taking a number of
samples in the field. The land
is usually surveyed in blocks. of
a section at a time.

In making this survey, a num-

ber of characteristics are taken |

into consideration The surface
texture is determined; this may
be clay loam (hardland), fine
sandy lcam (mixed land), or fine
sand.” The depth to and nature
of the parent material is deter-
mined and may be soft caliche

or hard rock. The color and tex-
ture of the soil from the surface |

to the parent material is import-
ant. The color and texture of

the subsoil is important for a i

number of reasons, a few being
for irrigation, deep plowing, land
leveling and use of adapted

crops. The depth of the soil is al- ‘

so important to determine the
fertility and amount of water

that the soil will store for the |:

plant to use.

The information is then re-

«corded on an.aerial photograph

for use in farm and ranch plan-
ning by the local Soil Conserva-
tion service office and for in-
formation needed by other in-
terested agencies both state and
federal. The slop of the land and
the amount of erosion that has
taken place is also fecorded on
the aerial photograph.

One of the most productive
soils in this district is the Am-
arillo series. This soil is a mem-
ber of the Reddish Chestnut
great soil group that covers a
large portion of the high plains
of Texas and Oklahoma. Am-
arillo soils make up about 25%
of the Yoakum SCD. This is a
very productive soil both under
irrigation and dryland.

This soil may be a fine sandy
loam or a loamy fine sand on the
surface. An example of the fine
sandy loam is found on the Rusty
McGinty ranch. An example of
the loamy fine sand type may be
found on the Garland Swann
farm west of Plains. This soil is
reddish brown in color. The soil
is about six feet deep on the
average. The deep soil makes an
excellent storage tank for water.
The subsoil is a sandly clay loam
which does not have free lime

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TSA Head Stresses
Parents’ Role In
Safety Education

The role of parents as safety-
education teachers was emphas-
ized today, by J. O. Musick, Gen-
eral Manager of the Texas Safety
Association.

Speaking from his Austin off-
ice, Musick said; s

“No matter how much safety
education parents give their
children, it cannot be completely
effective unless both mother and
father obey the rules of safety
themselves.

“In safety, as in everything
else, children absorb the at-
titudes of their parents and mi-
mic their behavior. Telling John-
ny not to cross streets except
with a green light is not going
to seem important to him if he
sees dad jay-walking or squeez-
ing through an intersection on a
caution- light.

“By the same token if Susie
sees mother standing on a make-
shift ladder of a chair and boxes,
to get something from a high
shelf, she’s not likely to use a
sturdy ladder when she wants
something from a similarly high
place.”

Musick pointed out that good
examples and repetition are two
of the most effective weapons of
accident prevention. By each par-
ent making certain that his own
actions are reasonably safe and
correct he creates a climate of
safety which fosters good safety
attitudes in children.

“Curiosity is a natural part of
the growing-up processes,” Mus-
ick said. “Many times a child’s
investigative actions lead to
dangerous situations, especially
if they are left wunsupervised.
Yet, an opportunity to learn must
not be denied them.

“Among
best and safest plan is to answer
children’s questions, show them

how things work and teach them

to do things the safe way for
themselves. Of course, this plan
is not always the easiest or most
convenient, but it is the most
effective.”

Musick said that national fig-
ures reveal that about
children up to fourteen years of

Your budget can be a problem
in the New Year unless you and
your family carefully plan and
evaluate your spending.

The first step is to decide what
you want to spend money for in
1958.

The U.S. Labor Department
this week announced that Ithe
fees charged agricultural employ-
ers of Mexican farm workers en-
tering the United States under
the Migrant Labor Pact with
Mexico would be increased, ef-
fective January 1, 1958, to $10
per worker for contracting and
$5 per worker for recontracting.
The present fee for contracting
workers is $7 and that for re-
contracting is $4.

Wm. J. T. Robertson, District
Supervisor for the Labor Depart-
ment’s Bureau of Employment
Security, said the increases an-
nounced in Washington, had just
been relayed to him by Regional
Director Ed McDonald of ‘Dallas.

The Labor Department said
ithe increases were ordered to
bring fee collections more closely
in line with actual transportation
and subsistence costs incurred by
the United States in bringing
in Mexican Nationals and making
them available to employers.

Hike Fees for Employer
of Bracero Farm Help

ed at the time when employers
conitract for workers at the Farm
Placement Service reception cen-
ters maintained along the Mex-
ican border by the Labor Depart-
ment’s Bureau of Employment
Security. No fees are charged
for extension of work contracts
beyond the original contract
date. However, if the Mexican
workers are recontracted to an-
other employer, the new employ-
er is charged a contracting fee.

