Fafilure
to file this report by April 15
may result in a  suspension. of
benefits and a loss of some
future ‘benefits, The report form
may be obtained upon request
from the Lubbock Social Secur-
ity office.

Earnings to be reported in-
clude all amounts received for
work as an employee and any
net earnings from self-employ-
ment whether or not such income
is covered by the Social Scurity
Act. Income from savings, in-
vestments, pensions, rentals for
insurance does not count as part

of the $1200 earnings allowed.

Hutton pointed out that this
report of earnings is not required
of disabled persons receiving dis-
ability. benefits. However, if a
disabled person recovers to the
point that he can perform some
substantial gainful work, that
fact must be reported to the so-
cial security office.

Dept. of Agriculture that acreage
for prison farms has been cut
disproportionately, costing the
system $2,500,000 in income. No
chance for improvement is seen
this year since U. S. D. A. re-
fused to interfere with locally set
quotas, Court action is planned,
but could not bring help before
the '58 planting season.

Credit insurance rates in Texas
will be slashed by about 50 per
cent beginning May 1—despite
howls of protest from affected
companies.

State Board of Insurance first
issued an order cutting credit in-
surance rates last December.
Order was withdrawn for re-
study after companies declared it
would ruin their business.

New order is only  slightly

changed. Estimates are that it
will cut income from credit in-

000,000 annually. Only possible
roadblock would be the resuming
of a suit filed earlier to halt en-
forcement of the December or-
der.

Dear Friend;

A sad old story was told once
more in the announcement that
the cost of living hit another new
high last month. Living costs
advanced six-tenths of one per
cent above the December (figure
and three one one-half per cent
above January, 1957.

This is the nineteenth increase
in twenty-one months.

It is ‘the biggest monthly
jump since the middle of 1956.

 In terms of purchasing power
during the period covered by the
years 1947-49, the dollar is now
worth only 81.7 cents.

This latest rise in the cost of
living comes at a time when the
country is in a general business
slump—when between four and
one-half million people and five
million who want jobs can’t get
them. It hurts even more than
previous increases.

Unemployment in Texas is now
estimated at approximately 210,-
000, which is close to six and a
half per cent of the total working
forice. That is a far cry from the
14 per cent unemployment figure
that Texas knew in the worst of
the depression. But the man who
is out of work today cannot find
much comfort in the knowledge
that many more men were job-
less during the depression.

The major part of the unem-
ployment is in small businesses,
on farms and in-small towns.
The bad ‘farm picture—with a
year of floods following eight
years of drought—has driven
many farm owners and farm
workers into town, looking for
work.

Small business enterprises are
failing at a disturbing rate. In
Texas last year, there were 466
small business failures—which
is 44 per cent above the 1956 fig-
ures in 1954.

These are facts. It would be
foolish to ignore them. They do
not in my considered opinion, call
for pessimism about the future.
They do call for careful, prudent
study and for positive, soundly
conceived. action to prevent our
nation from sliding down into
really hard times.

The suit grew
out of a two-truck collision on
US Highway 380 two miles west
of Tokio last June 18, in which
the driver of one of the trucks,
Hubert Brown, was killed.

Yoakum county, insofar as
sub-soil moisture is concerned,
has its best crop outlook in some

° 17 years, and there is optimism
among ranchers and farmers,

The slowly-falling, throughly-
absorbed fog and drizzle, accom-
panied by moderate tempera-
tures of two weeks ago, coupled
with the week-ends snow and
thaw, cinched good seasoning in
the ground.

The drizzle, fog and snow fol-
Jowed earlier winter rains and
snows which fed moisture into
the earth to revive dormant roots
and seed and bring weeds and
range grasses back to life.

Barring high winds,
seems to be adequate moisture
to get crops up in the spring, is
the consensus of opinion of local
farmers, and the irrigating farm-
er should be able to save time
and money and to conserve on
the underground water table,

Most agricultural observers
are comparing this moisture with
that of 1941 when the Lubbock
experiment station showed 40.55
inches of rain for the year.
