The
shallow depth limits the growth
of brush and they appear as a
rolling grassland. Some catclaw
and mesquite- may be common in
areas with a slightly deeper top-
soil.

The “Press Battles for its Sfreedom

Joun PETER ZENGER was arrested “for printing
and publishing several seditious libels dispersed
¢hroughout his journals or newspapers...."

!+ Zenger was a New York printer in the days when
Governor Cosby ruled the colony. Governor Cogby
suled in such an autocratic, overbearing manner that
several indignant citizens started a newspaper to

| arouse the public against his tyranny. Zenger un-

' dertook to publish the newspaper.

Zenger was thrown into prison, and his bail was
fixed at 800 pounds, a large sum for those days and
quite beyond his ability to furnish. He stayed in jail
‘for months, and his situation appeared hopeless.

‘The case finally was called to the attention of

‘Andrew Hamilton, a distinguished Pennsylvania freedom intact,

lawyer, who took up Zenger's cause as a publie
_service. Hamilton forced the case to trial, and his
speech to the jury, which led to Zenger's acquittal,
is a ringing statement of what the press in Amesica
must still vigilantly fight for.

All men have the right, Hamilton maintained,
*“publicly to remonstrate the abuses of power...and
2o assert with courage the sense they have of the
blessing of liberty...and their resolution at all haze
ards to preserve it.”

Today in our country encroachments by governe
ments and private interests alike upon freedom of
the press are counter to law. Nevertheless, even’

Littlefield was a man of action
who left a meager record of his
own extensive work while doing
more than anyone else in the
South to preserve the records of
others and the culture of his
own land.

When the Sante Fe Railroad
made its cutofff from Lubbock
to Clovis, slicing 32,000« acres
from the main pasture, Little-
field added a like amount on the
other side to make a square tract
of 64,000 acres. The town of
Littlefield on the railroad be-
came the center of this tract.
In 1912 Mr. Littlefield began
putting the land on the market
to farmers and by 1916 had sold
30,000 acres. Since Littlefield’s
death that sandy section rich in
the production of feed, has
achieved note as a cattle feeding
area and fully justifies the pro-
phecy of the founder of the
town, made fifty years before.

It has been almost a year since
anything has been mentioned in
this column about cozstal ber-
muda grass. Perhaps the main
reason for not giving this grass
a big build-up is the possibility
that it would freeze out during
the winter in this area. Some
sprigs taken from - Mr. Lefty
Spears farm west of Plains and
about two miles across the line
into New Mexico were set out
in 1956, They have done well on
shallow Yoakum County sandy
soil and they are in good condi-
tion to put out again this year.
Some sprigs of this grass were
set out on the Garland Swann
farm last summer and apparently
they are going to do very well
this year. These sprigs came
from Mr. Spears farm also.

The thing tnat we would like
to do as soon as possible is to
multiply this grass so that we
could carry out some  grazing
trials. We know that it is a grass
that will respond to fertilizer and
that is a high water user. The
thing that I think I am going to
like about this grass is

that it is a very high yielder of

forage when properly watered
and fertilized and it is tough en
ough to stand the punishment of
overgrazing. It is a solid growing
grass so the land would not blow

i | out in pot holes because of a poor

stand.

At College Station this grass
produced-25,400 pounds of air drj
hay to the acre under irrigation
If it will produce 18,000 pounds
in Yoakum County during the
180 day grazing season = that
would be 100 pounds of dry haj
per day. That should be enougl
feed for five cows and their eal-
ves. The five calves should sell
for $80.00 each at weaning' time
which would give “a gross. of
$400.00 an acre. That sounds like
good money but it just won’t
work very well. The cost of win
tering the cattle will eat up the
profit. A steer program is better
than a cow and calf program and
perhaps a lamb grazing deal
would be better than steers.

It is possible to run as many
as 40 lambs to the acre on this
grass. Forty lambs at $12.50 each
would cost $500.00 and by Fall
each lamb would be worth $20.00
each or $800.00 leaving a gross
income of $300.00 &an acre. About
$100.00 would be deducted for
water, fertilizer and labor leav-
ing a net income of $200.00 per
acre. In order to have $10,000.00
a year income a person would
need 50 acres of this grass and
$25,000.00 to buy lambs with.

That tremendous investment
is the thing that is wrong with
every irrigated pasture program.
It makes it necessary for a man
to start out with a small acreage
and grow into the program as
he is &ble to expand. People who
have used Coastal Bermuda grass
and Midland Bermuda grass have
found that they need to start ou\t
with a small grass nursery and
grow their own sprigs for in-
creased plantings. These grasses
do not produce seeds so there is
a big labor bill involved in get-
ting the grass started.

