| the Yoakum Soil Conservation
| District, Written by Bill Ditte-

more, Soil Scientist, Soil Con-
servation District.
The Tivoli soils are the deep,

very sandy soils that occur along

the northern edge of the Yoa-
kum SCD. Tivoli soils are re-

cognized by dunes that may be

up to 15 feet high. The Tivoli
soils do not have a layer of tigh-
ter soil in the subsurface as we
find in the Brownfield soils. The
Tivoli soils are sand and more

. sand up to 10 feet thick.

Since these soils take water
‘apidly they are capable of grow-
ng some of our tall native grass-
’s such as sand bluestem and
ittle bluestem. Only deep rooted
olants such as these have the
ability to send their roots deep
enough into the sand to use mois-
ture. Shallow rooted plants have
difficulty in surviving as the
surface soils dry quickly and
have very little ability to store
moisture. These soils are too
sandy, too rough, and too wild

‘in general for cultivation.

The Nesbitt soils are bottom-
land soils found in the bottom of
Sulphur Springs draw that cross-
es the Yoakum SCD and goes
through the city of Plains.

The Neshitt soil is a deep, fer-
tile, very dark brown soil. This
soil may be either a caly loam or
a fine sandy loam surface tex-
ture. This soil is surrounded on
the edge of the draw by Potter
and Kimbrough soils that are
very shallow,

Because of the fertile soils and
the low position these soils re-
ceive extra water and is capable
of producing an abundance of
native grasses such as sideoats
grama, blue grama, silver blue-
stem and other good quality
grasses.

These soils also produce excel-
lent cultivated crops but are sub-
ject to infrequent overflow and
as a rule are found in such nar-
cow bands that they are difficult
to cultivate or irrigate.

R. B. Moore, General Manager
of Lea County Electric Coopera-
tive, Inc., has recently been noti-
fied that the Lovington genera-
tion plant is to be awarded the
diesel progress plaque for the
most efficiently operated REA
United
States for 1957.

The Diesel Progress Award is
presented by Diesel Progress
magazine under Division A and
Division B classifications. The
Division A clasification is for
plants less than 5,000 kilowatts
and Division B is for plants in
exces of 5,000 kilowatts.

A calf that weighs 300 pounds on
the 17th day of May should be
weighing between 950 and 975
pounds by the last week in Feb-
ruary and that would make an
ideal kind of a dry lot fed calf
for our county show.

According to the interest that
4-H club members are taking in
beef calf feeding this year, it
appears there will be about the
same number of calves started
on feed this Spring as there was
a year ago. If our calf feeding
program improves as it should
we will get to the show with a
few more than the 32 head that
were exhibited in 1958.

File Application
Now For Wool
Incentive Payment

If you have sold wool or un-
shorn lambs since April 1, 1957,
chances are you have earned a
payment under the Federal wool
incentive program. To collect it,
be sure to file an application at
your County Agricultural Stabili-
zation and Conservation Office
not later than April 30, the State
ASC Committee reminded farm-
ers today.

These applications, according
to W. M. Overton ASC: - Office
Mgr. are to cover wool and un-
shorn lambs marketed not later
than March 31, 1958.

Wool incentive payments are
made under the National Wool
Act of 1954. Payments on shorn
wool are a direct incentive to
increase production. Payments
on unshorn lambs are made to
encourage normal marketing of
lambs with the wool on and avoid
anusual shearing to get the shorn
wool payment.

The goal of the program is to
increase U, S. production to 300
million pounds of shorn wool—
about a one-third increase:over
production in recent years.

This prompted the Insurance
Board to institute a suit to get

attorney but that the courts
could step in and name one, too.

Which is just about what has
happened with both Allred and
Rotsch named by different per-
sons to serve in apparently the
same capacity.

Typists Needed By
Federal Agencies

Stenographers and typists are
still needed in various Federal
agencies in the Weshington D, C,,
area, the U. S. Civil Service Com-
mission has announced. The
starting salary for most steno-
grapher position is $66 a week,
and for most typists, 61 a week.

To qualify for these positions,
applicants must pass a generel
clerical test to determine their
ability to do office work, and a
typing test which consists of
typing an exercise from plain
copy. - Stenographers must also
pass a stenography test consist-
ing of dictation at the rate of
80 words a minute and questions
to be answered from their notes.
No experience is required. Appli-
cants may apply and take the
test if they have reached their
17th birthday.

The written test is held at fre-
quent intervals in cities through-
out the United States. Although
applications will be accepted un-
til further notice persons wishing
to be considered for these posi-
tions' should file application im-
mediately with the U.’S. Civil
Service Commission, Washington
25, D, C.

Further information and appli-
cation forms may be obtained
from most post offices through-
out the country, or from the
Commission’s Washington office.

she didn’t know how to order
food at the cafe or drugstore and
she said she didn’t even know
how to turn the television set on
when she did reach Lubbock and
registered at a hotel.

She said “I was very anxious
and eager to see the country
with the wild cowboys, guns,
horses and ranches without any
trees but I have to confess, I
have not seen a cowboy yet, no

guns, and not many trees. But I

have seen cows and boys and lots
of big houses, big cars and yes,
oh so big prairies, big streets and
big oilwells. I began to think
everything over here was big,
but that was before I saw Plains.
When I saw Plains I changed my
mind. Plains is a very small town
but it is a nice, very nice little
town. The first few days I was

She said ‘“Most people
here know it is very cold in Swe-
dn but most of them think that
we have Polar Bears walking in
our streets. But I promise you I
have never seen a Polar bear in
all of my life. Our summer wea-
ther is very nice in Sweden.”

Miss Malmsten’s home town,
Norrehammar is  situated by
Lake Vattern in Southern Swe-
den. Jonkoping, the nearest town,
is the home of Dag Hammar-
skiold, General Secretary of the
United Nations. Jonkoping is a
large city with many houses,
cars, a park and theaters but
no - popcorn, no television sets,
no cowboys and no drive-in
theaters.”

She said, the teen-agers dance
rock ‘n’ roll and calypso, like
Elvis Presley and lots of other
movie stars, and are fond of ice
cream, candy and holidays. They
go to school in the mornings and
do their home work in the after-
noons. Even though their grade
system is different from ours
the study about the same sub-
jects.
