S i T A T E  C A P I T A L
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AUSTIN, Tex.,—Next summer’s 
campaigners are tuning up to 
play from a familiar score— the 
conservative vs. liberal melody 
Texas voters have been hearing 
for years.

But, like the rock ‘n roll ver­
sion of a Stephen Foster song, it 
may sound different. Campaign 
pitches will have to keep time 
to the fast beat of 1958’s new 
issues. Such as “curing the reces­
sion” and "catching up in edu­
cation.”

On the federal level, talk is of 
cutting taxes to give the people 
more money to spend.

In a situation like this, a voter 
can get confused.

For each issue, there’ll be sev­
eral choruses — more or less 
drowning each other out. Some 
will chant of scaring away re­
cession with large-scale govern­
ment spending Others will say 
the only way is to give business 
a break.

For schools, some are calling 
for a nationwide program to re­
quire more work from students, 
provide better teachers at better 
pay, more lab equipment, scholar­
ships for promising students, etc. 
But many Texans say "never” to 
any scheme that would eat away 
at local control over schools.

On how to get money to bail 
out the state treasury, there are 
already a number of tunes being 
struck up—sides taxes, income 
taxes, corporation taxes, more 
economy in government—but no 
prospect of close harmony. ' 
COWBOY HAT IN RING—One 
morning, in between pouring his 
coffee and finishing his bacon, 
William A. Blakely decided to 
run for the U. S. Senate.

Blakely served as junior U, S. 
senator for four months last year 
as the appointee of former Gov. 
Allan Shivers. He was not a can­
didate in the special election 
when Ralph Yarborough was 
named to succeed him.

Son of Oklahoma homesteaders 
who had to “work out” for other 
farmers, Blakely parlayed a little 
grit into a lot of money—in law, 
banking, real estate, ranching, 
oil, gas, insurance and an air line.

He’ll not be troubled by most 
candidates’ sorest problem—rais­
ing campaign funds.

Incumbent Yarborough has 
made statements leaving the 
door open for either of two 
courses—running another Senate 
term or a fourth try at the gov­
ernorship.
PURSE-WATCHER NEEDED— 
Texas’ governor should have 
some power to keep a hand on 
state purse strings after the Leg­
islature leaves.

So says Vernon McGee, direct­
or of the Legislative Budget 
Board. McGee heads the board 
with responsibility for studying 
the fiscal needs of all state de­
partments and making recom­
mendations to the Legislature.

Under present system, McGee 
pointed out, after the Legislature 
mate its appropriations, only the 
individual department heads are 
responsible for how the money 
is spent. Many administrators are 
admirably “ tight-fisted,” McGee 
said, but others will spend 
money, that could be saved for 
later needs, just because they 
have it.

McGee’s recommendation: give 
the governor authority to ask for 
periodic reports from depart­
ments and to cut from their bud­
gets items no longer necessary.

Most other states have this 
system, said McGee.
STILL TOO MUCH OIL—De­
spite severe cuts in production, 
Texas is still producing more oil 
than anyone wants to buy. It 
could mean even deeper cuts and 
idle drilling rigs next month.

Railroad Commissioner Ernest 
O. Thompson noted an increase 
of 1, 208,000 barrels in stocks of 
crude oil. It shows, he said, that 
April’s lowest-in-history, 8-day 
production pattern was needed.

He suggested that new wells 
coming in may make an even 
lower pattern necessary for May. 
SET TO GO—Texas Highway 
Department is poised for a $36,- 
000, 000 speed-up in road build­
ing if a new stepped-up federal 
aid bill becomes law.

State Highway Engineer D. C. 
Greer said the bill, sent to the

President by Congress, would en­
able Texas to avoid a summer lull 
in highway construction. Texas 
has already planned the projects 
in anticipation of the money, said 
Greer.

Designed as an anti-recession 
measure, the bill specifies the 
extra money must be spent with­
in 12 months.

It won’t put all the unemploy­
ed people to work, said Greer, 
but it will stimulate the econ­
omy. And, he added, it’s not a 
“ leaf-raking job.”
SCIENTISTS MUST EAT—With 
all the emphasis on scientific 
education, importance of train­
ing farmers and ranchers should 
not be neglected, said Gov. Price 
Daniel.

Speaking to a Future Farmers 
group, the governor said food is 
as necessary to the nation’s de­
fense as development of better 
weapons.

Texas’ farm population he 
noted, has declined by more than 
one-half since 1933.
PINCH ON SMALL SCHOOLS 
—Small schools are going to 
have to have help to meet high­
er state standards in math and 
science, says Sen. Crawford 
Martin of Hillsboro.

