The 1959 budget for Yoakum 
County, at a record figure of 
$1,101,711, was adopted Monday 
morning without much ado or 
fanfare as county commission­
ers met in a special session.

The budget as adopted re­
presents an increase of $30,030.-

PROPOSED CONSTITUTIONAL 
AMENDMENT TO BE VOTED 
ON AT AN ELECTION TO BE 
HELD ON NOVEMBER 4, 1958.

HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION NO. 
30 proposing: an amendment to the Con­
stitution o f Texas to require that va­
cancies in the office o f County Judge 
and Justices o f the Peace be filled by 
the Commissioners Court only until the 
next General Election.
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEG­

ISLATURE OF THE STATE OF 
TEXAS :
Section 1. Section 28 of Article 5 

o f the Constitution o f the State of 
Texas is hereby amended so os here­
after to read as follows:

“ Section 28. Vacancies In Offices Of 
Judges Of Superior Courts To Be Filled 
By The Governor.

“ Vacancies in the office o f judges o f 
the Supreme Court, the Court of Crim­
inal Appeals, the Court o f Civil Appeals 
and the District Courts shall be filled 
by the Governor until the next suc­
ceeding General Election ; and vacan­
cies in the office o f County Judge and 
Justices o f the Peace shall be filled 
by the Commissioners Court until the 
next succeeding General Election.**

Sec. 2. The foregoing Constitutional 
Amendment shall be submitted to a 
vote of the qualified electors o f this 
State at an election to be held on the 
first Tuesday after the first Monday 
in November, 1958, at which election 
all ballots shall have printed thereon:

“ FOR the Constitutional Amendment 
providing that vacancies in the office 
o f County Judge and Justices of the 
Peace shall be filled by the Commis­
sioners Court only until the next Gen­
eral Election.*’

“ AGAINST the Constitutional Amend* 
ment providing that vacancies in the 
office o f County Judge and Justices o f  
the Peace shall be filled by the Com­
missioners Court only until the next 
General Election.**

If it appears from the returns o f said 
election that a majority o f  the votes 
have been cast in favor of said amend­
ment, same shall become a part o f the 
Constitution of the State o f Texas.

Sec. 3. The Governor of Texas shall 
issue the necessary proclamation for 
the election herein provided for and 
shall cause this proposed amendment 
to be published in the manner re­
quired by law and shall cause said 
election to be held as required by the 
Constitution and laws o f this State.

HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION NO. 
17 proposing an amendment to Article 
XVI of the Constitution o f the State 
o f Texas, by adding thereto a new 
section to be known as Section 66, to 
provide that the Legislature shall have 
authority to provide a system o f re­
tirement and disability pensions to cer­
tain retiring Texas Rangers and their 
widows; stating the maximum of such 
pension ; and providing a fund front 
which such pensions may be paid.
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEG­

ISLATURE OF THE STATE OF
TEXAS :
Section 1. Article XV I o f the Con­

stitution o f the State o f  Texas, shall 
be amended by adding thereto a new 
Section 66, to read as follows:

“ Section 66. The Legislature shall 
have authority to provide for a system 
o f retirement and disability pensions 
for retiring Texas Rangers who have 
not been eligible at any time for mem­
bership in the Employees Retirement 
System o f Texas as that retirement 
system was established by Chapter 352, 
Acts o f the Fiftieth Legislature, Regu­
lar Session, 1947, and who have had 
as much as two (2) years service as a 
Texas Ranger, and to their widows: 
providing that no pension shall exceed 
Eighty Dollars ($80) per month to any

such Texas Ranger or his widow, pro­
vided that such widow was legally mar­
ried prior to January 1, 1957, to a 
Texas Ranger qualifying for such pen­
sion.

