Cowboys to play Morton; 
win over Wilson 5 0 -6

The Plains Cowboys travel to 
Morton Friday night where they 
will play the Morton Indians.

Both the Cowboys and the 
Indians are entering the game 
undefeated so far this year. Mor­
ton downed Sundown 12-0 and 
Whiteface 12-6.

Morton has six starters re­
turning from a team that beat 
the Cowboys 20-7 last year. 
Three returning to the line and 
three in the backfield.

The outstanding back for 
Morton is 160 pound halfback, 
Perry Seaney and the outstand­
ing lineman is Wayne Haw­
thorne, 175 pound tackle.

Returning to action this week 
is Walt Coffman for the Cow­
boys. Coffman has been hobbled 
the past week with a sprained 
ankle. Harmon Meixner, left end 
for the Cowboys has been ham­
pered by Charley horses in his 
legs and may not be at full 
strength Friday night.

In -a game last Friday night 
which was featured by long 
runs the Plains Cowboys rolled 
by the Wilson Mustangs on 
Mustang field by a  score of 50-6. 
The Cowboys scored the first 
time they received the ball and 
continued to score each time 
they had the ball until late in 
the game. The irst touchdown 
was only one in which the score 
came on a sustained drive.

The Plains reserves played 
Pmuch of the game and the only 
Wilson score came on an inter­
cepted pass by Bill Weaver 
against the Cowboy reserves.

The Plains scoring was divided 
among five men and was as 
follows: Ray Faught 3-yard run; 
50-yard run; 15-yard run, 85- 
yard kick-off return for a touch­
down and a total of 24 points. 
Jim Williams 35-yard run for a 
touchdown and 2 passes for ex­
tra. Joe Ron Morrow 87-yard 
kickoff return for .a total of 
6 points. Eldridge Tidwell 34- 
yard run for 6 points and Cordell 
Huddleston 2 extra points run­
ning for a total of 4 points.

The Cowboys made a total of 
311 yards of which 264 came on 
the ground.

While the Cowboy offense was

rolling, the defense was doing a 
very outstanding job of stopping 
the Mustang .attack. The Must­
angs were able to pick up only 
one first down in the first half 
and 3 during the second half. 
The Mustangs made 106 yards 
rushing and 0 passing. It would 
be difficult to pick any outstand­
ing defensive players because all 
the Cowboys did a good job.

Two wildcats 
staked for drilling; 
well completed

Two new wildcats, one of 
them a re-entry project, have 
been staked in Yoakum County 
for immediate drilling.

Shell Oil Company No. 1 E.
C. Granger is to be dug as a 
13,200-fcot Devonian operation 
in East Yoakum County.

Drillsite is 1,980 feet from 
south and 1,650 feet from east 
lines of section 487, block D. J. 
H. Gibson survey.

L. T. Pate and others of Dal­
las No. 1 Buckner is a re-entry 
project in Yoakum County north­
west of Denver City.

Originally drilled by Leland L. 
Fikes and John W. Murchison 
in 1952 and plugged at 11,474 
feet as No. 1 Neely, the project 
now will be drilled out to 5,400 
feet for tests of the San Andres.

Location is 660 feet from 
south and 1,980 feet from east 
lines of section 604, block D, 
John H. Gibson survey.

Continental Oil Company No. 
3-D-53 A. L. Wasson has been 
completed south of Denver City 
in North Gaines County as a 
new well in the Wasson (72) 
field.

On 24-hour potential test, it 
pumped 144 barrels of 31.6 gra­
vity oil, through perforations 
in casing from 7,360 to 7,494 feet.

Location is 660 feet from south 
and 1,980 feet from east lines 
of section 53, block AX, psl sur­
vey.

One mile north of Denver City. 
Shell Oil Company announced 
location for a 7,750-foot project 
in the Wasson (66 and 72) field.

Slated for dual completion, it 
is No. ’1-C Baumgart, 1,800 feet 
from south and 660' feet from 
west lines of section 866, block
D, J. H. Gibson survey.

