Omne of the big changes taking
place in agriculture is the change
from' diversification to speciali-
zation, A farmer in Yoakum pro-
duces cotton and grain sorghums
and that is all. He buys all his
needs from the other fellow and
produces very little of his daily
needs on the farm. Most farmers
do not have a milk cow or any
hens to furnish fresh milk and
eggs for family use. They do not
try to raise their own meat on

the farm, Many of them will buy .

& 200 pound shoat from their
neighbor, have it slaughtered
and cured and put in their frozen
food box for use as it is needed.
They figure the pig cost them a
few dollars more than it would
if they had raised it but the trou-
ble it would have been to raise
the pig was all done away with.

That kind of business puts all
the pork production on someone
else gnd is the main reason for
some people trying to specialize
in the hog business. When the
hog producer follows the same
pattern as other farmers and
does nothing but produce hogs,
then he has to figure out how
many hogs to produce each year
to make a satisfactory living.
If he is going to use the pig par-
lor system he needs to know how
big to build the feeding parlor
in order to take care of his needs

and also pay some interest .on

his investment.

A pig parlor large enough to
handle 400 pigs at a time would
‘handle 1,200 animals during the
course of a year. If he made a
profit of $8.00 per animal, his
gross income
per year. He would have some-
thing like $40J/000 invested in
animals. equipment and feed.
At 5% then, $2,000 of that
$9,600 would be interest on the
investment, The $7,600 remain-
ing would be his pay for his
labor which is not bad for a
years work.

One man should be sble to
take care of all the labor re-
quired by 400 animals. His job
would include feeding and caring

for all the animals, cleaning the!
feeding barns, hauling ‘off the

refuse, marketing the ' animals
and replacing the market ani-
mals with young pigs. With 1,-

200 head going through the par-'
lor each year he would sell 100:
market animals each month or!
about 25 head each week, This:

25 head sold each week would
have to be replaced each week so
he would need a constant source
of young pigs. @ E7
This source of young pigs
presents a big problem. This is
where he needs a buddy in the
hog business who Kkeeps breeding
stock and depends on selling
weaned pigs for his living. His
buddy would have to produce
1200 weaners each year and.if he

got two litters of six pigs from

each sow he would have 100 sHows
on his outfit, I wonder which
man would make the most
money, the breeder or the feeder.

If the breeder had a contract
and' could get $10.00 each for
weaned pigs, each sow would
produce $120.00 worth of pigs
a year. His gross income would
be $12,000.00 per year and in
order for him to make as much

State laws regulating traffic
on highways read as follows:
The driver of a vehicle upon a
highway outside of the limits of
any incorporated city or town
upon meeting or overtaking from
either direction any school bus
which has stopped on the high-
way for the purpose of receiving
or discharging any school child-
ren shall stop the vehicle im-
mediately  before passing the
school bus, but may. then pro-
ceed past such school bus at a
speed which is prudent, not ex-
ceeding ten (10) miles per hour,
and with due . caution for the
safety of such children , .. The
driver of a vehicle upox1 a high-
way with separate voadways
need not stop upon meeting or
passing a:school bus which is on
a - different roadway .ur when
upon a controlled-access high-
way and the school bus is stop-
ped in a loading zont which is
a_part of or adjacent to such
highway and where pedestrians
are not' permitted t¢ cross the
roadway.
