Ira Tidwell, on the state line 
reported only .8 inch. Hershel 
Stanford, southwest of town re­
ceived a sprinkle. Moisture in 
the Pleasant Hill section in 
southeast part of the county 
wasn’t measurable, as reported 
by Russell McSwain and just a 
shower fell in the east part of 
the County with no hail reported. 
Bobby Field at Bronco said they 
received about one-fourth inch.

The strong wind almost de­
molished the garage, bedroom,

the Hank Goehry home in the 
northwest part of town. Siding 
had been removed from the pres­
ent structure and the rain blew 
in between the sub flooring caus­
ing heavy damage to the floor 
and carpet.

County election July 2 5
A special bond electiion, giv­

ing taxpayers an opportunity to 
vote on the issuance of three 
sets of bonds totalling $890,000. 
will be held in Yoakum County 
on Saturday, July 25.

The decision to hold the elec­
tion was made at the weekly 
meeting of Commissioners Court 
in Plains on Monday.

Issues to be voted on by tax­
payers will be as follows:

1. A $600,000 bond issue for 
enlargement and improvement of 
facilities at Yoakum County 
Hospital in Denver City.

2. A $250,000 bond issue for 
the erection of a County Park in 
the vicinity of Denver City.

3. A $40,000 bond issue for the 
constructiion of a new county 
jail in Denver City.

4. A separation of the present 
sheriff’s and tax assessor's offices 
into two separate offices.

Considerable interest has al­
ready been aroused in the special 
election, with primary interest

being focused on the first two is­
sues listed above.

Petition for the election on 
the hospital bond issue were pre­
sented to the commissioners 
some weeks ago. The petitions 
for the election on the park and 
the other two items were pre­
sented on Monday and the elec­
tion was set for the 25th, as was 
reported in the “Press” three 
weeks ago.

»Other actions of the Commis­
sioners Court included sale of a 
one-acre tract of land in the 
vicinity of Plains for $100 to the

George A. Donnelly of Mid­
land No. 1 J. E. Kendrick is a 
new well in the Sable (San 
Andres) field in Northwest Yoa­
kum County, eight miles north­
west of Plains.

On 24-hour potential test, it 
flowed 127 barrels of 32.3-grav­
ity oil, plus 38 per cent water, 
through an 18 /'64-inch choke and 
perforations from 5,152 to 5,178 
feet, after a 5,000-gallon acid 
treatment.

Gibson survey.

Jake L. Hamon and Frank 
Shackelford No. 1 W. O. Carter, 
wildcat in West Yoakum County, 
2'/L> miles southwest of the Bron­
co field and 3/4 mile northwest 
of the shallow Tamara field, was 
digging below 9,722 feet in lime 
and shale.

Clyde Trout, in-again out- 
again county commissioner from 
Precinct Four, has filed a mo­
tion for a re-hearing of his ap­
peal of a district court summary 
judgment awarded his opponent 
Paul Loe in, a precedent setting 
dispute over the commissioner 
post.

Approximately six weeks ago 
the Civil Appeals Court in Ama­
rillo upheld a summary judg­
ment granted by District Judge 
Truett Smith to Loe. The sum­
mary judgment, if it is upheld 
through the courts, will make 
Loe the commissioner for Pre­
cinct Four rather than Trout.

Trout said on Tuesday that 
his motion for the rehearing of 
the appeal to Amarillo was filed 
several weeks ago by his attor­
neys, Allison and Allison of 
Leveiland, and he is now await­
ing a court decision on the mo­
tion.

The unusual legal fight over 
the commissioners seat arose 
following last November’s gen­
eral election when Trout was ap­
parently successful in a write-in 
campaign for the post. Loe claim­
ed that Trout’s campaign was 
underhanded and asked that the 
win by Trout be thrown out by 
the court.

A summary judgment was 
granted to Loe some time ago, 
holding that four disputed bal­
lots on which is based the out-

commissioner. Trout appealed 
this judgment to the Amarillo 
court and the higher court up­
held the judgment as granted in 
Loe’s favor.

Should Trout’s present motion 
be denied by the appellate court 
he will have an opportunity to 
file another similar motion in the 
same court. If the second mo­
tion is denied his only recourse 
will be to take the case to the 
State Supreme Court and ask 
for a writ o f error on the deci­
sion by the appellate court.

A bond election has been call­
ed by the Plains City Council to 
determine if the city will be 
authorized to issue bonds in the 
amount of $90,000 to be used 
for improvements to the city gas 
system. The election has been 
set for July 25 at the city hall.

The election was called fol­
lowing a survey of the city gas 
system by Parkhill, Smith & 
Cooper, Lubbock engineers, who 
were employed for the purpose 
of making recommendations to 
meet the needs of the city.

