The biggest room in the world 

is the room for improvement.
We’ve learned to be extremely 

cautious in towns until we get to 
know* more background about 
everybody. On the editorial page 
this week you’ll find a column en­
titled, ‘TO Years Ago in Plains". 
A newcomer often has to verify 
some of the articles printed. There 
was a paragraph, for instance, 
which announced that Melba Fran­
ces Starnes was to marry Johnny 
Fitzgerald. We checked subse­
quent issues to be sure that is 
who Johnny married. It could be 
extremely embarrassing to the 
editor if they had backed out and 
each had married someone else.

This is only one type of thing 
which demands our caution. Num­
erous similar situations which we 
did not take time to investigate 
have prompted us to change pro­
fessions. One of the worst pre­
dicaments in which we have ever 
found ourselves entangled involv­
ed a story of a funeral in a town 
in Oklahoma. Somehow, still a 
mystery to us, a “filler”, a news­
paperman’s term for a. two- or 
tlireeAine sentence which is used 
to fill up space, was inserted as 
the next to last paragraph in the 
funeral story. But w hat made it so 
bad was the fact that the filler 
was a .joke about a dead person. 
We can't remember exactly how 
it. was worded, but it wasn't a 
bit funny. The. family accepted 
our excuse, but the funeral home 
directing the services promptly- 
cancelled all advertising.

Then there was the time we 
gave the manager of a softball 
team credit for heroic efforts to 
save the life of a child in a burn­
ing house when the fire chief ac­
tually was the hero. It was our 
first, day on a new job and we had 
already met both the fire chief 
and the manager of tire softball 
team, but "we had their names' 
mixed up.

Sometime when you have evil 
thoughts, just look at a word and 
see how the meaning could be 
changed drastically by simply re­
moving one letter from it or by 
adding a letter in the right spot. 
Postal regulations forbid us to re­
veal a real “lulu” we once pulled.

If you were trying to sell some­

one on Plains, what would be 
your main source of ammunition? 
We’vq, heard a lot about many of 
the things we have around here, 
but it is possible we have failed to 
boast of some things which others 
might find attractive.

Los Angeles, for instance, brags 
to the world that it seldom rains 
in that city. It is difficult for those 
of us whose livelihood is so closely 
connected with agriculture to see 
any advantage in the fact that it 
seldom rains. But .apparently 
there is a great deal of appeal to 
many people.

We once saw a vacationer, who 
happened to be a photographer, 
stop his car at a little town and 
take a dozen pictures during a 
terrific dust storm. He was amaz­
ed at the beauty of the storm. 
And who of us would have ever 
thouguhtu tuhautu suchu anymyz 
thought that such an adjective 
could ever be applied when de­
scribing a dust storm.

Being so dead set against 
drought and dust it may not be 
possible for anyone in Plains to 
brag on these things, but perhaps 
some of you know of other local 
situations which might be worthy 
of publicizing.

Goodpasture firm 
has improvements

| Hard-surfaced driveways and 
parking areas will await area 
tanners this fall when they br­
ing their grain to the Good- 
pasture Grain and Milling Com­
pany elevator in Plains.

Completion of the paving pro­
ject was announced this week 
by E. O. Winkles, manager of 
the elevator.

Assessed value of city property placed at more than. IV 2 million dollars
Latest sign pointing to the con­

tinued growth of Plains is reveal­
ed in the official city valuation 
which was announced Wednesday 
by Buford Duff, city secretary. •

Valuation for the present year

has been placed at $1,548,000, by 
far the highest in the city’s his­
tory. The figure represents more 
than a quarter of million dollar 
increase over the 1958 valuation 
of $1,282,000.

Duff attributed the sharp in­

crease to new construction, new 
families and higher value placed 
on vacant lots. Little change is 
noted for those whose property 
possessions have not changed in 
the past year. An exception to 
this, however, is the assessed value

of a number of empty lots. With 
the growth of the town, value of 
building sites has risen sharply 
and the city took this fact into 
consideration when assessing pro­
perty for this year.

Even the whopping total valua­

tion represents only a part of 
the actual value of city property. 
Duff explained that valuations 
were set at approximately 50 per 
cent of actual value.

The board of equalization met

last week and heard minor com­
plaints from property owners. A 
few minor adjustments were made 
but on the whole the values placed 
on property have been accepted 
by property owners.

Tax rate for this year’s taxes 
will be $1.25, same as last year. 
With the valuation rise, the city 
should have considerably more 
capital on which to operate for 
the coming year.

