the birthplace of Comanche
Chief Quanah Parker and a
number of other areas in this
part of the country boast of his-
torical sites. We've wondered a
good bit if Plains or Yoakum
County might not have a very
valuable historical or publicity
point which has never been
brought to light. 7

If not, perhaps one could be
fabricated for publicity purpos-
es. Muleshoe recently got na-
tional publicity on a radio pro-
gram carried by a radio’ station
there which was, adopted after
the hit song, “Mule Train.” The
Associated Press wire recently
carried a picture of a Chamber
of Commerce welicoming sign
inviting travelers to the city of
several hundred people and
“three or four old grouches.”

But one of the most interest-
ing publicity stunts pulled by
a community is that of Happy
Valley, North Carolina, which is
pxpected to be a big tourist
center next summer. The attrac-
tion will be the grave of Thomas
C. Dula who has been immor-
talized in the popular song,
“Hang Down Your Head, Tom
Dooiey.”

The real story is that Thomas
C. Dula fought as a private in
the Conferedate Army and
shortly after his return from
the war was hanged for [the
murder of Laura Foster. The
trial and execution took place

in Statesville in 1866, but Tom

Dula was brought back for bur-
ial, not in a cemetery, but on
a farm now owned by a fellow
named Sam Jones. No one has
paid much attention to his grave
nniiil sentingental, interest was
aroused by the song relating his
misfortunes.

Now under his new name of
Tom Dooley, he has become

something ‘of a celebrity. Some

people in Statesville proposed
that he be disinterred and re-
buried there, with a suitable
memorial and proper care for
his grave. People of Ferguson,
however, retorted that if the
Statesville folks were so inter-
ested in Tom's welfare they
shouldn’t have hanged him back
in '66.

Someone. pointed out to the
Wilkes County posts of the
American Legion and Velerans
of Foreign Wars that Tom was

Most of the cotton gins in this
area have a drying system
in their plant_so, they can lower
the moisture .content of the seed
coiton before it goes. through the
machifery. In orderto tell how
much - drying needs to be done
they have to know how much
‘moisture “is -in! the-'cotton. They
test, each load of cotton with a
“simple moisture testing ma-
chine: Some -of ‘it needs no dry-
ing at all while other loads need
three or four percent taken out
before a good job of ginning can
be done.

“The  same -moisture testing
machine uséd by gin managers
can be rigged to test the mois-

“‘ture in seed:cotton in the field.

Some: of these moisture testing
machines are on' the market for
about. $75.00 each: Farmers with
‘a large cotton . acreage: could
well afford to own a moisture

testing apparatus for use.in the

field at harvesting time. The
.cotton will dry out more rapidly
one day than it will another.
Some  mornings after a: heavy
dew the cotton will dry down to
8 percent moisture by 9° o'clock
and the very next day may be
one of those cloudy days with
high humidity and it is 11:00
a.m. before the- cotton /is dry
enough to harvest. A moisture
testing machine could tell exact-
ly when the  cotton was dry
enough to harvest. The differ-
ence in ‘the value of a bale of
cotton harvested too damp could
easily be $25.00 less than a bale
harvested  when it was just
right.

Some farmers blame the class-
ing office when they get differ-
ent grades on cotton harvested
the same day out of the same
field. The variation in moisture
at harvesting time could easily
be the cause of some of these
different grades. At 7:00 a.m.
the moisture content of seed-
cotton is usually about 15 per-
cent. If the air is dry and the
sun is out the cotton will dry out
to 10 percent moisture by 9
o’clock. Then by 10 o'clock the
moisture content is down to 8
percent and ready to harvest.

Since we do not have mois-
turt testing machines for this
year the next best thing to do
is to estimate the amount of
moisture in the seed cotton. The

- gin operator can help the farmer

by letting him know the moisture
content of each load as it comes

The morning
starting time is no more impor--
tant:than the -evening fquiting-
time. - The moisture content of ~
the seed cotton starts gomg up
as early as 4:00 p.m, and it is’
usually too high to gm properly
before dark. .. -
The farmer who ‘uses = strlp-

ping machine would need to be -

even more cautious because he

gets : more- leaves. and #rash in :

his - seed- cotton. These are the
materials -that -the gin cannot
get out-of damp cotton. He will
have a trashy sample in addition
to a matted sample and the
classing office will grade it down
and the buyer will pay $25.00
a bale .less for it. He could
easily afford to wait an hour or
two to start his stripping ma-
chine because he can usually fill
all his trailers in a few hours
anyway. ‘When the gins are
crowded and the farmer can
only get a trailer or two a day
he may as well wait until after
dinner to start his stripper so
he can fill the trailer with dry
cotton. Of course -there is such
a thing as having it too dry and
brittle but the gins can take care
of that situation too. They can
put moisture in much = easier
than they can take it out.
