S O U R  SOIL A  OUR S TR EN G TH S
By Bill Dittemore

Now is the time to plan cover 
crops to control wind erosion 
next spring. Tom Barron who is 
a cooperator with the Yoakum 
Soil Conservation District and 
has a G reat Plains Conservation 
Program  contract believes in 
cover crops. Mr. Barron says 
th a t “rye planted in • the cotton 
rows with a inter-row  seeder 
will help control wind erosion, 
improve the tilth of the soil and 
add much needed organic m at­
ter to the soil.”

Tom also has three separate 
pastures ranging from 4 to 8 
acres in sjze. Tom seeded one 6 
acre pasture to NK 37 Bermuda 
grass around the first of August 
of this year. The grass has cov­
ered the ground and could be 
grazed now. Tom pre-watered 
before planting the grass. The 
grass is growing rapidly and 
does not show a need for water. 
Tom has another 6 acres p lant­
ed to Midland Bermuda. The 
sprigged Bermuda doesn’t  have 
the cover th a t the seeded Ber­
muda has. Tom says he intends 
to give this a shallow plowing 
with a moldboard plow to get 
rid of the weeds and to further 
spread the grass sprigs. Mid­
land Bermuda will not make 
seed and NK 37 will make seed 
where it was originally grown 
in Arizona.

Tom also has about 6 acres of 
Weeping Love grass th a t he 
seeded with the Yoakum Soil 
Conservation D istrict grass drill. 
This Love grass came up to al­
most a perfect stand and is 3 
to 4 inches high in less than a 
month of growth He intends to 
graze this and if possible har­
vest some grass seed. He also 
has some Sideoats gram a plant­
ed tha t is going to furnish some 
additional grazing. Where the 
grass is established Tom said 
th a t he intends to use a stalk  
shredder to eradicate the weeds. 
These three types of grasses 
should furnish year around graz­
ing. The rye grass will also fur­
nish limited grazing and help 
control wind erosion. Any one de­
siring information on this type 
of program or any phase of the 
G reat Plains Conservation Pro­
gram  is encouraged to stop by 
the local Soil Sonservation of­
fice.
