City power gets
generator, mofor

The city has recently installed
the new generator and motor for
the local light company. The new
equipment went into effect this
week. .

According to Bob Loe, -city
secretary, the city has now
doubled the capacity of their
light plant with this new equip-
ment. The new generator is 500
KW with the three old ones
having 172 KW each.

The city has worked on the
project for over a year. Accord-
ing to Loe and the City Council
the public is invited to come by
the light plant and inspect the
new equipment,

The equipment was paid for
by issuing warrants and Loe said
the increase revenue received
from the city’s light company
would pay for the warrants. He
added that there would be no in-
crease in the light bills to pay
for this added service.

Also completed recently is the
new water tank and well locat-
ed west of Plains. Loe said that
the city has more than doubled
their water capacity since the
new well went into operation.
The new well pumps approximat-
ely 350 gallons of water per
minute. The well was connected
directly to the main water line
which will give the city better
water pressure.

Fertilized grain sorghums paid
off according to a demonstration
carried out this year by Mr.
Rufus Brian on his farm south-
east of Bronco. He had 3 small
fertilized plots and a check plot
with no fertilizer at all on it.
The fertilizer used on the three
plots was 20-20-20, 40-40-0 and
80-40-0. The 80-40-0 was con-
sidered the high rate of fertilizer
and it made the most grain. It
also cost the most money. After
the grain was sold he realized
a profit of 51c an acre by using
fertilizer.

The 40-40-0 plot was consid-
ered a medium rate of fertilizer.
It produced less grain but cost
less money so the profit was
greater. This plot made a profit
of 85c an acre by using fertiliz-
er. The third plot which was the
low rate of fertilizer, 20-20-20,
produced less grain than either
of the other two but it still pro-

duced 600 pounds per acre more
than the check plot. This low
rate of fertilizer was less ex-
pensive and the profits realized
from this application was high-
est of all. The net return from
applying this fertilizer came to
$2.93 per acre.

The profit from fertilizer de-
pends upon the price received
for the product. This year we
valued the grain at $1.40 cwt.
because that was the market
price on the ‘day it was harvest-
ed. If the price had been lower
the two higher- rates would have
lost money. The low rate would
have still been profitable even
at $1.00 cwt. As the price of
grain goes up, the profits from
these rates begin to change. At
$1.75 cwt. the low rate is still
the most profitable, the high
rate moved up into second place
and the medium rate stood last.

Going on up in price to $2.00
cwt. the rate would take first
place, followed by the low, then
the medium rate. As the price of
grain went up and the price of
fertilizer remained constant, the
high rate would become more

profitable and the medium rate

would pass the low rate at about
$2.30. cwt.

The factors to consider In de-
ciding whether or not to fertilize
grain sorghum would be the
cost of fertilizer and the price of
grain. The low rate of fertilizer
used on the Brian Farm gave
the most returns at $1.40 cwt.
Some farmers have used their
grain to feed hogs rather than
sell it on the open market. They
have determined that they can
sell their grain for $2.25 cwt. by
running it through some 16¢
hogs. Even if the market price
was only $1.30 or $1.40, but hogs
were selling for 16c a pound,
then the farmer would be justi-
fied in using the high rate of
fertilizer rather than the low
rate.

These results came from one
demonstration carried out durt
ing this year. Recommendations
cannot be made on the basis of
one year of testing,. We have
two other demonstrations in the
county this year. They will be
harvested in the near future
and the land variation and the
weather conditions may cause
the other two demonstrations to
give results mn reverse from those
on the Rufus Brian Farm.

One other factor enters in.
There may be some -carry-over
of fertilizer materials in the
soil for the 1961 crop. The high
rate of fertilizer might give a
substantial increase next year
whereas the plot that received a
low rate in 1960 might give only
a slight increase over the non-

fertilized plot. If one application .

of 80-40-0 will give a- 1,000
pound increase the first year,
there is a possibility that it could
give a 600 pound increase dur-
ing the second year. If this is
the case then the high rate
would be much more profitable
than the low rate.
