The two older Meixner boys,

C. C. Copeland, with a port=
able horseshoe rig which takes

Hobbs, Tatum, Brownfield,
Morton, Seagraves, Denver
City and a few places in be-
tween, is the only horseshoer
in this vast horse=loving area,

Although Copeland trimmed
his first hoof and shod his first
horse when he was a pretty
small boy, he's been making a
living at the business for only
two years,

Except for a horseshoer from
Clovis who occassionally visits
this area and another from
Odessa, Copeland is the only
man of his profession operating
in these parts, He says he
doesn't shoe all the horses, but
still has quite a following, A
fewhorse ownersstill shoe their
own and there are two or three
fellows who enter the business
on a part-time basis,

In a year's time, Copeland
says he will shoe between 300
and 400 horses,

According to Copeland, hor=
se's hoofs grow similar to a
person's fingerneils, On the
averabe, a horse's hoofs are
wimmed and shod about every
six weeks, In a year's time, a
horse will grow a completely
new hoof. Some go a good bit
longer between shoddings and
a few get the treatment more
often, "Over in New Mexico,
horsesridden hard on the rocky
soil, go through a set of shoes
pretty quickly, " he says.

Like everything else, the
horseshoe business has changed
a lot in recent years, The old
"hot fire" process has been re=
placedby a modern "cold shoe"
simplifying the operation and

giving greater and more con-
sistent protection,

Horseshoeing is not too much
of a seasonal business, Cope-=
land says that business is a
little better in the summer,
but that's because horses are
used more then.

Where do the customers come
from? Practically every horse
owner is a potential customer,
Some horses still don't wear
shoes, but most of those which
are ridden a lot cannot get by

without them,

A vicious tornado came within a stone's
throw of downtown Plains Wednesday after=
noon before taking off on a southward course.

Although no serious damage was done, the
twister left its mark. A sign was vaulted 150
feet into the air, tumbleweeds were deposited
atop high line wires and a mesquite bush was
"picked. "

Eyewitnesses to the twister were Mr, and
Mrs. Roy Fitzgerald and their daughter, Mrs,
Melvin Walser, The trio stood in the yard of
the Fitzgerald home and watched the tornado
move in from the northeast.

According to Fitzgerald, an unidentified
motorist waveling east had to stop and let the
funnel cross the highway in front of him.

After the twister demolished the sign, it
headed straight for Allen Wagley's building,
Fitzgerald related, But, according to the wit=

"ness, it changed courses and zig-zagged back
. east before heading south and going out of

sight,

Fitzgerald said the tornado came within
about 200 yards of his home, which is located
just eastof the city limits. The storm occured
about 4:20 p. m., just as a rain began,
