Conservation
NEWS

Cover crops are the main
conservation job being done
this week. Hundreds of acres
of land where sorghums have
been shredded, cotton, cow-
peas and fallowed land are
all a very good, place to plant.

There are a number of ways
being used to plant cover crops
but what ever the way used
the seed must be planted early
if the crop is to get a good
growth before cold weather.

Rollin McCord has already
planted a good stand of rye in
all his cotton and on several
more acres.

W. P. Turner manager for
Harvest Queen Mills farm has
purchased a new cyclone seed-
er and mounted it on a four
row tractor. He plans to plant
a lot.of acres that otherwise
would be bare . land next
spring.

C. O. Head of Lubbock who
owns and operates a farm
west of Plains plans to seed a
lot -of rhy by airplane. °

Probably one of the most un-
ique crop planting is going on
just west of Tokio. Paul Cobb
is deep breaking and pulling a
grain drill all at the same
time. We have seen one or the

‘other-uséd to control wind ero-

sion but not the two together.

Henry May of Denver City
is planting several acres of
small grain and Henry says,
‘“Early planted cover crops
generally produce more co-
ver.”

Newly sprigged Bermuda
grass should certainly have a
cover crop of small grain over
seeded now.
