to vote a 1962 revenue pro­
gram for the city. The result 
will be either more double ses­
sions or a higher pupil-teach­
er ratio.”

The city’s superintendent 
was quoted:

"The children will pay the 
cost of this action.”

Construction of two grade 
schools, a 17-room addition 
to a grade school, and a junior 
high school would be deferred, 
the article said.

For the residents of the Dis­
trict of Columbia, federal mon­
ey goes hand - in - hand with 
federal control.

Cowboys Give 
Impressive Show

Last Friday night in Far- 
well saw a very much im­
proved Cowboy team bow to the 
Farwell Steers in a game that 
was very much closer than the 
score indicates in a 30-14 de­
cision.

Plains fans saw a different 
team fielded by the Cowboys than 
has been seen all year. This 
was, without a doubt, the tough­
est group Plains has tangled 
with all season, and yet Plains 
looked better than they have the 
entire season.

The extra punch through the 
middle for power plays and for 
opening up the opponents de­
fense was certainly and very 
effectively added by Jerry 
Jones, end converted to full­
back. Jones, we understand 
actually weighs around the 170 
to 175 mark, but runs like 190. 
Fans saw several occasions 
when holes in the line didn’t 
materialize or were stopped up, 
but Jones was able to bulldoze 
out two or three yards anyway. 
This was a very Impressive 
additon to the Cowboy offens­
ive attack and one that should 
add heavily In our coming dis­
trict contests. Jones, alone, 
made a total of 109 yards rush­
ing, which was 42 yards more 
than the entire Farwell offense 
gained in their total rushing 
attempts.

Defensively Plains was cert­
ainly an improved team this 
week, with the defensive hon­
ors being shared by a great 
many players. Dennis Hickman, 
who was injured and taken from 
the game early In the second 
quarter of play got eight tackles 
in that short period. Others 
standing out In defense were 
Clarence Todd and Ernie An­
derson who were tied for most 
tackles with 11 each. It should 
be noted that Clarence plays 
defensive tackle and a boy has 
to really be on the ball to get 
a great many tackles from that 
position.

Racking up 10 tackles each 
were Kenneth McGlnty, Butch 
Hawkins and Royce Chance. It 
is also noteworthy that Sam 
St. Romain and Butch Simms, 
defensive guards, got eight 
tackles each, and from their

position the opportunity for 
many tackles don’t just come, 
they are arranged for and fought 
for by the guards.

The actual effectiveness of 
last week’s offense can be seen 
in some very revealing statis­
tics about the game. Both half­
backs for the steers stacked up 
a total of one yard rushing. 
Their left-half gained five and 
right-half lost four. Their 
quarterback lost a net of sev­
en yards, leaving their full­
back, Jerry Lovelace to gain73 
yards rushing.

Total yards gained by the 
Steers consisted of a net of 67 
yards rushing and 137 passing, 
while the Cowboys gained 151 
rushing and 64 passing. As for 
first downs, Plains gained 16 
to Farwell’s 7.

Farwell’ s scoring situations 
came about In three of the 
game’s four periods of play. 
Their first score was gained 
in the later part of the first 
quarter when Jerry Lovelace, 
fullback, raced 39 yards for the 
TD. The second period of play 
saw an attempted Plains pass 
intercepted by Clements, center 
for the steers, which he ran back 
for 85 yards and the 6 point 
tally. The second half ended with 
the score 18-0 after a pass lat­
eral play which was run 39 
yards again hv Lovelace for the 
third scoring success.

No points were scored by 
Farwell in the third quarter, but 
the final period of play produced 
a total of four combined touch­
downs in the final one minute 
and 51 seconds of play. Far­
well’ s two last minute touch­
downs came on a 25 yard pass 
completion to Lovelace and with 
just 5 seconds to go a pass to 
Lindop. In each of the five tries 
for extra points, Farwell was 
unseccessful.

