Following are portions of La­
bor Department notice:

“ Section 503 of . . .  Agri­
cultural Act, as amended, pro­
hibits making Mexican nationals 
available . . . unless he (Sec­
retary of Labor) has certified 
that (1) sufficient domestic 
workers who are able, willing, 
and qualified are not available 
at the time and place needed, 
(2) employment of such workers 
will not adversely affect the 
wages and working conditions 
of domestic agricultural work-

ers, (3) reasonable efforts have 
been made to attract domestic 
workers . . .

“ The information available 
to the Secretary of Labor raises 
a question as to whether he 
can determine and certify that 
the employment of Mexican na­
tionals will not adversely af­
fect the wages and working con­
ditions of domestic agricultural 
workers . . . unless the Mexi­
can workers are paid not less 
than seventy cents per hour.

At the meeting in Midland 
many spokesmen told Holle­
man that the feeling Was that 
it was grossly unfair not to take 
into consideration such things 
as free medical care, housing 
and transportation. It was also

Local Prisoner 
Escapes Jail

A 30-year old Inmate of 
Yoakum County Jail in Plains 
managed to kick his way to 
freedom last Saturday after­
noon, March 3, between the 
hours of 4 and 6 p. m.

James P. Roberts, five-foot 
eleven-inch, 200 pound, half- 
breed Indian, managed to knock 
a hole in the wall o f the Juv­
enile ward of the county jail.

Deputy Sheriff, Olan Heath, 
explained that Roberts had been 
placed in the Juvenile ward 
because of some faulty plumb­
ing in the regular Jail. Heath 
said it would be most unlike­
ly that anyone would be able 
to escape from the security 
part of the local jail.

Roberts had been apprehen­
ded in the theft of a saddle 
belonging to Charlie Thomas 
of Denver City. The saddle was 
recovered successfully and, 
since this was Roberts' first 
offense, opinion was that even 
as little as a 90 -day Jail 
sentence might possibly be me­
ted out for this count.

Roberts has a wife and two 
children in the Lamesa area, 
a mother in Amarillo and a 
father in Albuquerque, New 
Mexico.

Opinion is that he will be 
apprehended when he tries to 
make contact with one or oth­
er of his relatives.

Co-Op Gin Report
tf.Latest meeting of the Yoak­
um County Co-Op Gin A ssoc­
iation showed that in all de­
partments it is proceeding very 
well. Committed acreage has 
passed 4,000. acres, of cotton 
and the purchase of 1st pre­
ferred stock Is progressing 
well. Interest to be paid on 
1st preferred stock will be 8%.

In the latest association meet­
ing It- was decided to concen­
trate on the Split Stream Gin 
of 15 to 18 bales per hour 
capacity in view bf the .est­
imated final total number of 
acres and to meet the demands 
of the area.

The new gin is to be lo­
cated 9 miles southwest of 
Plains on the Lovington High­
way. It will be Connected direct­
ly with the fcoUOp Oil Mill, 
Co-Op Compress, and Plains 
Cooperative Cotton A ssoci­
ation.

Directors are trying to con­
tact all farm ers in the area, 
however a good many have been 
missed, but they will be con­
tacted as soon as possible.

Texas Needy 
Families Share In 
Farm Abundance

The candle burns dimly for 
folks with empty stomachs.

But life was brighter in 1961 
! for at least211,729needyTexas 
‘.citizens who • were given a ■ 
chance to share in Am erica's 
farm abundance, points out Wil­
liam Herndon, Texas Depart­
ment of Public Welfare, Austin.

"N ever before have we felt 
v we ' could do so much for folks 
who stand in need,”  Herndon 
says.

During the last year, Hern­
don's office directed distribu­
tion of 52,793,075 pounds of 12 
important foods donated by the 
U. S. Department of Agricul­
ture. The food was given to 

: eligible families, by county and 
local welfare organizations on 
the basis of need.

Under the program, USDA 
donates the surplus and other 
foods, as requested by Herndon 
and welfare directors In other 
states. State and local officials 
determine who is eligible to re- 

' ceive it and pay all costs of 
distribution within the state.

In general, receipents in­
clude persons who are receiv­
ing public assistance, those who 
are unemployed, or whose low 
Income makes it impossible for 
them to buy foods necessary to 
maintain diets essential for 
good health.

