I got a letter this week from 

Senator Ralph Yarborough in 
which he was talking about the 
big hassel in the senateover the 
Telestar program.

Seems, according to the 
Senator that the big noise is 
over the point of whether the 
new program should be handled 
by the Federal Government or 
whether it should be turned over 
to a private corporation to beop - 
erated.

I ’d like to quote Senator Yar­
borough here on some of the 
points he makes concerning the 
issue.

Quote, "F o r  the first time 
in 35 years, the U. S. Senate has 
imposed the so-called gag rule 
by voting cloture. The guil­
lotine was broughtdown on those 
who had stood together in legis­
lative debate in trying to head 
off the biggest giveaway of the 
space communications program 
to a private monopoly.

"The giveaway bill is just 
what I called it in a speech on 
the floor of the Senate; It’ s a 
bill of, by and for great ag­
gregations of wealth . . .  a bill 
with nothing in it for the Amer­
ican people whose billions of 
tax dollars have paid for the 
research to make space com ­
munications possible.

"Fellow  Texan . . . It’ s a sad 
commentary on pur government 
that the first cloture voted in the 
Senate in thirty-five years was 
not to protect our country in 
time of war or  ina greatnational 
emergency; itwas notto advance 
human rights. It was voted to 
help satisfy the insatiable ap­
petite of giant corporate mo­
nopoly.”  End of Quote.

In my frank opinion, if this 
kind of attitude, held forth by 
Senator Yarborough, could be 
carried back in history, our 
government today would own;

Telephone companies, elec­
tric utilities, gas lines, rail­
roads, air lines, truck lines, 
the steel industry, the auto in­
dustry, and the host o f other in­
dustries started since July 4, 
1776.

The truth is that President 
Kennedy’ s bill setting up an in­
vestor-owned corporation to 
control American participation 
in the coming world space com­
munications system is good 
sense.

The energy and enterprise of 
millions of individuals working 
under free enterprise have made 
America a great industrial na­
tion.

Opponents of this bill, which 
by the way, passed in the house 
by 354 to 9 say that it is a give­
away. This is a mighty small 
handful of men who are opposed 
to it.

It seems a little unlikely that 
the President and almost all 
Senators and Congressmen 
would "give away”  the inter­
ests of the people of the United 
States.

I certainly believeour Senator 
from  Texas, Ralph Yarborough, 
has gotten ori the wrong side of 
this question. Certainly wedon’ t 
want the governmentin business 
on a competitive basis withfree 
enterprise.

I ’ m certainly not ready for 
socialism yet even in the field 
of world-wide communications.

Announcements of this will be 
made in all churches in Plains 
on Sunday morning to allow 
members of the various 
churches, especially rural citi­
zens, to get the vaccine be­
fore they go home for the noon 
meal.

The vaccine will be avail­
able to any and all residents of 
Yoakum County or  anyone, for 
that matter, just passing 
through or  visiting in Plains.

Especial emphasis has been 
placed on the fact that bra­
ceros and other temporary 
residents of the county should 
be encouraged to come and 
take advantage of the immuni­
zation.

The big benefit of the Sabine 
serum lies in the fact that it 
not only immunizes the indi­
vidual taking the vaccine, as 
does the familiar Salk injection, 
but that it also does away with 
the possibility of a person be­
ing a carrier of the polio 
virus, which was not so with 
the Salk serum.

It is reported that the Sa­
bine drops are tasteless 
when given on a lump of sugar 
as they will be here Sunday and

Young Farmers 
Chapter Sought
Possibility of organizing a 

Young Farmers Chapter in 
Plains was brought to light this 
week by Jerry Stockton, Voca­
tional Agricultural instructor at 
Plains High School,

A meeting to ascertain the 
amount of interestof localfarm - 
ers is scheduled for Monday 
night, August 27 at 8 p.m. in the 
Plains School cafeteria.

Mr. Homer Jones, an advisor 
for the Terry County Young 
Farmers, will be on hand to 
disclose some points about the 
Terry County Chapter and to 
show exactly how it operates.

The Young Farmer program, 
a state-wide program adminis­
tered by the Texas Education 
Agency, is an educational pro­
gram for young men out of high 
school and under 36 years of age. 
Although farmers over 36years 
old may become membersofany 
local chapter, but a re not alio wed 
to hold office.

