This compares
with 1,717,000 samples at

: the same time last year. Also

at this time last year, the
Brownfield office was closed:
for the season.

Farmers and other interes=
ted persons, according to Mr.
W. M. Overton, ASCS Office
Manager, should keep in mind
that the changes in the cotton
law, if any are made, by the
Congress, will of course apply
to Yoakum County. At the
present time under the present
cotton law, acreage allot=
ments are issued to counties
based on a five year average
cotton history which¢in many
counties gives a farmer with
300 acres of cropland a larger
cotton acreage allotment than

a 300 acre cropland farmer in-

Yoakum County would re-
ceive.

Under the present acreage
law there are no cotton acreage
allotments set aside for new
growers. What the Congress
might think aboutgiving con-
sideration to new growers is
anybody's guess.

New Tax R

WASHINGTON (UPI) — A study
of the new expense account tax
regulations that are in effect for
1963 indicates they won't mean
the death of a salesman but they
will make him a more careful
accountant.

The rules announced by the In-
ternal Revenue Service require
that from now on taxpayers will
need receipts to prove deductions

for more than $25 per item charg-
ed for business travel, entertain-
ment and gifts.

Thus far, the IRS has spelled
out details only for the record-
keeping needed for the account-
ing., Further specific regulations
will be announced later,

But government experts do pro-
vide these questions and answers:

egulations Deltailed

. Q. What records must a tax-
payer keep to take a deductior
for travel away from home?

Records Listed

A. The amount spent daily brok-
en down into reasonable categor-
ies such as meals, gasoline and
oil, car hire, taxi, etc.

The date of departure and return
for each trip along with the num-

Q Are records for local travel
needed?

A. No. Existing law on such
business expense remains the
same.

Q. What about entertainment
deductions?

A. You must record the amount
spent, the date, the place of en-
tertainment, the business reason
for the entertainment and  the
name, title and other identification
of those entertained so as to show
the business relationship. You
must also record the date, dura-
tion, place and nature of the busi-
ness discussion with the names
of participants.

Q. What about business meals?

Requirements Given

A. The cost, 'date, name and
place of restaurant or hotel must
be recorded, plus a note whether
it is lunch or dinner and informa-
tion on the guests.

Q. How about business gifts?

A. The record must show the
cost, the date and the business
reason for the gift such as the
benefit expected. The occupation
and identity of the recipient.must

Are separate entries needed
for such -expenses:as taxi, street-
car or telephone charges?

A. These may be summed up
in reasonable categories, including
a taxpayer's own meals while
traveling.

Q. Do you have to disclose con-
fidential information on expense
accounting ' statements submitted
to the government?

Audit Possible

A. No, but the information
should be recorded separately for|
possible audit by the Internal Rev-l
enue Service.

Q. If you entertain a relatively
large group, must each name be;
recorded? ° ‘

A, No, not if they consist of a'
readily identifiable group. For in-!
stance, you; could list: ‘‘Mr. Jones,
branch manager of Y Co. and his
15 salesmen.”

Q. What if you buy season or
series tickets for such cvents as
baseball and football games and
give them to customers?

A. In general; each ticket must
be treated as a separate itemi
and the cost allocated according-|
ly. Records must be kept as to
the use of each ticket for a gxtt‘
or entertainment.

Q. How must tips be reported?

A. You .can aggregate the
amount of a tip with he outlay
involved, thus for instance, adding
it to the cost of a meal. If you
want, you can separately state
the daily total of tips.

Q. What if your company pays
your air fare?

A. This doesn’t have to be re-:
corded unless you buy the ticket'
on your  credit card and then
tions?

A. The general rule is that you
must obtain a receipt for any
expenditures over $25. You must
lobtain a receipt for lodging re-
foardless of cost. A recexpt for
ltransportation charges is needed
only where they are readily avail-
able. The receipts should show
‘amount, date, place and essential
character of the espenditure. A
cancelled check along with a bill
ordinarily would establish the ele-
ment of cost but a cancelled check
drawn payable to a named payee
would not by itself support a busi-

ness expenditure without other evi-
dence.

Q. What if you can’t get a re-
ceipt for an expenditure of more
than §$25?

Written Statement Okay

A. Written statements by wit-
nesses would help establish the
right to a deduction. A waiver also
is allowed in cases where a tax-
payer, cannot produce a receipt
for reasons beyond his control—
fire, flood or other disaster.

Q. What if you have a yacht
for entertainment purposes or pay
dues to a country club?

A. You must establish that the
facility was used primarily for the
furtherance of your trade or busi-
ness rather than personal use.
Only such outlays as are directly
related to the astive conduct of
business are deauctible.

Q. What records do you need
to show the yacht or country club
was used primarily for business?

No Rule Of Thumb

A. There is no firm rule of
thumb established yet. But gen-
erally you should keep records on
the timés of use, the number en-
tertained,  the: cost of ‘use. For
routine personal family use, a
notation with the date will be ac-
cepted.

Q. If you account to your em-
ployer for expenses and are reim-
bursed, do you have to keep a
copy?

A. The average employe does not
have to keep duplicates.

Q. How do you show your ex-
pense account deductions on your
income tax return?
