Plains, Texas, the total esti-
mated cost of the water, gas,
sewer lines extensions required
to serve the area, including
in such figure all cost of work
to be done including cost for
designing, etc. the sesign of
the sewer and/or water and/or
gas facilities so to be installed
shall be approved by the City
Council of the City of Plains,
Yoakum County, Texas or by
its City engineer, as said

main collector sewer lines so
to be installed. ;
Section 2; Cost adjustment:
After the facilities have been
designed, and the design
approved by the City Council
of the City of Plains, Texas,
or atits direction approved by
the City Engineer of the City
Council or its employees, at
its direction shall prepare an
estimate of the total cost of

the total cost of the construc-

tion of such sewer and/or gas
and/or water line extensions,
and the owner and owners shall
deposit with the City Council
of the City of Plains, Texas,
the amount of the total esti-
mated cost including engin-
eering and design fees, as
estimated by said City. When
these funds have been so de-
posited with the City of Plains,
Texas, the said City will then
proceed to construct the water
and/or gas and/or sewer faci-
lities in accordance with the
plans and specifications so
prepared and so approved. If
the final cost is less than the
amount so deposited by the
said owner or owners, the
owner or owners shall be re-
funded the difference, upon
completion and if the final
cost is more than the original
estimate, the owner or owners
shall pay to the City as a de-
posit under the terms of the
contract hereinafter provided
for, the difference, before
the water, gas or sewer facil-
ities are put into service, to
serve said area. It is under-
stood that any such facilities
so installed under the terms
of this ordinance shall be and
become and remain the pro-
perty of the City of Plains,
and refunds or repayments will
be made to such person or
persons for such facilities in

Section 1: Deposit required: .

Do you have a pet peeve in houseclegning?

Here is one homemaker's terrible trio - and some suggestions
on how to feel less peevish about three hard jobs.

Venetian Blinds - Spring or summer is the season to tackle
these outdoors. If you have a child's wading pool handy, fill
it with warm water and pine oil cleaner. Then line up all your
blinds and up-end them in the pool. Sponge slats, take the blinds
out on the lawn and hose down for rinsing. Dry blinds by laying
them flat on the lawn just until the moisture runs off. (Putting
them on a beach towel keeps slats free-of grass cuttings.) Hang
blinds up and let them finish drying on the window. If you get
the urge to blind-clean in the winter - or if you are a city dweller
- pine clean the blinds in the bathtub. Hang them to drip over
shower rod - or lay flat in drained tub until excess moisture
drains off.

Ovens - Don't let your oven get too grimy. After you cook a
food that is especially spattery, soak racks as soon as possible
in a solution of grease-dissolving pine oil cleaner and water.
Use a sponge or household cleaning pad which has been dunked
in a pine cleaner to swab the inside of the oven. Let the cleaning
solution set to do its best work - then rinse racks and oven
inside with hot water.

Bathroom - Enlist helping hands here. Each person who uses

the bathroom should tidy up in small ways to
: make the big clean-up job quick and easy. Re-

place towels neatly, clean tub after using, sponge
sink, rescue soap. You can help your helping
hands by keeping a general-purpose pine cleaner
in the bathroom, along with a long-handled
sponge. These two minutes on the part of each
member of the household will help cut down
the weekly cleaning routine. At weekly bath-
room clean-up use a pine oil cleaner to disin-
fect, clean, and deodorize tile, metal, porce-
lain and glass.

Wheat Allotments

3 Overplanting wheat
allotments thisyear can reduce
a farm's future allotments,
according to R,]J, Miears
agronomist with the Texas
Agricultural Extension Service
This effect on a farm's wheat
history is one of several fact-
ors which farmers will anwt to
consider in planning their 1964
crop operations,

Miears calls attention to a
provision of the law passed in
1968 which can affect a farm's
wheat acreage history, it
directs that when no marketing
quotas are in effect, farms ex-
ceeding allotments will ree
ceive thatyear's alloted acres
as history for future allotments,
Complying farms receive their
base acreage as history, he
says.

The agronomist cited this
example of how the provision
would apply on a farm with a
100-acre wheat bage and a
1964 allotment of 60 acre s.
If a farmer complies with his
allotment, his wheat acreage
credit for 1964 will be based
on the 100-acre history, But
if he exceeds his allotment,
he will be credited with only
‘60 acres in computing his 19
‘66 allotment.

Overplanting for the 1964
-wheat crop will not affect the
‘the 1965 allotment since nat-
-dional andstate 1964 wheat a-
‘creage figures will not be
available when allotments are
idetermined,

"By what dispensation from
the moral order does Washing-
ton abide, that a man is held
up to scorn for upholding a
simple virtue; for declaring it
is dishonest to take something
from others without recompen-
se and put it to purely selfish
use?"

Contrasting what he called
our own political pay-off scan-
dal with the profumo affair in
Great Britain, he inquired: "Is
it better for the hapless citizen
to be robbed than scandaliz -
ed?"”

Included in Mr. Neilan's
criticism were some local
chambers of commerce "who
think the <ountry owes their
communities a better living in
the form of federal projects
that have little or no benefits
for all the rest of the country, "
