We heard
of many cattle in the rough coun-
try that had no supplemental
feed for a week, Many more went
for two, three or four days; but,
there seemed to be few losses
other than new born calves,

Someone took a poke at the
cattleman for letting the govern-
ment planes drop hay to the cat-
tle, The implication was that he
had grown a bit soft. This we
deny. Out our way, when the
road machinery made it through
on about the third day, there was
some dozen pickups close behind.
Many walked a mile or more into
their cattle and feed was hauled!

haps a borrowed tractor. We
doubt i1f one percent of the ranch-
ers in the Panhandle had the
army planes drop hay.

Local Soil Conservation Ser-
vice Office tohave visitors from
India, Mr. Abbu M, T, Devar,
and Mr, Sharad C, Gupte who are
with the State Department of
India are coming to Plains to
spend two weeks studing Soil
Conservation District board and
the relationship of various a-
gencies of the Department of
Agriculture, ]

They are particularly inter-
ested in receiving information
on wind erosion control, sand
dune control, planning and ap-
plication ofsoil and water con-
servation,

We might wonder why agri-
cultural workers would come
from India to study our methods
but their problems are ones of

increased production not over
production like ours, since only
2/5 of an acre may be available
to each farmer, India is a
country of one half the size of
the U, S. andhas over 370 mil-
lion people with a 50 million
increase each ten years,

Seagulls are many things.

They are a source of enter-
tainment. They are scaven-
gers. And they are fish-find-
ers.

For entertainment, go to the
coastal beaches and watch
folks tossing scraps and bread
crumbs to flocks of screaming
gulls. It’s fun!

As scavengers, gulls quick-
ly clean up the refuse left on
beaches by careless picnick-

ers.

Whether they are flying far
out to sea, or over the gulf, or
dipping into the bays, or even
the large inland lakes, gulls
are the “spies” that ferret out
schools of fish for the anglers.

Whatever the value of the
seagull, it is sufficient that it
is on the protected list.

Food waste tossed on the
beaches will be cleaned up in
a hurry. by the gulls. There
may be only one gull in sight
when the refuse is dumped,
but in a matter of minutes,
gulls by the dozens will home
in from all points of the com-
pass.

It’s the same at sea. I've
been on shrimp boats far out
of sight of land. Not a gull
would be in sight until the net
was pulled from the water.
Then the birds flew in like
rain drops from a summer
squall.

Gulls are of paramount in-
terest to fishermen. Or per-
haps we should say “to an-
glers who know how to utilize
them.”

If you know how to “read”
the gulls, they’ll find fish for
you. Many a good speckled-
trout-catch in our coastal
bays has resulted from an-
glers “fishing the birds.”

It's a type of fishing that

How does one go about fish-
ing the gulls?

It’s simple. Scan the area
for gulls. If the birds are
flocked up, wheeling in tight
circles and repeatedly dip-
ping into the water, they’re
working a school of fish.

I don’t mean they are feed-
ing on speckled trout or red-
fish, or mackerel and kingfish.
Instead they are feeding on the
small fish chased to the sur-
face by the game fish.

Note the direction in which
the birds are working. Open
up the throttle and swing
ahead of the gulls. Be sure
to give them a wide berth-
when passing so that your
motor won’t spook the school
of fish.

Turn off the motor when
you are in line with the work-
ing gulls. If the birds are
working with the current, an-
chor until the gulls almost
reach you. Then pick up an-
chor and drift along with the
current and the gulls, fishing
all around the boat.

You’ll find fishing good as
loqg as you don’t make any
noises to spook the school. Of
course, you may also hook a
seagull or two. They’ll fre-
quently grab your shrimp just
as it hits the water.

If you've ever had a gull
grab your bait and hook him-
self, you know what you’re in
for. But for the benefit of
those who have never had the
experience, let me assure you
that a hooked gull can be a
rough customer.

SPRING'S THE TIME

There's no better time than
the springtime for servicing air
conditioning equipment!

Painter, it's wise to do it before
the real heat of summer sets
in @#nd while there's still plenty
of time to make repairs, if any
should become necessary.

Room Air Conditioners

If they have been taken
of the window and stored, be
sure all the needed parts are
assembled by the windows be-
fore you tackle the job of in-
stallation. Be sure that the unit
has been placed upright on a
perfectly level surface for at
least 24 hours, so that the oil
in the sealed system can drain
back into the compressor. If
manufacturers instructions call
for oiling, oil now.

Next, wipe down plastic sur-
faces with soap and water. Re-
place old air filters.

" Finally, install the unit in the
window.

If your air conditioner has
been left in the window over
the winter, covers should be re-
moved, and the unit dusted and
oiled (if instructions specify).
Be sure the air circuits are free
and clear and choose a day to
“test run” when the tempera-
ture outdoors is at least in the
mid-60's and room temperature
is in the 70’s. Test run for five
to ten minutes, and then note
the cooling effectiveness.

out

rusted, they should be cleaned
and painted. This is not fre-
quent, but can happen, especi-
ally along the seashore.

Even if you don’t have a
boat, gulls can aid you in
surf-fishing. Just keep your
eyes on the flocks of gulls
standing on the shoreline. If
they get up and start wheel-
ing over a certain spot in the
surf, make haste for that
spot. Chances are there will
be a nice school of fish undar
them.

Now a word of warning
about “fishing the birds.”

Don’t depend on the birds
finding fish for you in con-
gested ship channels or bodies
of water where there is a
steady stream of boat traffic.
You'll find plenty of feeding
gulls there. But they’ll be
feeding on stuff churned up
by the props.

Other types of sea birds can
help you locate fish. During
the spring and summer, mack-
erel birds will help you
find ‘both mackerel and king-
fish. Then in the fall and
winter, keep tabs on the mi-
grating flocks of white peli-
cans.

“Fishing the birds” also
works on the major lakes
within the state—particularly
when the white blass or sand
bass runs are going full force.

Gulls are quick to locate
white bass when they school
near the surface of the water.
But on the lakes you won’t
find near as many gulls as on
the bays, beaches and offshore.

. For something new and ex-
citing, try “fishing the birds.”
But take along plenty of fuel
and be prepared to do a lot
of looking.

Changes In
Standards

The U.S. Department of
Agriculture will tighten official
United States standards for
grades of wheat, effective May
1178

In his announcement, Sec-
retary of Agriculture Orville L,
Freemansaid the new standards
would improve the competitive
position of U, S, wheat in world
markets; help combat restric-
tive trade policies in some a-
reas; enable the Commodity
Credit Corporation to better
guarantee the quality of grain
owned by the bpulic; provide
substantial taxpayer savings in
the export subsidy program; and
strengthen the price of wheat
for the farmer who grows a quali-
ty product.

In general, the new standards
based on smaller ranges of toler=-
ance for grades, will mean less
dirt,foreign matter and dockage
in American wheat., Quality
factors of weight, soundness and
cleanliness can be more readily
and more precisely measured
today than in the past,