The fees, as collected, are de-
posited in a revolving fund es-
tablished in accordance with the
provisions of the Farm Labor
Act of 1951. This law stipulated
that employers of Mexican farm
workers brought in under the
act should reimburse the United
States government for essential
expenses not including salaries
or expenses of regular depart-
mental or agency personnel, in-
curred for the transportation and
subsistence of Mexican workers
to and from the United States.
The act set $15 at the maximum
fee which could be charged em-
ployers for this purpose.

The United States government
draws upon the revolving fund
to pay transportation and sub-
sistence costs -incurred in bring-
ing in the workers, maintaining
them at reception centers until
they are contracted for, and then
returning them to Mexico at the
expiration of their work con-
tracts.

The contracting fees charged
agricultural. employers have
ranged from $3 to $15 depending
upon the size of the balance in
the revolving funds. In recent
years, the fees have been set be-
low actual transportation ‘and
subsistence in order to reduce a
substantial fund surplus. As this
surplus has new been reduced,
the fees have been increased, the
Labor Department said.

Under the law and Migrant
Labor Pact, Mexican workers
may be brought into the United
States for farm work when do-
mestic farm labor is not avail-
able to perform the work for
which Mexican nationals are to
be employed.

INSURANCES. LAW
REFORMS. EXPLAINED

The last Regular Session of the
Texas Legislature passed seven-
teen laws designed tc further re-
gulate the insurance business. A
few of those bills are of parti-
cular interest. :

Under the old law a company
could, in addition to carrying on
businesses ordinarily carried on
by an insurance company, accept
deposits and act 'as Trustee for
the handling of such deposits.
The U. S. Trust & Guaranty
adopted the charter powers
granted in the old law, enabling
them to accept deposits much as
a bank would :accept deposits.
They used the money for various
types of investments. The law
has now been amended so.as to
prevent surety and guaranty
companies organized under that
particular chapter from acting as
Trustees.

Formerly, a fire or casualty in-
surance company writing health
and accident insurance policies
could refuse to pay losses without
incurring any penalty. But, if a
life insurance company refused
to pay its losses, it incurred a
penalty of 12% of the amount
due under the policy, plus reason-
able attorneys’ fees.

Under the new law, the provi-
sion for the 12%  penalty and
attorneys’ fees applies to all
health and accident policies, re-
gardless of whether they are
written in a life company, on
the one hand, or fire or casualty
company, on the other.

Under the old law, companies
writing fire insurance could not
charge a premium in excess of
that fixed by the Board of In-
surance Commissioners. How-
ever, they could write such insur-
ance at a lesser rate than that
fixed by the Board.

Now, if a company is to write
fire insurance at a rate different
from that fixed by the Board, it
must file facts and statistics to
justify the different rate, and the
Board has a right to determine

Prior to the last Regular Ses-
sion, certain lines of insurance
which could not be placed with
companies licensed to do business
in Texas were burdened with a
5% premium tax if placed
through an agent licensed in
Texas to do a surplus lines busi-
ness,

If such business was written
by an unlicensed company direct
(without a licensed Texas
Agent), then no tax on the pre-
mium had to be paid. Under the
new law, if the business is writ-
ten direct, the insured is re-
quired to pay a tax of 5% of the
premium paid, thus equalizing
the tax on the insurance regard-
less of whether it is placed
through a licensed Texas agent.

The workmen’s compensation

laws were amended, one of the
principal changes being to in-
crease weekly benefits to injured
workmen from = $25.00 to $35.00
per week.

DEPENDS ON COUNTY PARTICIPATION

people of Texas on many import-
ant school matters and we then
will pass the recommendations
along to all members of the Leg-
islature.”

As keynote speaker for the an-
nual School Adminstrators Ad-
visory Conference sponsored by
the Texas Education Agency, the
Paris lawmaker challenged the
citizens of Texas to give this
school study “the same splendid
cooperation you gave us ten years
ago.” The Senator in 1947 was
co-sponsor - of the Gilmer-Aikin
scool survey which resulted in
legislation designed to guarantee
at least a minimum of education-
al opportunity to each child of
school age in Texas.

The Committee has initiated
meetings to be held in every Tex-
las county, and has urged com-
plete participation by all dis-
tricts. County chairmen have
been asked to insure that at
least two-thirds of the active
participants in the study are lay
citizens not engaged in teaching
or school administration.

Senator Aikin said each Coun-
ty Committee has until May 1 to
submit its official report.