There is a possibility that
winter wheat or rye can be plant-
ed in the grass during the early
Fall and get some Winter graz-
ing from the same land. Any land
that gets as much as 600 pounds
of fertilizer a year should pro-
duce two crops a year. The same
land could carry 20 lambs to the
acre during the winter months
with about half as much wate..
There is another $100.00 an acre
if it will work. It will be tried
as soon as we get enough grass
propagated to furnish some graz-
ing.

sandy loam (mixed land) or a
clay loam (herdland) topsoil. The
Potter soils are limey, gray soils
that are found on the slopes lead-
ing down to the draws. Kim-
brough soils are very shallow red
soils and resemble a very shallow
Arvana. They usually occur next
Amarillo on the upper edges and
next to Potter on the lower end
of the draw. Both soils are very
shallow with less than 10 inches
of topsoil, Potter soils have a
subsoil of soft caliche, while
Kimbrough soils rest on hard
caliche.

These shallow soils ‘grow a
good cover of grass when they
are in good condition but can go
down hill rapidly from drouth
and heavy grazing. Since this
area does not grow shinnery
these pastures are frequently
grazed very heavily during shin-
nery season. Drouth, heavy graz-
ing and other factors have en-
abled a very serious invader to
become a problem on these soils.
This inveder is broom snakeweed
or turpentine. This pest has
spread rapidly on these soils dur-
ing the past few years and is now
a serious problem,

In addition to their shallow
depth, lack of water storage for
annual crops, steep slopes and
low producitivity of annual crops
meke these soils unsuitable for
cultivation.

Once upon a time a few taxpayer
took all their checks and a tow
sack full of receipts down to the
Internal Revenue Service office
and the tax people spent a lot
of time adding up their income
and deductions for them. The
Revenue folks decided, however,
that it was the taxpayer’s job to
do his own accounting and that
the tax folks should spend their
time answering questions and
showing the taxpayer where to
put the figures instead of doing
a while lot of simple accounting
for a few taxpayers. If you have
any questions or need help in
getting your income on your tax
return, the tax folks will be
glad to have you come in. If you
need help in doing your adding
and subtracting, you probably
need to find a good tax practi-
tioner to help you.

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WEST TEXAS C of C's TOHAVE OVER
$2.25 MILLION INBUDGET FOR 58

More than $2.25 million will be
subscribed to local chamber of
commerce budgets in West Texas
in 1958, a survey by the West
Texas Chamber of Commerce re-
veals.

The survey, conducted by the
community services department
of the regional chamber, reports
that the combined budgets of
104 West Texas cities for 1957
was approximately $2 million.
The results were published in the
February issue of the WTCC's
monthly magazine, WEST TEX-
AS TODAY.

Anticipated increases in bud-
get support in 1958 in expected
to push this year’s total to more
than $2.25 million. The total for
all West Texas chambers of com-
merce would probably be much
higher if all the communities
with chamber of commerce had
reported thier budgets for 1957
and 1958, WTCC officials said.

The survey included informa-
tion on cities ranging in size
from 750 population to over 370,-
000. Highest per capital budget
support represented in relation
to the chamber budget was in
Crosbyton with a $2.73 per capita
average. Next highest was the
Ochiltree County Chamber in
Perryton with a $2.69 per capita
average.

Sixty of the chambers report-
ing plan to increase the size of
their budget in 1958, with the
largest reported increase to be in
Post. Pest plans a 333 per cent
increase.

Only one of 104 reporting cities
plans ‘to decrease its chamber
budget.

Childress had the largest per-
centage of its budget raised in
1957, with 118 per cent. No city
reported that it had raised less
than 75 per cent of ‘its budget;
and only four cities did not raise
more than 75 per cent.

The combined total budgets of
the reporting towns for 1957 is
$2,135,469. Anticipated budget
increases for 1958, which are be-
ing planned by more than half
the cities, will amount to about
$161,627, an average increase
over 1957 of more than seven per
cent for the 104 cities.

The expected combined total
budget for the reporting cities
for 1958 will be about $2,297,096.

Local chamber minimum year-
ly dues ranged from $5 to $50
for individuals. Minimum yearly
dues for businesses ranged from
$10 to 9$60. Six cities resquire
minimum dues from businesses
of $60.

Fifteen of the cities included

buildings. Only 25 of the 104
chambers of commerce are not
chartered under Texas law. Most
of the non-chartered chambers
are in the smaller communities,

- |many of which do not have full-

time, professional managers

The 1957 survey is the sixth
conducted by the WTCC com-
munity services department.
Among the items included in the
survey are population, percent-
age of budget raised, total salar-
ies paid, percentage of budget
used for salaries, per capita re-
presented in relation to budget,
anticipated budget increases for
1958, whether the chamber owns
its offices, whether it is charter-
ed under Texas law, the mini-
mum yearly dues for both in-
dividuals and businesses and the
total budget.

AUSTIN, Tex—State’s fiscal
cupboard is bare at the moment.
By the end of the month it'll pro-
bably be about $20,000,00 short,
says State Treasurer Jesse

James,

Texas’ treasury has been run-
ning in the red during spring
months for several years. Situa-
tion corrects itself sometime
after April when sizable state tax
payments come in. For more
than a decade the state has come
out solidly in the black by the
end of each fiscal period.

This year Treasurer James
predicts incoming revenue will
wipe out the deficit by May or
June.