Beginning with the 1959-60 
term, high schools are to be re­
quired to teach four years of 
science and four years of math. 
Sen. Martin said he doubted 
smaller districts had or could 
get, without assistance, the ne­
cessary staff and equipment to 
meet the new standard.

"Most have gymnasiums,”  he 
observed, “but a lot lack labora­
tories."
SHORT SNORTS—Deaths from 
industrial accidents dropped from 
167 for the first three months of 
last year to 152 for the same per­
iod this year, reports the Indus­
trial Accident Board—Named by 
Gov.

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SHOP IN PLAINS AND SAVE!

PRAIRIE LAWYER
This year will see the 100th 

anniversary of the famous Lin- 
coln-Douglas debates. It was in 
the campaign year o f 1858 that 
Lincoln and Stephen A. Douglas 
stumped the state of Illinois pre­
senting their different political 
views, principally on the issue 
of slavery. When the campaign 
was over, Illinois sent Douglas 
to the United States Senate, but 
it was Lincoln’s views that even- 
tully saved the nation.

Curiously enough Lincoln had 
once appeared in a law suit that 
involved a slavery question, and 
his arguments had swayed the 
Illinois Supreme Court which 
then included Judge Douglas. 
That was in 1841. Lincoln had 
lost his case in the lower courts, 
but on appeal he successfully 
argued that the sale of a Negro 
girl was illegal because it had 
not been proved that she was 
not a free person.

Lincoln’s reputation for hon­
esty and ability as an advocate 
for his client is well known in 
history. It was amply reflected 
in his steadiness and determina­
tion in the course he pursued as 
president. Less well known, but 
just as sharply reflected in his 
four years as chief executive, is 
his reputation as an arbitrator 
and judge.

Vachel Lindsay, the poet and 
Lincoln scholar, tells us: “From 
the beginning of his law practice, 
Lincoln was known as a com­
promiser and conciliator. It was 
not infrequent for both sides to 
go to his office and agree to be 
bound by any arbitration he 
might make. Lincoln rapidly 
gained the reputation of 'being

fair and honorable and a sincere 
peacemaker.”

Judge Davis often allowed Lin­
coln to act as judge while Davis 
was out of town provided both 
sides agreed. It is a tribute to 
Lincoln’s reputation as a lawyer 
that both sides usually did agree.

Lincoln’s fame as the Civil 
War president is so great that 
his standing in the legal pro­
fession is dimed by comparison.

But Lord Shan, the great Eng­
lish jurist, ranked Lincoln as one 
o f the five greatest lawyers 
of all time; and Justice Breese 
of the Illinois Supreme Court 
remarked that Lincoln had “ a 
professional bearing so hign- 
toned ad honorable as justly 
entitling him to be presented to 
the profession as a model well 
worthy of closest imitation.”

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Wheat Marketing Quota
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Farmers in Yoakum County1 
will vote June 20th on whether 
they want to use marketing 
quotas for their 1959 wheat crop, 
M. W. Luna, chairman, County 
Agricultural Stabilization and 
Conservation Committee, said 
today.

Quotas for the next wheat 
crop were proclaimed by the 
Secretary of Agriculture on 
March 21, as required by legisla­
tion whenever the available sup­
ply of wheat is more than 20 
per cent above the normal sup­
ply. The supply this year—esti­
mated at more than 2 billion 
bushels — is actually 57 percent 
above normal.

Mr. Luna pointed out, how­
ever, that the quotas will not 
become effective unless they are 
approved by at least two-thirds 
of the producers voting in the re­
ferendum. If quotas are approv­
ed for the 1959 wheat crop, it 
will mark the sixth consecutive 
year they have been used for 
wheat. Wheat quotas and wheat 
allotments apply only in the 38 
so - called “commercial” wheat 
states, of which Texas is one.

To be eligible to vote in the 
June 20th referendum, the chair­
man explained, a grower must 
have more than 15 acres of 
wheat for harvest as grain in 
1959. Any wheat grower who 
signs an application under the 
feed wheat provision permitting 
him to produce up to 30 acres of 
wheat as feed on his fartn will 
not be eligible to vote in the re­
ferendum. Wheat growers will 
be informed of the wheat allot­
ment for their farms in advance 
of the referendum date.

As usual, Chairman Luna says, 
the ASC Committee will set up 
polling places throughout the 
county for the convenience of 
farmers in voting. Locations will 
be announced later by the Coun­
ty ASC Office.

If quotas are approved in the 
referendum, farmers who com­
ply with their wheat acreage al­
lotments will be eligible for the 
full available price support on

their entire production. Wheat 
growers who exceed their farm 
acreage allotments will not bg 
eligible for price support and 
they will also be subject to mar­
keting quota penalties on their 
excess wheat if they have more 
than 15 acres of wheat for har­
vest as grain.