“ These pensions may be paid only 
from the special fund created by Sec­
tion 17, Article VII for a payment o f 
pensions for services in the Confederate 
army and navy, frontier organizations, 
and the militia o f  the State o f  Texas, 
and for widows o f such soldiers serving

SENATE JOINT RESOLUTION NO. 
3 proposing an amendment to Article 
SX of the Constitution of the State of 
Texas, by adding thereto a new section 
to be known as Section 5, to provide 
that the Legislature may authorize the 
creation of a Hospital District coex­
tensive with the incorporated limits of 
the City of Amarillo, Texas ; au­
thorizing the County of Potter to ren­
der financial aid to and participate in 
the operation of such Hospital District: 
authorizing the Commissioners Court of 
said county to assess and levy taxes 
on property outside the incorporated 
limits of such city ; further authorizing 
a countywide Hospital District for 
Wichita County, Texas, and authorizing 
the creation of two districts in Jef­
ferson County; and further providing 
that any enabling Acts shall not be 
invalid because o f their anticipatory 
character.
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEG­

ISLATURE OF THE STATE OF
TEXAS:
Section 1. That Article IX  o f the 

Constitution o f the State o f Texas be, 
and the same is hereby amended by 
adding thereto another section to be 
designated as Section 5, which shall 
read as follows:

“ Section 5 (a) The Legislature may 
by law authorize the creation o f two 
hospital districts, one to be coexten­
sive with and have the same boun­
daries as the incorporated City of Ama­
rillo, as such boundaries now exist or 
as they may hereafter be lawfully ex­
tended, and the other to be coexten­
sive with Wichita County.

“ If such district or districts are cre­
ated, they may be authorized to levy 
a tax not to exceed Seventy-five Cents 
(75#) on the One Hundred Dollars 
($100.00) valuation o f taxable property 
within the district; provided, however, 
no tax may be levied until approved by 
a majority vote o f the participating 
resident qualified property taxpaying 
voters who have duly rendered their 
property for taxation. The maximum 
rate of tax may be changed at subse­
quent elections so long as obligations 
are not impaired, and not to exceed the 
maximum limit o f Seventy-five Cents 
(75#) per One Hundred Dollars 
($100.00) valuation, and no election 
shall be required by subsequent changes 
in the boundaries o f the City o f Amar­
illo.

“ I f  such tax is authorized, no politi­
cal subdivision or municipality within 
or having the same boundaries as the 
district may levy a tax for medical or 
hospital care for needy individuals, nor 
shall they maintain or erect hospital 
facilities, but the district shall by reso-

lution assu ,e all such responsibilities 
and shall assume all o f the liabilities 
and obligations (including bonds and 
warrants) o f such subdivisions or muni­
cipalities or both. The maximum tax 
rate submitted shall be sufficient to 
discharge such obligations, liabilities, 
and responsibilities, and to maintain 
and operate the hospital system, and 
the Legislature may authorize the dis­
trict to issue tax bonds for the pur­
pose o f the purchase, construction, 
acquisition, repair or renovation o f 
improvements and initially equipping 
the same, and such bonds shall be pay­
able from said Seventy-five Cents (76#) 
tax. The Legislature shall provide for 
transfer o f title to properties to the 
district.

“ (b) The Legislature may by law 
permit the County of Potter (in which 
the City o f Amarillo is partially lo­
cated) to render financial aid to that 
district by paying a, part o f the ex­
penses o f  operating and maintaining 
the system and paying a part of Hie 
debts of the district (whether assumed 
or created by the district) and may 
authorize the levy o f a  tax not to 
exceed Ten Cents (10#) per One Hun­
dred Dollars ($100.00) valuation (in 
addition to other taxes permitted by 
this Constitution) upon rill property 
within the county but without the 
City o f Amarillo at the time such levy 
is made for such purposes. If such tax 
is authorized, the district shall by reso- | 
lution assume the responsibilities, obli­
gations, and liabilities o f the county in 
the manner and to the extent herein­
above provided for political subdivi­
sions having boundaries coextensive 
with the district, and the county shall 
not thereafter levy taxes (other than 
herein provided) for hospital purposes 
nor for providing hospital care for 
needy individuals of the county.