Twelve miles southwest of
Denver City, Pan American 
Petroleum Corporation will drill 
No. 1-L ODC as a 5,900-foot 
test in the ODC (San Andres) 
field.

Drillsite is 467 fe'et from South 
and west lines of northwest 
quarter of section 243, block G, 
WTRR survey.

Begin plans for CRO P
The Yoakum County CROP 

Board met Tuesday night, Sept­
ember 14th in the First Metho­
dist in Plains, with the session 
marked by high interest and 
enthusiasm. The following mem­
ber were present: chairman, Leo 
White; secretary, G. W. Cleve­
land; treasurer, Viva Hale; addi­
tional members: Roger Curry,
Eugene Payne. Hank Goehry, 
Rod Duff, and Rev. R. H. Meix­
ner. Rev. Meixner is the direct­
or of CROP in Yoakum and 
Terry counties.

CROP (Christian Rural Over­
seas Program) is a community 
appeal of Church World Service 
for food and fiber to be used in 
relief programs around the world. 
Church World Service is a de­
partment of thé National Coun­
cil of Churches.

CROP was organized in 1947. 
Since that time this organiza­
tion has sent 340,000,000 pounds 
of food and fiber to destitute 
people in 48 countries. This food 
and fiber is valued at $42,000,- 
000. If all of this food and fiber 
were loaded on freight trains it 
would equal 67 train loads each 
one mile long.

Monies given to CROP is sub­
sidized by the United States 
Government. Each dollar given 
to CROP will send 200 pounds 
of life-giving food to hungry 
people abroad. One dollar will 
give cheese to more than 400 
protein-deficient persons daily for 
a week. Five dollars will give 
bowls of cereal ■ daily to 500

hungry and destitute persons for 
more than three weeks. Ten 
dollars will provide bread to 
each of 400 needy children 
everyday for a period of more 
than two months. One hundred

Cottonseed 
plant being

Rod Duff of Plains, announces 
this week that the construction 
of an Acid Delinting Plant for 
cottonseed is underway. The 
plant will be located one-half 
mile west of the Plains, city 
limits on the Lovington high­
way.

The plant will be equipped to 
delint and bag certified seed as 
well as do custom delinting,, and 
will have the latest and most 
modern machinery available. 
The patented delinting machine 
for the plant is being fabricated 
in El Paso, Texas. A gravity 
grader table will be installed 
which will separate the quality 
cotton seed by specific gravity. 
The specific gravity separation 
will insure a higher emergence 
rate and a more healthy cotton 
plant over the common air 
separation method. A seed treat­
ment of panogen or sersan will 
also be provided.

The patented process of delint-

dollars . will send enough milk 
overseas to give a cupful to 
nearly a half million persons. 
It is estimated that there are 
between 42.000,000 and 45,000,-

ing will be the same type that 
is used in the Pecos Valley, in 
Arizona, and in the Waco area, 
which has provided a large 
amount of the certified cotton 
seed planted in this area for a 
number of years. This is also 
the process used by the Pay­
master Farm at Aiken, Texas.

It is now possible with the 
number of farms certified, for 
this area to provide a sizeable 
quantity of the certified seed to 
be planted over the entire South 
Plains, Duff said.

This plant will provide a need­
ed service of the farmers in the 
area of Yoakum, West Gaines 
and Lea County, New Mexico, 
he continued.

The plant 
is scheduled to be in operation 
by October 15. Everyone is in­
vited to stop by and visit at any 
time.

Work underway 
on readying of 
city dump ground

Work is being done on the city 
dump grounds west of the city 
this week, and new rules and 
regulations controlling the dump­
ing of trash and garbage are 
being formulated by the city 
council. Plans call for all the 
trash and garbage at the dump 
ground to be buried, and trencheg 
are being made in which trash 
will be buried in the future.

The dump ground has been 
acquired by the city from the 
county through a purchase con­
tract. The county has owned and 
maintained the grounds for some 
eight or nine years. The com­
missioners court has recently 
furnished machinery for clean­
ing and repairing the dump 
grounds for the city.