The main purpose of the bond 
issue is to finance a new trans­
mission line from the El Paso 
Natural Gas line 9 1/4 miles east 
of town. The line, which became 
overtaxed last winter, will de­
liver at the highest possible pres­
sure approximately 23,800 cubic 
feet per hour. It is the recom­
mendation of the engineers and 
the plan of the city council to 
replace the line with a new high 
pressure 3-inch line capable of 
delivering 105,000 cubic feet per 
hour at a pressure of 500 pounds.

Other improvements will in­
clude additional lines to the city 
from the terminal just east of 
the town section and also some 
additional loops within the city. 
The city plans to salvage the 2- 
inch line now in use as a trans­
mission line to use in the im­
provements in the distribution 
system.

The engineers’ recommenda­
tions to the city council were bas­
ed on growth rates taken from 
past experience of surrounding 
towns. According to their survey 
the main line will be adequate 
to serve the city through the 
year 1980, based on normal 
growth.

Presiding Judge for the elec­
tion will be D. N. Taylor. Mrs. 
Mabel Camp has been appointed 
judge, and clerks will be Mrs. 
May Gainer and Mrs. J. P. Rob- 
estson. The polls will be open 
from the hours of 8 a.m. to 7 p.m. 
Only qualified voters who have 
rendered property for taxation 
will be eligible to vote.

line road near Bronco with no 
actual decision being reached.

It. has been ruled that only 
qualified property holders will 
vote in the special election on 
July 25. An interesting question 
arose on the question, however, 
which was finally resolved by 
delving into the state constitu­
tion.

The question arose as to eligi­
bility to vote on the final issue, 
that of the separation of the two 
offices. The constitution states 
that only taxpayers may vote on 
any such separation, according 
to. County Judge Don Hancock.

Plans for the enlargement of 
the Yoakum Hospital have been 
approved by the medical staff 
at the hospital and the hospital 
board. Serving as architect was 
Leonard Crockett and Associates 
of Odessa, with Ross Garrett of 
Chicago as hospital consultant.

The expansion program has 
been designed, hospital officials 
say, with the future needs of the 
community in mind. It is esti­
mated that if the bond issue is 
approved by the voters the hos­
pital will not need further ex­
pansion for another Id years.

Twenty-three beds will be ad­
ded to the hospital, bringing the 
total up to 50 beds. In addition 
there will be a new wing with 14' 
new rooms for patients. Expan­
sion of the hospital will be pri­
marily to the south, with the 
main entrance to face on North 
Fourth Street. At the left will be 
the admitting, medical records 
and administrative offices, while 
to the right will be the Out- 
Patient Clinic. This will include 
suites for six doctors.

The hospital plan calls for new 
construction for patient rooms, 
nursing service center, surgery, 
delivery and nursing, central 
supply and drugs, administrative, 
boiler house and out-patient 
clinic, major remodeling of the 
kitchen and dining facilities and 
diagnostic area, and minor re­
modeling of emergency area. Al­
so included is remodling of exist­
ing heating, ventilating and air 
conditionng system and replace­
ment of roof and roof structure.

The bond ssue for the County 
park will include construction 
of picnic facilities and a golf 
course. The present contemplat­
ed location for the park is north­
west of Denver City.. The jail is 
also to be constructed in Denver 
City and if the issue is not pass­
ed there will probably be con­
demnation proceedings brought 
against the county forcing the 
erection of a new jail.

Issue four on the ballot, that 
dealing with the office separa­
tion, is one of major importance 
to everyone in the county. At the 
present time the offices of 
Sheriff and Tax Assessor are 
combined with the Chief Deputy 
Sheriff filling the post of tax as­
sessor. The change would elimi­
nate the oppointment of a tax as­
sessor and would leave the choice 
for this post to the voters.

VERNCVN FARRAR — “ To me this liquid nitrogen is not a new type fertilizer. I pretty well know what 
it will do for my crops. This is my third year to use it, and I’m more pleased with the results everytime,” 
said Vernon Farrar, who farms 4 miles northwest of Brownfield. He added: “ So far I have what I think 
is a balancer fertilizer program. By this I mean that by putting down 60 lbs. of nitrogen and 50 lbs. of 
phosphate before planting, and now coming back and adding another 49 lbs. of nitrogen I think that it 
will pay off to feed the plants when they are hungry.” Farrar has 152 acres of irrigated cotton and 
farms % of a section. “ I  can’t go along with the Ide a of putting all your fertilizer down at one time. 
That’s kind of like eating only one big meal a day. You may be saving a little time, but are you sure 
that your crop isn’t hungry at ‘suppertime?’ That, to  me, is one of the best arguments of why it pays to 
side-dress. Along about bloom-time is ‘suppertime’ for cotton,“ Farrar said.

WHY ARE YOU USING FERTILIZERS? The practice of
applying fertilizers to crops should be a profitable one. Not 
only is the farmer concerned in making applications of fertil­
izers a paying practice, but the fertilizer manufacturers also 
desire that the farmer should realize a profit from the use of 
their products.

WHAT IS THE FUNCTION OF FERTILIZERS? The pri­
mary purpose of fertilizers is to supply plant nutrients to 
growing crops.