Rain helps some areas
Portions of Yoakum County 

received beneficial rains over 
the weekend, but showers were 
too Spread out to be a real boon 
to the approaching cotton and 
feed harvests.

Plains registered .35 of an 
inch during a Saturday after­
noon shower. Reports from east­
ern and southeastern sectors of 
the county placed rainfall as 
much as 1.75 inches, but mois­
ture of this quantity was the 
exception' rather than the rule.

Northern and western parts 
of the county drew virtually a 
complete blank in the weekend 
shower activity. Cloudy skies 
prevailed over the area through­
out the weekend and also the

first part of the week. A show­
er Sunday afternoon hit the 
southeastern part of the county, 
although only .02 of an inch was 
reported here.

Time for one more good gen­
eral rain before the fall harvest 
is rapidly running out. Farm  
crops, however, continue to show 
promise of the biggest harvest 
in the county's history. The first 
bale of cotton, often gathered 
during the latter part of Aug­
ust, will probably be later than 
usual because of the heavy 
growth of this year’s crop. 
County Agent Leo White ex­
plains that heavy growth shades 
cotton bools from the sun and 
lengthens the maturity date.

B illy Winn harvests 
county s first grain

The first load of what is ex­
pected to be Yoakum County’s 
all-time record grain yield was 
delivered Tuesday afternoon by 
Billy Winn to Goodpasture 
Grain and Milling Company in 
Plains. • ■

Winn, wdio farms six miles 
southwest of 'Plains, delivered 
15,060 pounds of maize to the 
Goodpasture company. In addi­
tion to the distinction of har­
vesting Yoakum County’s first 
load ol grain, Winn claimed a 
$100 permium offered by Good- 
pasture for the first load.

E. O. Winkles, manager of the 
local elevator, said Winn’s grain 
had a mosture test of 17-79, a 
little high but not an extraor­
dinary figure for this early in 
the season.

Several other Plains farmers 
are expected to start harvest­
ing some within the next few 
days. Winkles said three other 
farmers had indicated they 
were about ready for their first 
load. These include Neil Hick­
man, who lives southeast of 
Plains; Woody Tudor, from a 
field south of town on the Den­
ver City highway, and C. E. 
Short, from his farm southwest 
of Plains. There are possibly 
others, Winkles said. Winn has 
also delivered a load to Brown­
field and expects to have a 
second load to the Plains eleva­
tor within the next day.

Like so many others connect­
ed with the agriculture industry, 
Winkles calls this year's grain 
prospects the best he has ever 
seen here. He said Goodpasture

handled 44 million pounds of 
dry grain in 1958 and he esti­
mates at least 50 million pounds 
for this year. A rain very soon 
could lift the prediction con­
siderably.

Meanwhile, farmers are get­
ting ready for the 1959 harvest. 
A number of Mexican Nationals, 
used to gather practically all of 
the erop during the first several 
weeks of harvest, have already 
arrived in the area and are 
awaiting the season.

Combines to harvest the ex­
pected record yield of milo are 
being readied and a number of 
out-of-county combines a r e  
standing ready to assist in the 
harvest.

Friday’s program, under the 
sponsorship of the Yoakum Coun­
ty General 4-H Club, will find 
area youngsters, both boys and 
girls, competing for championships 
in barrel racing and flag racing. 
Boys will compete in both races, 
while girls’ activity is limited to 
barrel racing.

The following night, the Yoa­
kum County Roping dub is spon­
soring calf roping, team roping of 
big steers, junior barrel racing, 
pole bending and flag racing. Sat­
urday’s event is being held in 
place of the annual rodeo sponsor­
ed by the club each summer for 
the past several years.

Smali towns always will lose some business, because when a 
person goes shopping for an item he cannot purchase locally 
he usually finds several other articles he wants and needs.

There should be no ether reason why a person buys his 
goods elsewhere, but shoppers have the right to spend their 
moriey where they wish and they comprise a sometimes funny 
group. Some people may drive to Brownfield to make pur­
chases simply'because the ride to and from that city occupies 
part of their leisure time and gives them the feeling they are 
doing something.

Educating the public that trading at 'home is the best 
pdlicy is an old course which numerous businessmen have 
flunked. Each town i's made up of different people with dif­
ferent attitudes and personalities and no set pattern could 
be used as the perfect example. But until better relations 
between the buyer and seller are worked out to a degree 
whereby both benefit, a large slice of the Plains payroll wil'l 
continue to go toward supporting the schools and the mer­
chants of neighboring cities.