In the Cowboy’s w o  scoring 
situations, Hawkins ran over 
for the first made from the 12 
yard line and a pass from Fields, 
to Ernie Anderson made the two 
extra points.

The cost of 
maintaining our Service Cen­
ter, keeping of proper member­
ship, advancement, camping 
and other records, utilities, 
postage, office supplies, mail­
ings to the field, etc. This 
amount being $32,827.06.

5.8% goes for education and 
leadership training. The cost of 
training all leaders in the coun­
cil, public education and re­
lations, finance campaign oper­
ation, and visual aids. Profes­
sional staff addition training is 
included in the cost of $5,598.

1.3% goes for National Coun­
cil Services. The national quota 
and charter fee, in return the 
Council receives overall help, 
exoert guidance, visitations 
from national staff and latest 
national materials to assist 
leaders of the Council. The cost 
for this service is $1,675.

The total budget for the year 
1961-62 is $110,160.06.

DPS Announces 100 Openings
AUSTIN—Col. Homer Garri­

son Jr., director of the Texas
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Plains, Texas

Department of Public Safety, 
announced today more than 100 
openings are available for men 
between 21 and 35 in the uni­
formed services of the DPS.

He said applications for en­
trance in the next student pa­
trolman school, a 16-week 
training period at the DPS Law 
Enforcement Academy at Aus­
tin, will be accepted until Oc­
tober 20.

"With the increase in 
salaries voted by the last ses­
sion of the Legislature, we are 
now in a position to offer pay 
that is in line with business and 
industry,”  Garrison said. "But 
when all benefits are con­
sidered, as well as the fact that 
these jobs offer a career of 
service to their fellow Texans, 
we regard them as outstand­
ing opportunities for young 
men.”

The DPS director explained 
that a larger number of vacan­
cies exist at the present time 
as the result of menbeing called 
into the military' service, and a 
recently-authorized increase in 
the department’ s uniformed 
services.

He said that upon completion 
of the 16-week training course, 
graduates will become com­
missioned officers and w'ill be 
assigned to the field. The sal­
ary while in training will be 
$331 per month and will 
increase either to $395 ro $412 
per month upon graduation, de­
pending on nature of assign­
ment. Longevity pay increments 
of $10 extra per month will be 
added for each five years of 
service for each of the uni­
formed services, which are the 
Highway Patrol, License and 
Weight service, Motor Vehicle 
Inspection service and the Driv­
ers License Service.

Applicants must have a high 
school education or the equiv­
alent, lie in good physical con­
dition and be of good moral 
character. They must be not 
less than five feet, eight inches, 
nor more that six feet, 
four inches tall; and weigh not 
less than two pounds nor more 
than three pounds per inch of 
height.

We are a rural family, so a 
shelter built in Plains would do 
us little good. Naturally it does 
not seem quite fair that we 
should have to share in the ex­
pense of something that we 
would not be able to use. The 
citizens of Plains certainly 
wouldn’t to share in our ex­
pense should we build us a pri­
vate shelter.

We are faced by questions 
we do not know the answers to. 
We do not feel that the people 
behind this project, from the 
local level, through! national 
civil defense leaders, all the 
way to the president, have the 
answers.

It seems to us, that with 
all the polution and contam­
ination that would be around, 
even after a two weeks stay 
in a shelter, that even a very 
adequate shelter is just pro­
longing the sure death, or at 
least serious sickness that is 
inevitable if a nuclear atack 
comes.

Shelter builders are using all 
kinds of high pressure adver­
tisement to get people and com­
munities to build fall-out shel­
ters immediately, yet they also 
advertise, "Pay so much down 
and take five years for the bal­
ance.”

To us, it seems that it is up 
to everyone to work and pray 
for peace rather than trying 
to find an easy cure-all for 
our problem. As is the case 
with many cure-alls, it may 
not do all we expect of it, and 
if it doesn’t — what will we do?