In 1961, victims ofHurricane 
Carla received 1.6 million 
pounds of USDA food, under pro­
visions of the program that per­
mit use of the foods for 
emergency feeding.

The donated food's must meet 
strict specifications for qual­
ity, explains John J. Slaughter, 
Dallas. Slaughter is Southwest 
area supervisor of USDA's food 
distribution division, a part of 
the Agricultural Marketing 
Service.

Cotton Burs For 
Soil Improvements

Research at the Lubbock Sta­
tion shows that for ever ton of 
burs applied to the land we can 
expect an increase of 36 lbs. 
lint cotton per year for 3-5 
years. Water utilization by the 
growing cotton plant is more 
efficient by about a third.

The main value obtained from 
applying burs to the soil ap­
pears to be an increase supply 
of food nutrients to the plant 
following the breaking down of 
the burs by organisms in the 
soil.

Generally the organic content 
of our soil is low in Texas. This

need not cause alarm if we add 
at regular intervals organic 
residues. What is organic resi­
due or organic matter? It is 
the results of the decomposi­
tion of plant and animal ma­
terials by soil organisms. Or­
ganic matter improves oil stuc- 
ture with a corresponding in­
crease in water holding ca­
pacity. Organic matter granu­
lates loose open sandy soils 
to give them friable, crum 
structure. Organic matter 
serves as a storage facility for 
mineral nutrients such as cal­
cium, magnesium, nitrogen and 
many others. It helps in root 
development of young plants. 
Burs are also very effective in 
erosion control. They can be 
used as both a mulch and a 
source of organic matter if ni­
trogen is applied when plant­
ing the next crop to off set 
that being used by the organ­
isms in the process of decay­
ing the burs.

Anti-Pollution 
Ordinance 
Passed By 
Commissioners
Restrictions in regard to the 

disposal of salt water in bar 
ditches or within the public 
right-of-way of Yoakum County 
have been adopted by the Coun­
ty Commissioners’ Court, to­
gether with a fine set for those 
who violate the resolution.

According to the resolution 
drawn by County Attorney V er­
non Townes, under direction of 
com m issioners’ court, and 
adopted by the court, those found 
guilty may be fined not less than 
$10 or more than $200. In event 
of continued violation, an in­
junction may be obtained to pro­
hibit such action.

The resolution, In Its entirety 
read;

WHEREAS, the lands of Yoa­
kum County are underlain with 
a valuable fresh water strata, 
and

WHEREAS, the disposal of 
salt water In surface pits and 
on the surface of the ground 
can and does cause pollution 
to the sub-surface fresh water 
straws, and

WHEREAS, certain persons, 
Individuals, forms and corpora­
tions have heretofore disposed 
of salt water by pouring or 
dumping same In the bar ditches 
or within public road righ t-of- 
way of this County and

WHEREAS, the practice of 
disposing of salt water within 
public road right-of-ways can 
seriously damage the sub-sur­
face fresh water strata;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT 
RESOLVED by the Commis­
sioners Court of Yoakum Coun­
ty, Texas, that Article 696a of 
the Penal Code of the State of 
Texas shall be strictly enforced 
in Yoakum County, and the pub­
lic  shall be notified that under 
the terms and provisions of the 
above set out penal statute any­
one violating the terms of said 
statute may be fined not less 
than $10.00 nor more than 
$200.00, and in the event of 
a continued violation an injuc- 
tlon may be obtained to suppress 
such violation. The term ‘ *pub- 
lic highway”  as used in the 
above Act means the entire 
width between property lines of 
any road, street, or thorough­
fare not privately owned or 
controlled and said statute 
makes it unlawful for any firm 
or person or private corpora­
tion to dump, deposit, or leave 
refuse Including decayable and 
not decayable wastes. The law 
enforcement officers In Yoakum 
County, Texas, are hereby d i­
rected to strictly enforce all of 
the terms and conditions of the 
statute above mentioned and 
the public Is hereby notified that 
said statute will be strictly en­
forced In all of Its terms and 
prosecution will result from the 
use of any public roadway as 
above defined in Yoakum County 
for the disposal of salt water.