In the event a chapter is or­
ganized locally, Stockton pointed 
out, a monthly meeting will be 
scheduled for thegroupdesigned 
largely on the basis of an ed­
ucational-type program, al­
though, several social and rec­
reational functions can be antici­
pated.

State dues for such groups are 
set at $ 1 per member and most 
local chapters set local dues 
varying from $1.50 to $5 to cover 
such things as postage, refresh­
ments, and other chapter ex­
penses. This fee, said Stockton, 
is set up by the local chapter it­
self.

In outlining some of the ad­
vantages of the program es­
pecially where affiliation with 
the State organization is con- 
'Cemed were pointed out by 
Stockton. They include;

1. Each member will receive 
copies of the Young Farmer 
Magazine published quarterly.

2. The chapter and Its mem­
bers are eligible to participate 
in the awards program of the 
state association.

3. Members are eligible to 
participate in any contracts or 
agreements entered into by the 
state association, such as "fleet 
line prices”  for autos and pick­
ups.

4. The chapter and its mem­
bers get more recognition and 
share in benefits o f state as­
sociation publicity.

5. The chapter gets much as­
sistance from area and state 
levels in regard to educational 
programs. Also, resource per­
sonnel specialists are more 
readily available.

6. Chapters may participate 
in regional and state field-day 
activities and state conventions, 
and may receive whatever cour­
tesy benefits are provided.

The following Specialist pro­
grams also are available to 
Young Farmer Chapters upon 
request by the Vocational Agri­
culture teacher of the chapter 
to the area supervisor;

Welding, Farm Electrifica­
tion, Farm Management, Trac­
tor Maintenance, Dairying, En­
tomology, Swine, and Beef.

The best time to cut taxes,

A tax cut now, he said, would 
fight on "the economic front to 
mprove our performance and 

kn the psychological fronttore-

store confidence.”
The "w orst possible time”  to 

cut taxes, he said, is in a boom. 
Then inflation is aggravated, and 
the stimulus to investment 
comes at the expense of con­
sumption.

Referring to suggestions that 
tax reductions be delayed until 
there is a sizeable budget sur­
plus, he said, "W e question first 
that such a situation will occur 
at all as long as our federal 
tax structure exerts such a 
dampening and disincentive ef­
fect on business.”

The Chamber has contended 
that to wait for a budget surplus 
to offset tax reduction probably 
would be to wait in vain.

Mr. Plumley is Chairman of 
the Board and President, State 
Mutual Life Assurance Com­
pany, Worcester, Mass.

Waiting to cut taxes until Con­
gress meets again next January 
"would be a calculated risk,”  
he said. The psychological and 
economic impact of cuts then, 
he said, could be too small and 
too late "to prevent a reces­
sion.”

oaned during fiscal 1962 went 
for farm operating expenses, 
almost a third for the purchase, 
development, or enlargementof 
family farms, and about a sixth 
vent for the construction and 
Improvement of houses and 
service buildings on farms and 

rural communities. 
Approximately 205,000 fam­

ilies were using Farmers Home 
Administration credit for these 
and other purposes at the end 
of the fiscal year — 12 per 
tent more than the year be­
fore.

"The rise in the number and 
amount of loans,”  said Secre- 
ary Freeman, "reflects acon - 
inuing Increase in operating 
expenses necessary to keep 
acg with today’ s modern farm­

ing; methods. It also indicates 
her; reduced returns from the 

sale of farm products which 
have many efficient farm own­
ers hard pressed.”

Secretary Freeman added, "1 
lelteve it is especially note­

worthy that in spite of the 
ormously increased activity 

in its lending programs and 
management work with farm 
fa'niilies, the Farmers Home 
Administration has scarcely in­

creased its personnel at a ll.”  
'Repayment by borrowers 

during the year totaled $336 
million in principal and in­
terest. This compares with re­
payments of $307 million last 
year, and a similar amount in 
1960. About 22,000 borrowers 
repaid their loans in full dur­
ing fiscal 1962.

Of the $637 million loaned by 
Farmers Home Administration 
last fiscal year, $275,360,000 
went to 74,741 farmers to buy 
equipment, livestock, fertili­
zer, pesticides, feed, tractor 
fuel, andother supplies for farm 
and home.

Ownership loans amounting to 
$183,008,000 were made to 11,- 
788 farm families to buy, 
develop, or  enlarge their 
farms. Among these borrowers 
were tenants and sharecrop­
pers, as well as young farmers 
trying to get started. Private 
lenders advanced 77 per cent

Emergency loans amounting 
to $63,340,000 were made to 
20,861 farmers to assist them 
in maintaining normal farming 
operations following disasters, 
such as drought, floods, and 
storms.