“Any interested citizen not
knowing the chairman and mem-
bers of his County Committee
should make his interest known
to his local school superintendent,
The study material are available
to everyone who requests them.

Oil activity in the Yoakum
County and Denver City area
this week included staking of a
Yoakum County wildcat, two
locations in proven areas of
Yoakum County, and two new
producers.

Organic matter is that mysteri-
ous substance in soils that im-
proves the tilth and help the soil
to retain available water for
plant use. Organic matter is @
binding agent that also holds the
soil together to prevent blowing.

Cattle Guard

Some of the 4-H club members
who are feeding lambs are find-
ing out that there is a great deal
of work involved in getting a
lamb ready for a show. Last Sat-
urday January 11 was the first
day set aside for grooming lambs.
Nine of the boys brought their
lambs to the Exhibit Building in
Plains and worked on each lamb
for two or three hours. These
lambs are now wearing burlap
blankets and they will continue
to wear them until the showing
is over. With 30 lambs on feed,
it will take at least two more
days to get them shaped up and
then each lamb will need only a
light working before going into
the show ring.

The grooming on a lamb will
help his outward appearance but
it is not supposed to receive con-
sideration by the judge when he
is placing the animals. All the
grooming is on the wool and the
judge will be placing the lambs
on the carcass qualities that is
beneath the wool. He will be
looking for a lamb that has good
conformation and is carrying a
high degree of finish and firm-
ness, Some of the lambs in our
county show will be well finished
and others will probably be lack-
ing in that department. Our feed-
ers are also learning that all
lambs do not put on the kind of
gain that they heard about.

Two lambs have been weigh-

. |ed three times. The first weigh-

ing was on October 26th when
the lambs were brought in from
San Angelo. On that day Ricky
Elmore got a lamb that weigh-
ed 76 pounds and Larry Coffman
got one that weighed 72 pounds.
The next time these two lambs
were weighed was on November
16th and during that 21 days

‘|per lamb. Following

Ricky’s lamb had lost six pounds
while Larry’s had gained eight
pounds. This is no reflection on
the boys who are feeding but it
is an example of how different
animal will respond to feeding
conditions. Both of these lambs
are in individual pens and away
from any other sheep. All sheep
are gregarous in nature and do
not like to be alone, Some lambs
will become accustomed to soli-
tary environment more rapidly
than others and as a result they
will eat better and put on better
gains.

Last Saturday these same two
lambs were back at the barn for
grooming and they were weighed
again. Larry’s lamb weighed 105
pounds and Ricky’s lamb weigh-
ed 80 pounds. Both these lambs
have 41 more days to go and dur-
ing that time they could gain
about- 15 more pounds. During
the 77 day period the lambs
should have gained about 23 lbs
are the
gains of eight of the fine wool
lambs during that period: Larry
Coffman, 33; Bobby Taylor, 21;
Billy Stockstill, 16; Freddie Carn-
ley, 15; Lee Tingle, 8; Billy Tay-
lor, 7; Ricky Elmore, 4; and Olan
Smith, 3. Billy Stockstill and
Freddie Carnley are the only
boys in this group who have fed
a lamb before, These boys are
learning to feed one or two lambs,
Some of them will get disgusted
after two or three years and
never feed any more lambs while
some of them will enjoy the work

ience while they are young to be
able to do a good job on a large
number after they are grown.
Many of the commercial lamb
feeders are men who got some
experience with sheep while they
were young and they learned the
trade on small numbers.

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AUSTIN, Tex.—Education has
been a prime concern of Texas
government for more than a cen-
tury and a quarter. But seldom,
if ever, has the subject loomed so
large in public discussion as now
in the satellite age.

Austin, site of the Capitol and
and state university, is the center
for a swirl of conferences and
statements on the direction in
which education should move.

Mirabeau B. Lamar, known as
the “father of education in Tex-
as,” admonished early lawmakers
with the famous statement ‘“The
cultivated mind is the guardian
genius of democracy.”

In the past few months, since
Sputnik, statesmen have taken up
this theme in different words,
but greater-than-ever urgency.
. They're saying, in effect that un-
‘less the tempo of training can
‘be stepped up immediately to
train more people better de-
mocracy is doomed.

In Austin this challenge has
set off lively debates and given
heavy new significance to the
planning conferences of those

|| who set educational policy. Cur-

rent examples in the news:

SCIENCE AND MATH study
in Texas public schools will get
a critical examination by a group
of school principals with advice
from business and industry lead-
ers.

State Board of Education set
up the study group which is to
complete its project by end of
1959. Goal is to find means to en-
rich the schools’ curriculum in
some areas, set standards in
others.