But there’s a difference this
year. Lagging oil revenues have
choked off a sizable hunk of ex-
pected tax income. Comptroller
Robert S. Calvert, the state’s
official income estimator, sees
another—and worse—deficit by
next fall. By the end of the pre-
sent budget period in August,
1959, he estimates the state will
have spent $32,000,000 “on the
cuff.”

This estimate holds even if oil
production picks up within the
next few months.

Meanwhile, state banks are

Only 40 Percent of
4,400 Vehicles n
County Inspected

Out of 425,000 vehicles regis-
tered in Region No. 5, only
forty-four percent have visited
safety inspection stations and
obtained their 1958 safety in-
spection stickers, it was announc-
ed today by Major R. A. Crow-
der, Regional Commander of the
Texas Department. of
Safety.

“All registered vehicles in
Texas must be inspected by April
15 and have an inspection sticker
‘on the windshield;,” Major Crow-
der said. He stated that there
will be no extentsion-of the April
‘15 deadline and advised motorist
who have not had their cars in-
spected to do so now, before long
lines start forming. “In the past
many people have waited until
the last few days of the inspec-
tion period to have their vehicles
inspected and have had to wait
in long lines at inspection ste-
tions,” Major Crowder said. An
inspection of the metor number,
brakes, head lights, tail lamps,
stop ~lights, horn, windshield
wipers, and morror will be made
as part of the inspection as re-
quired by law.

Right now the Moving Hand
is writing in the Book of Time
what kind of hunting we’ll have
next Fall.

Farmers and ranchers hold the

key to successful wildlife har-
vests. If you doubt this, just re-
member that almost 90 per cent
of the hunting area in Texas is

private domain. Actually, some
of this is under state ownership,
but grazing rights are leased. So,
after all, the farmer or the
rancher is the one in charge.

Our wildlife must have its
habitat, just like we must have
our homes. If that habitat is not
available, then wildlife suffers,
whether the weather is good or
bad.

Naturally the weather plays a
very important part in every
year’s wildlife crop. No more so,
however, than the area that is
the natural home of our birds
and animals.

Added Income for Farmers

Although land owners and
sportsmen have made great
strides in providing proper
ecology, there is a consistant up-
hill battle to keep the work go-
ing.

Recently biologists of the
Game and Fish Commission re-
ported in 1957 activities\in plant-
ing multiflora roses for quail
cover. They had passed out to
landowners almost 50,000 of
these little bushes, bought with
the money which you paid for the
privilege of hunting.

Land owners accepted the
plants and put them in the
ground. Then far too many land-
owners lost interest and a goodly
number of the plants died.

This is just one example of
what happens when ' someone
doesn’t care—or doesn’'t realize
the income possibilities that
might result from just a little
attention.

However, some landowners
have discovered that hunting
privileges constitute a cash crop.
This is particularly true in the
Hill Country of Texas, home of
most of our white tall deer. Un-
fortunately, however, some of the
agricultural areas have not re-
sponded so well.

On of the most successful quail
areas'in Texas is a quail manage-
ment project adjacent to Crooks
Lake in Lamar County. Here
Warden Reb Burks has brought
about the planting of many mul-
tiflora roses to supplement na-
tural cover around the lake. Food
oroducing plants like dove weed
and lespedeza add to the induce-
ment for quail to multiply.

A Good Club Project

This is one of the most import-
ant projects that local sports-

mens clubs can adopt. If club
members will work closer with
land owners, mutual understand-
ing can be had. Landowners will
soon come to realize that cotton
and corn aren‘t the only crops he
can produce. ;

Of course you don’t have to be-
long to a club to talk this over
with your farmer friend. Sell
him on tne idea of improving his
range land, and providing more
cover. '

Almost any conservation pract-
ice that is good for wildlife is
good for the land. The reverse
also is true.

Shooting the 22 Rifle

First powder burning gun to
be owned by most boys is a 22
rifle.

A few weeks ago I was on
Lake ‘Travis, near Austin. I
heard the constant popping of a
22 rifle. I ran my boat into a
cove, and sure enough there was
a father teaching his son how to
shoot his Christmas 22.

A half-dozen cans had been
placed far back against a soft

bank so the bullets wouldn’t
ricochet. The boy was joyfully
pumping lead bullets into the

can, from a very neat little Noble
22 rifle,

My wife and I sat in the boat
and watched them as long as we
could stand it. Then we joined
the dad-boy team in a discussion
of the new gun.

It was a little slide action gun,
made by the Noble Mfg. Co., of
Haydenville, Mass. The boy hand-
ed it over and we both shot it
several times. Although it ‘had
been years since I had shot a
22, it came back to me quickly.
Soon I was gleefully knocking
those cans around, Finally my
wife suggested that we move on
before we burned up all the boy’s
ammunition.

We commented on what a
fondering thing this father was
doing for his boy. That young fel-
low will grow up to be a good
shot and a true hunter. Besides
that, his dad was teaching him

how to be careful. And that’s
mighty important.

Care in Shooting is Necessary

Speaking of 22 shooting—and
caution. They should be synony-
mous. Although the 22 is a small
gun it is a pretty powerful little
rifle. It should be handled with
the utmost care. Certainly it
should not be shot over an open
lake, or where the bullets might
hit rocks and bounce off.