If quotas are not approved, 
there will be no restrictions on 
wheat marketings. Allotments 
will remain in effect, but far­
mers who comply with their 
farm wheat allotments will be 
eligible for price support at only 
50 per cent of parity.

Farmers wishing to sign for 
the Acreage Reserve program on 
cotton have been on a "waiting 
list” basis since early February 
when the $500 million appropria­
tion originally provided for the 
program was exhausted. As a 
result of the wide interest by 
farmers taking part in the pro­
gram, an additional $250 million 
has been provided by Congress.

Generally, the Committee said, 
the farmers who will be able to 
enter the program as a result of 
the new appropriation are those 
who were put on “waiting list” 
rgisters by the February 20 clos­
ing date for cotton.

was born near Cedar Lake in 
Gaines County, "A  child of two 
races, a bond between them, was 
Quanah, the Eagle of the Co­
manches.”

Gene Bennett was the man 
who agreed to give a ewe lamb 
to the boy or girl who exhibit­
ed the grand champion lamb in 
the 1958 show. It turned out that 
ewe lambs were hard to find just 
before the show last February 
so he bought a registered South- 
down ewe. Corky Coke had the 
winning lamb so he got the 
Southdown ewe and everything is 
working out fine for Corky. He 
still has his old ewe and she is 
the proud mother of a ewe lamb. 
Corky is in the sheep business 
now but he is no better off as far 
as a feeder lamb for the 1959 
show is concerned. He will pro­
bably be looking for another 
wether lamb to enter in the 
show next year: Maybe next year 
he will raise a male lamb that 
will be suitable for the show.

Tommy Payne is faced with 
a similar situation even though 
Tommy has never entered a lamb 
in the county show. Tommy 
raises Hampshire sheep instead 
of Southdowns and he started in 
the business almost two years 
ago. He has one ram and one ewe 
and he has had them ever since 
they were weaned lambs. The 
first lamb was born this year find 
it was born just at the right 
time to make a good show lamb 
but it is also the wrong sex. Next 
year he will have another chance 
and maybe he will get a lamb 
that he can feed out and bring 
to the county show.

Oscar Henard has had a South- 
down ram and four or five South- 
down ewes for about three years 
■and he has always had to buy 
lambs to enter in the show. This 
year is different since he has two 
male lambs bom  in March and 
should just right for a February 
show. Cote and Rodney Trout 
will not have to worry about 
where their lambs are coming 
from this year, since they are 
raising a few Southdowns and 
Shropshires on their farm.

In the 1958 show there were 19 
boys and three girls who entered 
lambs in the show. Most of them 
will be back next year with lambs 
and there will likely be others 
who will be entering lambs for 
the first time. A  very small per­
cent of them are making plans to 
produce their own lambs but that 
would be the logical answer to 
the lamb hunting problem. Some 
of the boys made enough profit 
from one lamb last February to 
buy a ewe with a good lamb at 
her side. A boy in the fourth or 
fifth grade in school would have 
enough time ahead of him that 
one ewe and her offspring could 
really put him in the sheep busi­
ness by the time he graduated 
from high school. A  flock of ten 
ewes could produce enough feed­
er lambs for him and about two 
other lamb feeders who do not 
have room for a breeding flock. 
By having a small breeding flock 
along with some feeder lambs a 
boy would have an opportunity 
to learn a great deal more about 
sheep than he could possibly 
learn from feeder lambs alone. 
He would have a job 365 days a 
years instead of just 100 to 150 
days during the lamb feeding 
season. He would have a project 
that would grow larger each year 
as he became older and capable 
of taking on more responsibili­
ties.

An ideal set-up for a nine year 
old boy who needed to go rather 
slowly because of financial rea­
son would be to start with one 
lamb just as many of our 4-H 
boys started last year. They next 
year they should be able to 
handle two lambs and do all of 
the grooming work without much

assistance from any adult. Then 
if they started their breeding pro­
gram when they were about 11 
years old with from one to six 
females, they would have a very 
satisfactory sheep program that 
would last until they entered 
college. Several boys in other 
areas have followed this type of 
program and by the time they 
entered college they had a flock 
of sheep that would pay most of 
the expenses of a college educa­
tion.

Of course, any other livestock 
program can work the same way 
if it is allowed to grow but the 
boy and girl who feeds one ani­
mal each year and never in­
creases the size of their project 
will find that it is a slow way to 
pile up some savings and that 
there is very little to learn after 
the first two or three years.