“ (c) The Legislature may by law 
authorize the creation o f a hospital 
district within Jefferson County, the- 
boundaries of which shall include only 
the area comprising the Jefferson Coun­
ty Drainage District No. 7* and the 
Port Arthur Independent School Dis­
trict, as such boundaries existed on 
the first day of January, 1957, with 
the power to issue bonds for the sole 
purpose of purchasing a site for, and 
the construction and initial equipping 
of, a hospital system, and with the 
power to levy a tax o f not to exceed 
Seventy-five Cents (75(f) on the One 
Hundred Dollars ($100.00) valuation of 
property therein for the purpose of 
paying the principal and interest on 
such bonds.

“ The creation of such hospital dis­
trict shall not be final until approved 
at an election by a majority o f the 
resident property taxpaying voters vot­
ing at said election who have duly 
rendered their property for taxation 
upon the tax rolls of either said Drain­
age or said School District, nor shall

such bonds be issued or such tax bo 
levied until so approved by such voters.

“ The district shall not have the 
power to levy any tax for maintenance 
or operation o f the hospital .or facili­
ties, hut shall contract with other polit­
ical subdivisions o f the state Or private 
individuals, associations, or corpora­
tions for such purposes.

“ If the district hereinabove au- 
thorizëd is finally created, no other 
hospital district may be created em­
bracing any part of the territory with­
in its boundaries, but the Legislature 
by law may authorize the creation of 
a hospital district incorporating there­
in the remainder o f Jefferson County, 
having the powers and duties and with 
the limitations presently provided by 
Article IX, Section 4, o f the Consti­
tution <of Texas, except that such dis­
trict shall be confirmed at an election 
wherein the resident qualified property 
taxpaying voters who have duly ren­
dered their property within such pro­
posed district for taxation on the coun­
ty roll3, shall be authorized to vote.

“ (d) Should the Legislature enact 
enabling laws in anticipation o f the 
adoption of this amendment, such Acta 
shall not be invalid because o f their 
anticipatory character.”

Dear Friend:
Full knowledge about Texas 

water resources would be the 
goal of a Study Commission 
proposed in a bill I introduced 
in the Senate this week.

The commission would be 
authorized to prepare plans for 
the development of the water 
and land resources of the seven 
Texas river ba:|;ns hot now 

covered by interstate or inter­
national water compacts. The 
seven are the Neches, the Trin­
ity, the Brazos, the Colorado, 
the Guadalupe- San Antonio, 
the San Jacinto and the Nueces.

The bill is carefully drawn to 
protect the sovereignty of Texas 
over our water resources. That 
is a matter of fundamental im­
portance.

No more important problem 
confronts our State than proper 
use of our water—for munici­
pal and industrial purposes, for 
farm irrigation, and for naviga­
tion. We need to build big dams 
and little dams. We need to 
make more of our rivers navig­
able in order to provide cheap 
'transportation for expanding 
industry.

We have plenty of water, 
even though water use in Texas 
has increased two and one-half 
times since 1940. Our trouble 
is not lack of water but lack 
of wise control, conservation 
and use of waer. That is why 
75 per cent of the people of 
Texas were forced to restrict, to 
some extent, their use of water 
at one time or another in the 
long drought that came, to an 
end in the early part of 1957.

The study commission will be 
composed of 14 members ap­
pointed by the President. Six 
members will be appointed from 
Federal agences. Seven will be 
residents of the areas to be 
studied, one from each river 
basin. The chairman of the 
Commission will also be a re­
sident of one of the river basin. 
Recommendations for the Texas 
appointments would be made by 
the Governor.

The commisson will go out of 
existence within three months 
from the time its final report is 
submitted. The bill provides 
that the President shall tran­
smit the report to Congress, to­
gether with his views and re- 
commendaions within 90 days 
after he receives it.

All phases of the Texas water 
problem will be studied by the 
commission. From its work we 
would expect a comprehensive 
and coordinated plan for flood 
control and prevention; domes­
tic and municipal water sup­
plies: improvement and safe­
guarding of navigaion; and land 
recommendations within 90 days 
and forest conservation; hydro­
electric power and industrial 
development, and other matters 
connected with water resource 
development.