Fencing of the dump grounds 
will be completed within a few 
days. A gate at the entrance 
will be locked at a times, and 
anyone wishing to dump trash 
will be required to come by the 
city hail and pick up the key 
and receive instructions for the 
unloading. The council h a s  
adopted this plan in order to 
prevent trash being dumped 
outside of the trenches. Dumping 
along the road leading to the 
dump grounds is prohibited and 
will come under the jurisdiction 
of the State laws.

The City Council will control 
the grounds, not to keep those 
who wish from dumping trash, 
but in order to maintain the 
¿rounds according to the speci­
fications required by the state 
health department.

Commemorative postage stamp to be issued Oct. 10th
The Department will issue 4 

cent Overland mail Centennial 
Commemorative stamp through 
the San Francisco, Calif., post 
vurice on October 10, 1958.

The stamp will be 0.84 by 1.44 
inches in dimension, arranged 
horizontally, printed by th e  
rotary process, electic eye per­
forated. and issued in sheets of 
fifty. The color of the stamps 
will be red. An initial printing 
of 120.000,000 of these stamps 
has been authorized.

The central motif of the stamp

is a dramatic scene of an over­
land mail coach under attack, 
The coach and team of horses 
is superimposed on a map of the 
southwestern part of the United 
States, with the route of the 
Butterfield Overland Mail shown 
between Tipton, Mo. and San 
Francisco. California. Surround­
ing the major portion of the de­
sign in a flat oval in a designed 
lettering combining the charac­
teristics of Girder-Beton type, is 
the inscription “U. S. Postage 
1858.” The value, in larger let­

tering, appears in the lower 
right corner.

Collectors desiring first day 
cancellations of the 4 cent Over­
land Mail commemorative stamp 
may send addressed envelopes 
together with money order re­
mittance to cover cost of the 
stamps to be affixed, to the 
Postmaster at San Francisco, 
California. An enclosure of med­
ium weight should be placed in 
each envelope and the flap 
either turned in or sealed. Enve­
lopes submitted should be of 
ordinary letter size and each 
must be properly addressed. An 
envelope must not 'be sent for re­
turn of first day covers.

The outside envelope to the 
Postmaster should be endorsed 
“First Day Cover Overland Mail 
Stamp. “Collectors should re­
frain from requesting hand can­
cellations since covers will be 
machine cancelled so far a 
practicable. Orders for first day 
covers must not include requests 
for uncancelled stamps.

For the benefit of collectors 
desiring stamps of selected qua 
ity for Philateic use the 4 cent 
Overland Mail Centennial com­
memorative stamp will be avail­
able at the P h i l a t e l i c  Sales 
Agency, Post Office Dept., Wash­
ington 25, D. C.„ on and after 
October 11, 1958. To insure
prompt shipment, mail orders 
to the agency should i n c l u d e  
no other stamp issues.

Local activity 
in farm housing 
said on upswing

More farm construction—with 
better homes for farm families, 
better shelter for livestock and 
improved storage facilities for 
machinery and grain. That’s the 
prospect in coming years, says 
Marvin E. Elliott county super­
visor for the Farmers Home Ad­
ministration.

Recently, as an anti-recession 
measure, his agency expanded 
its farm housing loan program 
to the fullest extent possible 
under existing laws set up by 
Congress. And Mr. Elliott reports 
that he already has received 
more than 10 inquiries from in­
terested people in the area. To 
be eligible now, an applicant 
must own a farm that is in agri­
cultural production and must 
plan to produce at least $400 
worth of commodities for sale 
and home use, based on 1944 
prices. Many part-time farmer 
who previously were ineligible 
can qualify for loans under the 
expanded program.

Homer T. Sudderth, chairman 
of the Yoakum County FHA 
committee said that four appli­
cations have already been ap­
proved by his committee and 
are being processed for loans. 
The construction work can start 

■ after the loan is closed. The loan 
bears 4 percent interest on the 
unpaid balance and may be re­
paid over a period up to 33 
years.