County purchases 
X-ray equipment

Purchase of a new X-ray ma­
chine for the Yoakum County 
Clinic in Plains was made Mon­
day by the county commission­
ers. Purchase was made from 
Gilbert X-Ray Equipment Com­
pany of Texas for a price of 
$11,597.65.

A representative of the firm 
explained to commissioners that 
it would require approximately 
six weeks for the machine to 
be installed. In the meantime, 
however, accessory items will 
be sent at once and a portable 
machine set up in order that the 
local clinic will have X-ray 
facilities until the new equip­
ment is installed. Dr. Clyde 
Lynn explained that he has need 
for an X-ray practically every 
day.

Commissioners also were in­
formed that the company instal­
ling the machine would service 
it without charge. Only charge 
for service calis will be for the 
replacement of parts.

Between now' and the time the 
machine is installed, commis­
sioners will decide how they 
will pay for it. A purchase ren­
tal arrangement whereby the 
county pays for the machine in 
36 monthly installments may be 
selected. Or if they desire, com­
missioners may pay cash for . the 
equipment and save the six per 
cent carrying charge.

Mike Field's calf 
continues to lead 
weight contests

By Leo White, County Agent
The August weigh day for 4-H 

Club beef calves was held last 
Saturday morning in the Live­
stock Exhibit Building and 29 
of the 43 calves were present. 
Mike Field’s big calf that he 
calls Pinocchio is again the lead­
er in the gain contest. Pinocchio 
has gained a total of 272 pounds 
since the weigh day in May. He 
lacked oniy one pound having a 
three pound a day average for 
the 91 day period. Last year at 
this time Oscar Henard had a 
calf called Sugarfoot that had 
a 288 pound gain after 91 days 
and Sugarfoot went on to win 
the contest. Pinocchio is only 16 
pounds behind that calf that had 
a final gain of 776 pounds. There 
is a good possibility that Mike’s 
calf and perhaps some of the 
others will have more than 700 
pounds gain this year.

In second place again is Mar­
sha White with her calf Jasper. 
This calf has gained from 368 
pounds on May 17th to 635 
pounds last Saturday for a total 
of 267 pounds. D’ Lynn McGin- 
ty’s milk fed calf named Sch- 
mettia, she says it means green 
cheese, has come from behind to 
take third place in the gain. 
This calf was in eighth place a 
mbnth ago. He has moved Linda 
Fitzgerald’s calf, Rawhide, from 
third place down to fourth. 
Three calves were tied for fifth 
place all having a gain of 233 
pounds. They are Oscar Hen- 
ard’s two calves, Elmer and 
Curley and Sarah K. Field’s 
milk fed calf, Comanche. Doug­
las Todd’s calf was in eighth 
place, Mike Loe was ninth and 
Margaret Henard was 10th.

The calf that had the best 
gain for the last 28 days was 
D'Lois McGinty’s calf with a 
gain of 86 pounds. He is 62 
pounds behind the leader with 
181 days to go so he could get 
into the front of the race 'be­
fore the February show.

Forty-two calves are fed by 
4-H club members but all of 
them are not entered in the gain 
contest. Last Saturday Sarah K. 
and Robert Field brought in two 
new calves. Douglas Todd has 
two calves now and one of them 
made his first appearance at a 
weigh day. Two boys from Den­
ver City, Roger and Tony Mc­
Cray each have calves that 
came in last Saturday for the 
first time. The heaviest calf 
weighed 797 pounds and the 
smallest one weighed 352. The 
faster gaining calves will put 
on about 400 pounds between 
now and show time and somfe 
of the lower gainers will be a- 
bout 300 pounds heavier a t show 
time than they are now.

The calves, as a whole, are 
doing better this year than the 
past two feeding seasons. The 
weather has undoubtedly had 
something to do with it and the 
few hot days that we have had 
this summer have not thrown 
any of the animals off feed.

Most of the calves will get a 
treatment of Trolene during the 
next 10 days to keep the grubs 
from appearing in their back 
this fall and winter. This treat­
ment is expected to give some 
additional gain since the medi­
cine is systemic insecticide that 
kills the grubs before they do 
any damage. I t  will cost $1-75 
to $2.50 to treat each animal 
but 9 or 10 extra pounds at show 
time will easily pay that ex­
pense with some to spare.