Water development and soil 
conservation loans totaling 
$15,878.000 went to 953 in­
dividual farmers and 100 as­
sociations serving approxi­
mately 5,400 people. Watershed 
loans amounted to $3,332,000.

All Farmers Home Admin­
istration bans are accompanied 
by technical advice on farm and 
financial management. Loans 
are made only to applicants who 
are unable to obtain needed 
credit from conventional lend­
ers. All farming counties are 
served by 1,493 b ca l Farmers 
Home offices.

dence of a diminution o f fed­
eral spending to fit revenues 
produced.”

The present income tax struc­
ture, Mr. Plumley said, seems 
"to tackle from behind each re­
covery.”  The recovery from the 
1954 recession, he said, lasted 
35 months; from the 1958 re­
cession, 25 months; and the cur­
rent recovery from .the 1960-61 
recession is in its seventeenth 
month and seems to be ending.

"A s recovery periods become 
shorter,”  he said, "while re­
cession periods do not, the econ­
omy finds itself in recession a 
larger proportion of the time 
with high unemployment, under­
utilized capacity, and reduced 
investment. The shorter re­
covery periods alone drag down 
the average long-run perform­
ance of the economy and reduce 
its rate of growth.”

Mr. Plumley estimated that 
the gross avenue loss to the 
government under Chamber tax 
cut proposals if Congress acted 
now would be $8.6 billion but 
that the net would be "less  than 
$3 billion.”  Pick-ups in busi­
ness and personal spending fo l- 
bwing the tax cuts, he said, 
would substantially raise tax­
able incomes.

HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION 
NO. 25 proposing an Amendment to 
Section 60 of Article III o f the Con­
stitution o f the State o f Texas to 
authorize all counties and other 
political subdivisions o f this State 
to provide insurance for all em­
ployees; providing for the submission 
of this Amendment to the voters of 
this State; prescribing the form of 
ballot; providing for the proclamation 
and publication thereof.
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEG­

ISLATURE OF THE STATE OF
TEXAS;
Section 1. That Section 60 of 

Article III o f the State Constitution, 
be amended to read as follows:

“ Section 60. The Legislature shall 
have the power to pass such laws as 
may be necessary to enable all 
counties and other political sub­
divisions of this State to provide 
Workman’s Compensation Insurance, 
including the right to provide its own 
insurance risk, for all employees of 
the county or political subdivision 
as in its judgment is necessary or 
required; and the Legislature shall 
provide suitable laws for the adminis­
tration of such insurance in the 
counties or ¡»olitical subdivisions of 
this State and for the payment of

the costs, charges and premiums on 
such policies o f insurance and the 
benefits to be paid thereunder.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing Constitutional

30 Deaths Expected 
Over Labor Day
AUSTIN — Colonel Homer 

Garrison Jr., Director of the 
Texas Department of Public 
Safety, today announced the of­
ficia l estimate that 30 persons 
will be killed in some 3,000 
traffic crashes during the up­
coming 72 -  hour Labor Day 
weekend.

Commenting on Labor Day 
travel. Garrison said:

"Many Texas families will 
take advantage of this last 
long summer weekend to take 
trips prior to the opening of 
school. As a result, traffic 
will be heavy and the possi­
bilities of traffic crashes will 
be increased.

"Because this holiday is so 
much a family affair, more 
people will be occupying cars. 
Thus any traffic accidentmight 
result in several casualties. 
This has been evidenced sev­
eral times on Texas highways 
in recent weeks. During one 
seven -  day period in August, 
three crashes claimed the lives 
of 20 persons."

Garrison noted that during the 
past eight weeks traffic deaths 
have increased from four 
per cent below to two per cent 
above the toll for the corres­
ponding period of last year.

"But the most alarming thing 
is that the number of fatal 
traffic accidents is now run­
ning four per cent above last 
year’ s figure," he said. "E x­
perience has shown that in 
nearly every fatal accident a 
violation of traffic law has been 
a major causative factor.”

In an effort to focus public 
attention on the hazards of holi­
day travel and to compile ad­
ditional data which will be 
helpful in improving the State’ s 
traffic management program, 
the Department of Public Safe­
ty will conduct "Operation Mo- 
torcide" from 12:01 A. M.