Board has previously raised
graduation standards in Texas
high schools, taking away from
the students the chance to pass
up math and science in favor of
“snap” courses. This action, tak-
en before the current science em-
phasis, was “somewhat prophe-
tic,” commented one board mem-
ber.

NO TAX FOR TEACHERS
would do more than scholarships
and new buildings to raise level
of instruction, said the secretary
to the Commission on Higher
Education.

Jack D. Cox said exemptlng
teachers from income taxes
would have the effect of raising
salaries without levying addition-
al taxes.

POOR PAY FOR PROFS was
hit even harder by a University
of Texas faculty member in an
Austin talk. He cited salary in-
centives as crucial in comparing
Russian and U. S. school systems,

According to Dr. B. H. Am-
stead, an American college pro-
fessor can expect to double his
salary in a lifetime; his Russian
counterpart can achieve 15 times
his beginning wage. American
teachers make 10 percent less
than factory workers said Dr.
Amstead, Russian teachers 2%
times more.

Proposed federal scholarships
will be useless, he opined, unless
there’s also more money to at-
tract people to run schools.

“SURVIVAL DEPENDS on
the quality of our schools,” Sen.
A. M. Aikin, Jr. of Paris told the
Texas Association of School Ad-
ministrators.

Aikin, leading leglslatwe
spokesman for education report-
ed on the aims of the Hale-Aikin
Committee of 24 set up by the
Legislature to make an over-all
study of the state’s school needs.

“Specific recommendations
from the people of Texas on
many important school matters
are needed by the study group,”
Aikin said. Success of the study
depends on how well the people

get behind it and partxcxpate, he

e
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added.

It was begun, said the senator,
“before foreign development re-
emphasized the fact that educa-
tion is a vital part of our nation-
al defense.”

LAND LEASING SET—School
Land Board has set March 4 for
sale of oil and gas leases on pub-
lic lands:

Some 34,000 acres of tidelands
plus several hundred tracts on
state prison farms will be offered
for leasing.

It will be the first time tide-
lands leases have been offered
since the federal government
filed suit contesting Texas’ claim
to land more than three miles
from shore. State officals were
unsure how attractive the land
would be wunder the circum-
stances.

OPTOMETRISTS AT ODDS—
Rival groups of Texas optome-
trists are apparently on their way
to the Texas Supreme Court to
settle differences over what prac-
tices are legal for that profes-
sion.

Disagreement centers on- two
issues: (1) whether optometrists
may advertise and if so who and
(2) whether they may have off-
ices in part of the space of a
store.

Atty. Gen. Will Wilson ruled
unconstitutional the portion of
the Ophthalmic Dispensers law
passed last spring that pertained
to advertising. Reason a familiar
one: the topic was not mentioned
in the bill’s caption.

Members of the Texas Op-
tometric Association disagreed
with the opinion. They brought
suit asking that the State Board
of Examiners in Optometry be
enjoined to enforce a no-advertis-
ing rule. Since the case involves
constitutionality of a law, it can
be appealed to the Supreme
Court.

Another suit was brought by
a group of optometrists protest-
ing a state board ruling that an
optometrist’s office cannot share
space in a . store.

Attendant publicity resulted in
the resignation of Charles M.
Babb of Austin as executive sec-
retary of the State Board of
Optometry Examiners. Babb was
criticized for holding that posi-
tion while also serving as legal
counsel to the Texas Optometric
Association—i. e. serving both
the regulators and the regulated.
SHORT SNORTS—Travis Coun-
ty grand jury gave state officials
and employes a clean bill of
health after two months’ search-
ing for “any further evidence of
misconduct.’ It did, however, re-
commend tighter regulation of
notaries public ‘and insurance
company officials handling com-
pany funds—Railroad Commis-
sioner Olin Culberson made the
first state-wide political an-
nouncement by stating he would
seek a fourth term in his present
office—Persons wanting to buy
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under the veterans land program
will have a chance Jan. 21 to buy
land of previous owners who
failed to meet payments. For-
feited land includes 58 tracts in
21 counties said Land Commis-
sioner Earl Rudder—Lt. Gov.
Ben Ramsey named Judge Joe
J. Fisher of Jasper, Judge A. R.
Stout of Waxahachie and Earl
Smith of San Antonio to the Law
Enforcement Commission created
during the special legislative ses-
sion. Three were appointed to
the commission by the governor,
three more will be named by the
House Speaker, T. J. Ellis, Jr. of
Weslaco has been appointed to
Governor Daniels’ staff to assist
with water, job classification and
fiscal matters. Ellis resigned as
state representative to take the
post.