Texans have gone far on their 
own initiative to develop the 
State’s water resources. We have 
established r i v e r  authorities 
that are doing as fine a job as 
any in the county.These river 
authorities, as well as the Gov­
ernor of Texas, approve the pro­
posal for a study coinmission.

I hope this vehicle for work­
ing toward a solution of the 
Texas water problem will be 
provided.

State selective service 
system is ten years old

A U S T I N  — The state’s 137 
draft boards and state Selec­
tive Service headquarters will 
be 10 years old Saturday, Col. 
Morris S. Schwart,, state Selec­
tive Service director, reminded 
Texans Friday.

The present Selective Service 
act was signed into law by Pre­
sident Truman on June 24, 1948 
But the state Selective Service 
administration did not come in­
to being until July 26, 1948.

It was on that date that Maj­
or General K. L. Berry, state 
adjutant general, took the oath 
of office as state director of 
Selective Service. Local boards 
went into operation at that 
time.

General Berry resigned in ear­
ly 1949, and since that time two 
men have headed the state draft 
system, Major General Paul L. 
Wakefield and Colonel Morris 
S. Schwartz.

Colonel Schwartz, the present 
state director, pointed out Fri­
day that Selective Service in 
Texas has been in “ almost con­
tinuous operation’ for nearly 18 
years.

Draft boards were established 
by law in 1940, lasting until 
March 1947. No boards existed 
from that time until the present 
act was signed by the President 
in June 1948. „

First duty of the draft boards 
10 years ago was to .register the 
state’s manpower from age 18 
through age 25. About 450,000 
men were registered in August 
and September 1948.

Since that time, the boards 
have maintained a constant in­
ventory o f military-age man­
power by registering males as 
they became 18 years old. Re­
gistration now stands at near­
ly 1,100,000.

More than a million of these 
men are . classified into the 
various draft classifications, 
and nearly a hundred thousand 
are classified in I-A, meaning 
that the boards consider this 
number available for military 
service.

During the 10-year life of this 
law, Texas draft boards have 
sent into the military service 
mare than 117,000 Texans, more 
than 70,000 of this number dur­
ing the United Nations action in 
Korea.

A total o f nearly 205,000 men 
has been examined for service 
during the past 10 years. This 
figure does include the uncount­
ed thousands who have been 
examined by local physicians 
who serve the draft boards with­
out pay.
More than two years ago, 
Selective Service board were 
given another big task, adminis­
tration of standby reserve avail­
ability for the armed forces. 
Since that time, Texas local 
boards have set up files on 
nearly 51,000 Standby reser­
vists.

Colonel Schwartz estimates 
that only 5 to 10 per cent of the 
time of local board are spent in 
actually sending men to the 
armed forces.

“They spend a lot more time 
registering men,” he said. “And 
still more in classifying them. 
During the 10 years this law 
has been in effect,, Texas local 
boards have taken about 2,500,- 
000 classification actions.

“They defer students, help 
channel men into fields vital to 
the nation, and help insure 
strength of the .ready reserve. 
These boards reflect the com­

plexities of our modern civili­
zation.

“Selective Service as it now 
exisits is not an experiment. It 
couldn’t exist as long as it has 
without support of the people. 
They will continue to support 
it as long as they have confid­
ence in its fairness.

“They will have confidence 
oniy to the extent they- them­
selves operate it. Qitizens of 
every county serve on these 
boards without pay and make 
the decisions, subject to appeal.”

Heavier insect 
infestations seen 
in many fields

(The following cotton insect 
infestation report as of August 
14 was compiled by county a- 
gents, voc ag teachers, person­
nel of A&M College, and the U. 
S. Department of Agriculture.)

Weather conditions continued 
favorable for the development 
of cotfon where ample moisture 
was present. The condition of 
plants in many irrigated fields 
was attractive to some insects. 
Somewhat heavier insect infes­
tations were reported in an in­
creasing number of localities.

Fleaphoppers were present in 
all fields and were reported in 
light to medium infestations. 

With most cotton heavily fruit­
ed, the insect should not pose a 
problem at this time.

Bollworms were reported in 
an increasing number of fields. 
Populations of both eggs and 
w o r m s  were heavier in the 
southern half of the area, but 
infestations were sufficient to 
Require control in scattered 
fields in most counties. While 
most reports were of low popu­
lations medium to heavy infes­
tations were reported in some 
fields in Gara, Hockley, Lynn, 
Mitchell, and Terry Counties. To 
insure most effective control 
cotton should be checked frequ­
ently for presence of small 
worms. Small worms are easily 
killed, and control at this stage 
minimizes farm damage.

Cabbage looper infestations 
have increased in some locali­
ties. Since these worms are dif­
ficult to control, much more 
satisfactory results will be se­
cured w h i l e  the loopers are 
small. Where g o o d  bollworm 
control practices are used, loop­
ers rarely become a problem.

Spotted heavy aphid infesta­
tions were reported in scattered
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29 Motorcides predicted for State 
over forthcoming Labor Day week-end

In announcing a prediction of 
29 motorcides for the forth-com­
ing three-day Labor Day period, 
Col. Homer Garrison, Jr., direc­
tor of the Texas Department of 
Public Safety, outlined an ex­
tensive traffic law enforcement 
program for the holiday week­
end.

The prediction was made by 
N. K. Woerener, veteran stat­
istician of the DPS, who esti­
mated that motorcides will total 
two more than the 27 killed

during the similar period of 
last year.

Col. Garrison said that Texas 
DPS will begin its Operation 
motorcide at 12:01 a.m. August 
30 and that it will e x t e n d  
through 11:59 p.m. Sept. 1. Dur­
ing this period patrolmen of the 
Motor Vehicle Inspection and 
License and Weight services will 
bolster the force of the Texas 
Highway patrol in enforcing our 
state traffic laws.

Garrison said state law en­

forcement officers will be out 
in force at all hours to seek- 
out dangerous drivers.

“ Our patrolmen are scheduled 
to work all hours of the day 
and night during the Labor Day 
week-end and to cover as many 
miles of our highways with the 
most effective enforcement pro­
gram possible.

‘^Patrolmen working during a 
period of increased motor ve­
hicle traffic, and traffic haz­
ards, such as will be experienced 
during the time of our Opera­
tion Motorcide, have two main 
purposes in mind. Their prime 
objective is protection of the 
motoring public, and they can 
best do this by removing acci­
dent prone drivers from the 
road.

“ The other purpose is service

to the public. Each of our pa­
trolmen recognizes hi  ̂ respon­
sibility to the motorist and he 
will do his utmost to make 
driving in Texas a pleasant ex­
perience.

“During this holiday we will 
make every effort to prevent 
traffic accidents and the result­
ing loss of life. We hope all Tex­
as drivers will recognize the 
seriousness of the traffic acci­
dent situation during this La­
bor Day period and will show 
their interest and ability to 
help by safe, sane driving.”

The DPS director said that 
excessive s p e e d  and driving 
while intoxicated are the two 
leading causative factors in fa­
tal accidents during holiday per­
iods.

Congress is undertaking a 
survey of the nation’s recrea­
tional facilities based on popu­
lation increase and the vanish­
ing frontier.

It will be a full-scale inven­
tory of outdoor recreational re­
sources. It will cover the entire 
United States.

Texas needs such a survey 
perhaps more than any other 
state in the Union. We are 
preparing to vote on a consti- 
tutinal amendment, come No­
vember 4, which would permit 
the use of state funds for adver­
tising our resources. Regardless 
of whether this amendment 
passes, we need in inventory of 
Texas’ recreational resource, 
and then we need to build a pro­
gram for developing them.

It would be easy right now 
to create a study commission .to 
begin this work. The governor 
could call together the Highway 
Commission, the Parks Board, 
the Game & Fish Commission, 
the Department of Public Safe­
ty and others that have official 
status. Together they could 
make such an inventory and 
outline a program for develop­
ing our recreational areas to the 
fullest extent. Then, if and 
when an advertising program 
gets under way, Texas will have 
more and more to advertise as 
time goes on.

Right now Texas needs more 
recreational facilities for its 
own people. And it must be re­
membered that our population 
.'6 increasing nearly a million a 
year. With shorter working 
hours, and with Texas blessed 
with more days of the year 
when we can play in the great 
out-of-doors, our people can use 
far more facilities than we now 
have.

As a further example, we 
have more than 600 miles of 
true shore line on the Texas 
coast, with that many more cov­
ering the bays and outer shores 
of our islands. For years we 
have had the free use of much 
of this shore line. Today, how­
ever, fences are being built to 
shut off free access. We are in­
dustrializing our coast line. Al­
so we are selling it off in city- 
size lots with no plan for any 
future access via highway or 
permanent park facilities.

Padre Island, for: instance, is 
the last undeveloped hard sand 
beach left on the U.S. coast. It 
is unsurpassed in its rugged 
beauty. It is under private own­
ership today, and is being sold 
off in lot-size parcels. Present 
large tract owners have agreed 
to deed to the State of Texas 
rights-of-way for a permanent 
highway the complete length of 
the island, and sufficient acre­
age for public parks. There has 
been no taker for this proposi­
tion.

Yet the way Texas is growing 
and the manner in which our 
.recreational needs are increas­
ing, 10 years from now we’ll 
pay fabulous prices for land on 
which to build a highway, and 
still won’t have the public park 
areas we should have.

millions building new islands in 
the Keys. They are dragging up 
sand and shell and hauling in 
top soil to make what we al­
ready have. Florida spends more 
on building one bridge than it 
would cost Texas to build this 
12(Fmile highway. And as an 
accomodation to fishermen Flor­
ida has built catwalks along its 
bridges, where fishermen flock 
by the hundreds.

Floridans are not offered the 
free parks we could have in 
Texas.

There is equal grandeur all 
over Texas. In West Texas we 
have the Big Bend National 
Park, with a canyon that is 
different but equal in splendor 
to the Grand Canyon. The s a m e  
is true of Victoria Canyon in 
Hudspeth county. Visitors will 
pay from $10 to $25 to ride a 
jackass to the bottom of Grand 
Canyon. Few even bother to 
stop at ours. Reason: They are 
not adequately advertised.

Then there is Palo Duro Can­
yon in the Panhandle. It boasts 
very few visitors, yet it is one 
of the most interesting spots in 
the United States.

We have a fine system of 
lakes in Texas, where fishing 
and boating are unexcelled. Per­
manent access facilities have 
been almost completely over­
looked in our lake development 
projects.

We are letting some of our 
hallowed ground grow up in 
weeds and soma of our historic 
buildings go to waste. Take for 
instance old Fort Davis. There 
a few women are attempting to 
hold together and maintain the 
ruins of one of the most historic 
spots in Texas, without the as­
sistance of any state group.

We are spending millions to 
erect marble-front buildings in 
Austin. Now, let’s spend a little 
to help beautify our state and 
provide more enjoyment for our 
people and our visitors.

It is up to each of us as in­
dividuals, and through our col­
lective organizations, to get be­
hind a thorough recreational 
resource inventory in Texas.

You can help through your 
local chamber of commerce or 
civic organization. Join in the 
plea for such a meeting of 
minds. Write to the various de­
partments mentioned1 here and 
send copies of your letter to 
Governor Price Daniel.

With his guidance we can 
preserve, protect and develop 
the greatness of Texas. Gov­
ernor Daniel can take the lead 
in providing recreational resour­
ces for our own people and for 
the millions who will visit us.

And that’s our outdoor plea 
for today!•

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Homespun Hints

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Though the main course of 
the meal is the traditional place 
for the high-protein dish, you 
may want to reverse this in 
August and emphasize protein 
in the dessert course, the U. S. 
Department of Agriculture sug­
gests. Many people like a salad 
for the main course at hot wea­
ther lunches or dinners— most­
ly salad greens and other vege­
tables in season or fresh fruits 
with cottage cheese or with 
ham. Then you can build up the 
slivers of American cheese or 
protein in the meal by a milk 
and egg dessert. Both these food 
are plentiful and always a good 
buy as far as nutrition is con­
cerned.

Baked custard meets this 
specification. It’s an old-time 
favorite suitable for all ages in 
the family, easy to make in the 
cool of the evening and put in 
the refrigerator to serve chilled 
next day. Another handsome old- 
time custard dessert is floating 
island. Or you can serve -soft 
custard as a sauce over sponge 
cake, angel food or loaf cake.. 
Have custard chilled for serving.

Baked custard can be touch­
ed up so that each individual 
serving is different. An easy 
way to do it is to line up six 
custard cups and put a few rai­
sins in one, a little nutmeg in 
another, a cooked peach half in 
a third, honey in a fourth, cho­
colate chips in a fifth—and then 
fill all six cups with the custard 
mixture and bake. When done, 
this assortment is turned upside 
down into individual dessert 
dishes so that the trimmings are 
on top. The one plain custard 
may be topped wih frozen straw­
berry sauce or sliced fresh pea­
ches at serving time. If you 
grease the custard cups with 
butter or or margarine, it helps 
make nutmeg or the peach half 
say in place.

Oscar Henard came up from 
behind to take a small lead in 
the beef calf gain contest. At 
the weigh day last Saturday, 
Oscar’s calf had a total gain of 
290 pounds for the 91 days per­
iod since May 17th. The average 
daily gain was a little over 3 
pounds. Dianne Fitzgerald, who 
was in first place last month 
has dropped back to second. 
Her calf has gained 286 pounds 
during the 13 weeks. In third 
place is Linda Fitzgerald with 
a 276 pound gain. Two calves, 
both belonging to Frances Hen­
ard, had a gain of 274 pounds 
to tie for 4th and 5th places. 
There was also a tie for 6th and 
7th places between Loretta Tay­
lors calf and another calf be­
longing to Linda Fitzgerald. 
Both calves had gained 269 
pounds.

Thirty seven calves were 
weighed during the morning. 
Seven of them were calves be­
ing fed for the Dallas Fair and 
two others were not entered in 
the gain contest.Of the 28 cal­
ves in the gain contest, only one 
calf was gaining less than two 
pounds a day. We were real 
proud of the way the calves 
were doing and the way they 
were handling. Some of them 
are already beginning to act 
like trained show animals. It is 
encouraging to watch the boys 
and girls and see how much in­
terest they take in their ani­
mals. The parents are showing 
a good deal of interest too be­
cause we have had a good turn­
out at all of the weigh days this 
summer. Beginning next month, 
the weigh days will be held dur­
ing the afternoons rather than 
in the mornings. The calves will 
be weighed on the third Satur­
day afternoon of each month 
until February.

Jimmy Taylor won the gain 
contest last year and the re­
cords show that his calf gained 
474 pounds between the August 
weigh day and the opening day 
of the show. We have been look­
ing for the calf that could gain 
700 pounds during the entire 
feeding period and this year we 
have seventeen possibilities; 
however, the average gain of 20 
calves that were weighed in 
August of last year was only 
351.0nly four of the 20 had a 
gain of 400 pounds or more. In 
order to have five calves to gain 
as much as 700 pounds this 
year, at least two of them 
would have to put on 426 more 
pounds.

No other county in this area 
has a gain contest and monthly 
weigh days such as we have in 
Yoakum county. One county has 
a gain contest that begins in 
October and each calf is identi­
fied with a tatoo number in the 
ear at the beginning date. Our 
animals are identified by name 
since each boy and girl can ex­
hibit only two calves. This 
seems to work out very well 
and it also adds a personal 
touch as the name makes the 
animal more important to it’s 
owner.

The names selected this year 
indicate that the boys and girls 
have been watching some of the 
western type TV shows. They 
have names like Cheyenne, 
Sugar Foot, Grey Ghost, Ches­
ter,Pancho, Cisco and Paladin. 
Sugar Foot is Oscar Henard’s 
youngest calf that has the 290 
pound gain. The calf owned by 
Dianne Fitzgerald that is in 

second place is called Hot Shot. 
The third place calf in the con­
test, owned by Linda Fitzgerald 
is called Bingo and she has an­
other calf standing sixth in the
