City Buying
W ater Rights

A good supply of soft water 
for Plains became much closer 
to being a reality last week as 
it was revealed that the City is 
in the process presently of buy­
ing 60 acres of water rights 1 
mile west ¿nd 1/2  mile south 
of Plains. The land presently 
belongs jointly to Ty Field and 
R. D. Romans. Actual signing 
of the legal papers is expected 
to take place in the next few 
days.

An abundant supply of water 
is known to exist on the land 
and tests to determine the hard­
ness of the water have been 
made and revealed that it con- 
taines only 18 grains as com­
pared to 52 grains which the 
present City water supply con­
tains.

It was reported that no exact 
time has been set when the ac­
tual drilling will take place and 
further whether one or two 6" 
wells will be drilled at the same 
time.

It was explained that the City 
is presently using two such wells 
and that this is a m i n i m u m  
number. If only one well is, at 
the present, drilled, a continued 
use of one of the existing hard 
water wells would be necessary 
but that if two are drilled now 
it will be possible to discontinue 
using both of the present wells.

It was stated that $250 was 
given by the City in the deal 
per acre.

Last year Yoa­
kum received 2284 acres and 
this year it is to receive 3471 
of the released acres in addition 
to its normal cotton allotments. 
The look at the past year was 
summed up with summarizing 
a few of the things which can 
be hoped for in the coming se­
veral months, two of which are 
most outstanding. One is that 
the Chamber is increasing its 
activities in trying to get a doc­
tor for Plains. It was reeealed 
yesterday that one member of 
the Chamber had contacted Dr.

the town look better. Finally 
it was pointed out by Loyd that 
Mr. Newsom had been very 
instrumental in securing the 
Plains Convalescent Center for 
the town.

Curley Taunton received an 
award, given for the first time 
this year, as the Outstanding 
Farmer of the Year. Several 
things were pointed out by Mr. 
A. B. (Alf) Carpenter, who 
presented the award, which 
Taunton had done in the field 
of agriculture in this area. He 
pointed out that he is quite an

“Having driven the enemy a 
distance of 1(4 miles through a 
most difficult forest, . . .1 cap­
tured some 40 prisoners and se­
cured 84 stand of arms. The den­
sity of the forest and the large 
area over which the engagement 
extended prevented my secur­
ing more of the latter without 
permitting my men to straggle. 
The force engaged against me 
was one brigade in the begin­
ning, and I am of the opinion 
that it was considerably rein­
forced.” John Bell Hood, a 
thirty year old brigadier general 
in May of 1862, used almost apo­
logetic terms in reporting the 
success of his command in its 
first action at Elthan’s Landing, 
Virginia. Hood’s Texas Brigade 
included in its make-up of the 
First, Fourth and Fifth Texas 
Infantry regiments — the only 
Texas contingents in the Army 
of Northern Virginia. Although 
few in numbers, these men of 
the Lone Star State were destin­
ed to win great renown for feats 
of bravery and perserverance.

Two months after the action at 
Elthan’s Landing, Hood’s men 
overran fourteen artillery pieces 
and captured an entire regiment 
at Gaines’ Mill. In August, 1862, 
the Texans took six Federal 
colors and a mile and a half of 
hotly contested ground while 
spearheading a counter - attack 
at the Second Battle of the Man- 
asses. September saw the bri­
gade perform with extreme valor 
at Antietam, Maryland. It was

here that the First Texas Infan­
try Regiment suffered 82% cas­
ualties — an especially signifi 
cant figure when it is recalled 
that the highly lauded British 
Light Brigade of Crimean War 
fame lost but 37% of its men 
during the charge at Balaclava. 
At Gettysburg, Pennsylvania, 
during Lee’s last penetration of 
Northern soil in the summer of 
1863, Hood’s Brigade anchored 
the right of the Confederate line 
as Pickett’s great assault against 
the Union center was broken.

And so continues the brave 
story of the three Texas regi­
ments throughout the latter half 
of the war. At the Wilderness, 
Spotsylvania, Cold Harbor and 
in the final desperate defense of 
Richmond, the brigade continued 
to be in the thick of the fight­
ing. Even in the last hectic hours 
before Lee’s surrender, these 
Texans acted as rear - guard for 
Longstreet’s Corps in the with­
drawal to Appomattox, and 
they were actually entrenching 
in the face of an impending 
charge when word of the capitu­
lation arrived.

Elsewhere, in the great sector 
of action that stretched from the 
Appalachian Mountains to the 
Mississippi River, Texas units 
were likewise exerting monu­
mental efforts in behalf of the 
Southern Cause. At Shiloh, Tenn­
essee, Terry’s Texas Rangers, 
the Second Texas Infantry and 
the Ninth Texas Infantry shield­
ed flanks, led attacks and had 
a heavy hand in forcing the sur­
render of Prentiss’ Sixth Union 
Division. That fall, at Iuka, 
Mississippi, Whitfield’s Texas 
Legion and the Third Texas Cav­
alry Regiment captured a full 
Union battery after conducting 
a devastating hundred and fifty 
yard charge straight into the 
mouths of the guns! In 1863, the 
Second Texas Infantry and 
Waul’s Texas Legion held off 
enemy charges that frequently

got within five paces of their 
defensive positions outside of 
Vicksburg. At the year’s end, 
Texas regiments in Breckin­
ridge’s Corps were advancing 
against the Union right when 
the Confederate center buckled 
in an unexpected Federal front­
al assault up Missionary Ridge, 
near Chattanooga, Tennessee. In 
the chaos that followed, the 
Texans were shifted to Ringgold, 
Georgia, where they conducted 
a masterful defensive operation 
that covered the retreat of the 
main Southern forces.

By 1864, Texas units were 
striving to deter Sherman’s ad­
vance on Atlanta. Sul Ross’ Tex­
as Cavalry Brigade averaged a 
fight each day for over three 
months as it raided, harassed 
and otherwise attempted to keep 
the enemy off-balance. S til) |^ ^  
er, such units as Terry’s T o B i 
Rangers and Granbury’s Brigade 
disputed S h e r m a n ’ s march 
across Georgia and his final ad­
vance into the Carolinas.

In all, Texas units reflected 
high combat effectiveness in ac­
tions to the east of the Mississip­
pi River. However, their honors 
were won at heavy costs. In 
two days of fighting at Corinth, 
Mississippi, in the fall of 1862. 
the Second Texas Infantry lost 
half of its men. Waul’s Legion 
had 700 casualties while defend­
ing Vicksburg. At Appomattox, 
there were but six men present 
of the original 125 members of 
Company “M”, First Texas In­
fantry Regiment. When the 
Eighteenth Texas Cavalry Regi­
ment was surrendered to Sher­
man in North Carolina, one com­
pany consisted of only five men.

But casualty figures offer only 
a part of the picture. What of 
the seemingly endless forced 
marches, the sleeps of sheer ex­
haustion in fields of mud, the 
empty bellies, the ravages of 
disease and the constant uncer­
tainty — these, too, must be 
considered in any estimate of 
the soldiers’ sacrifices. As Tex­
ans to the east were meeting 
destiny on the battlegrounds of 
Virginia, Tennessee, Mississip­
pi and Georgia, how were their 
fellow soldiers to the west of 
the great river faring?

Kitchen cabinet chaos? Make 
believe you are a supermarket 
manager anil code your supplies 
lo make a place for everything. 
But first follow these three 
steps.

1- Clean tlie cabinets one by 
ojie. Take everything out and 
organize contents on a large 
table: soups, juices, fruits, veg­
etables, baby foods, bottled and 
canned beverages, spices and 
herbs and whatever other sta­
ples you like to keep on hand.

2. Meantime, while the cabi­
nets are still empty, dust them 
thoroughly, then wash shelves 
with a cellulose sponge damp­
ened with a pine oil cleaner and 
warm water. This treatment will 
clean, disinfect and deodorize 
all at once. Dry shelves with 
paper towels.
. 3. Line shelves with wash­
able plastic shelf paper.

The next step is the big one 
— Coding your own galley for 
the shipshape look.

4. Code your shelves in 
either of two ways: Color-code 
by taping magic tape at the 
front of each shelf as you open 
the cabinet door. For example, 
a swatch of red tape means 
soups on that section of the 
shelf, blue tape signals baby 
food. Another way of labeling 
shelves is to write the contents 
on transparent tape. Obviously, 
most-used foods should be on 
the easy-to-get-at shelves, inven­
tory and unexpected-company 
supplies can be stored in less 
accessible spaces if you’re short 
of room. Be an optimist and en­
courage the family to put every­
thing in its place.

If the accident involved 
death, injury or damage to one 
person's property of at least 
$100, the accident then comes 
under the Safety Responsibility 
Act and its requirements must 
be met, " he explained.

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It is one thing to announce the winds of change 
are blowing. It is another to allow them to bustle 
white colonialism out of a continent and blow that 
continent towards the rocks of violence, disintegra­
tion and black or red dictatorship.

America must accept its responsibility for the 
retreat of freedom in Africa. Our policy has been 
sterile. It has gone no further than dollar aid or 
panic reaction to situations set up by the foes of 
freedom. And we have failed to supply the moral 
steel without which freedom is subverted and lost.

Intimidated by fear of world opinion, we have 
engaged in a systematic campaign to drive our allies 
out of Africa. In the name of anti-colonialism we.: 
pressured Belgium to leave the Congo; and Britain ;r 
to give up Zanzibar, long before these countries were 
ready for self-rule. We are pushing an anti-colonial 
policy in the United Nations that may win votes now 
but imperil liberty later.

A seemingly incredible ineptitude has blinded us to the Communist penetration 
of Africa. A Reuters dispatch February 6 said Peking’s Jenm in Jih Pao, the Chinese 
Communist Party newspaper, hailed Premier Chou En-lai’s African tour as a 
“spectacular success” ushering in a “new era in the development of Communist 
China’s friendship and cooperation with African states.”

On the same day the Christian Science M onitor’s Washington correspondent 
reported: “One government policymaker even admits the Chou adventure analysis 
‘fell between the cracks in the State Department. No one felt he was responsible 
to counteract his (Chou’s) tour.’ ”

The former U. S. Ambassador to Switzerland, Henry J. Taylor, wrote in the 
Los Angeles Times, February 7: “Famous Arab expert Wendell Phillips, author- 
explorer, told Washington officials the Red score in Zanzibar months ago. He 
knew the Castro-Sino-Soviet island-hopping plans and also spelled out in detail 
what would happen in Tanganyika and elsewhere in East Africa . . . The incredible 
pattern of misinformation and surprises, and the endless denials of the undeniable 
would be utterly impossible unless the Soviet had infiltrated our government, 
as proven in numerous other Western countries.”

Hindsight is the melancholy gift of history to the shortsighted.

Recent events have shown up the weaknesses in post-war colonial policies of the 
West. It is true that no other empire has triumphed over all her enemies, as did 
Great Britain, and, after that triumph, handed back freedom to nation after nation, 
because she thought it was the right thing to do. But it is one thing to give nations 
their freedom. It is another thing to establish in them the quality of character 
and ideology that preserves and guarantees that freedom.

When Africans warned that after the British moved out the Communists would 
be sure to try to move in to fill the vacuum of power and prestige, and that a moral 
ideology should be established before the authority of military might was withdrawn, 
they were often ignored and their plans frustrated by the white authorities.

In Kenya, before Independence, Jomo Kenyatta, the present Prime Minister, 
asked for the MRA African film “Freedom” to be shown to his people. It is a 
film, made in Africa by Africans, which shows how lasting freedom must be based 
on a revolution of character which is the only answer to a revolution of bloodshed. 
For months the showing of this film was blocked by the white authorities. Finally 
the demand for it from Africans in Kenya, vigorously supported by certain news­
papers, prevailed. It has been shown in Swahili and in English to three-quarters 
of a million Kenyans. Many of them attribute to this the fact that the elections 
were carried through without bloodshed. The news magazine Reporter, published 
in Nairobi, commented on "the large following" of MRA in Kenya and said,

The world-wide advance of Moral Re-Armament Is paid for by hundreds of 
men and women who give from conviction and sacrifice. Many contribute 

regularly. If you wish to have a part, please fill In the coupon.

“Moral Re-Armament has done a great deal to 
stabilize our recent election campaign."

By contrast, white officials prevented the showing 
of the film “Freedom” in Zanzibar, and at the sub­
sequent elections violence broke out and sixty people 
were killed. Today the island is in danger of becoming 
the Cuba of Africa. An effort was made one year 
before Kenya’s Independence to increase the force 
of Moral Re-Armament in that country. The Kenyans 
invited and desired it. It was blocked by the bigotry 
and blindness of a few petty European officials.

“Freedom” was prevented by European author­
ities from being shown in Uganda for three years, 
in spite of the personal plea by African leaders that 
it be made available to their people. Requests for it 
to be shown to African contingents of the armed 
forces in East Africa were rejected. Yet it is the 
subversion of some African soldiers that has threat­
ened the whole design of freedom for East Africa, 
when they could have been the moral as well as the 
military strength of their countries.

Now Britain’s military help is being urgently 
sought. Is not this the moment for America and 
Britain to learn from the past and, in addition, offer 
them the revolution of character which alone can 
secure order and freedom?

Some nation which is supremely equipped by 
tradition and history has got to rise and answer the 
challenge of history, and say to the listening earth, 
“ In our society we have answered the divisions that 
will destroy humanity. We have learned to live like 
sons and daughters of God, because we are guided 
by the living God. Our homes are united, our fam­
ilies are united, our men are faithful, our women are 
pure, our industries are honorable, labor and manage­
ment both serve the community, both put people 
before profits, wages or hours.”

A Negro said recently, “A civil rights bill will be 
passed by Congress. Legally my people are going to 
be given equality in the United States—eventually 
in South Africa, perhaps everywhere. But no laws 
can make men like myself trust a white man. I hate 
theip. It is in my bones.” ,He met white men who 
had changed. He met-black-men who had changed. 
He himself changed. He said that the power of 
Christ could end hatred in human hearts and bring 
answers that no politics and no laws, necessary as 
they are, can accomplish. He realized the truth that 
honest Communists and non-Communists now face 

together, that environment, education, legislation, welfare and wealth do not 
by themselves create the new type of man without whom humanity may destroy 
itself. God can—and w ill—if we let Him.

Events are moving at a colossal speed. The choice for Africa is the moral 
re-armament of the continent or Communist take-over.

For the Communist world the choice is moral re-armament or world war, for 
free men assuredly will never allow red imperialism to triumph on the earth.

Today the challenge to the Communist and the non-Communist world is to 
take up the supreme revolutionary task of this era: to remake the whole world 
and take humanity into the next great step of evolution.

We can decide to turn the tide of history before the tide of history sweeps us 
into the forgotten depths of its fathomless oceans.

We read that men cannot live by bread alone. A house built on sand cannot last. 
A civilization built on dirt cannot endure, if men believe we can last for long solely 
pursuing wealth, sex, comfort, dreading atomic desolation, in a climate which 
seeks to prove that evil is good, good evil, then men are mad. Those who concentrate 
on the purse and belly of the national economy but neglect the idea in the head 
and the answer in the heart, the soul and the spirit of nations, do so at their peril.

Moral Re-Armament is a plumb line through the heart of modern man.

It is a test by which individuals and society pass judgment on themselves.

Its Christian standards of absolute honesty, purity, unselfishness and love 
remain the challenge and the charter for the conscience of mankind. They embody 
the decencies of life which the common man everywhere instinctively wants and 
knows to be right.

We have faith in the common man. We believe that as the crisis of our times 
grows more acute and clear, he will accept the challenge, he will be willing to pay 
the price of change, he will understand that there is nobody more reactionary, 
whether Communist or non-Communist, than the persom^vho wants to see the 
world different but refuses to become different himself.

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President Johnson held a cabinet meeting a short time ago at 
which he asked me to discuss the role of working women in gov 
ernment. The President said then, "The day is over when top 
jobs are reserved for men.”

Already the President has directed his cabinet 
members and agency heads to strive to place 
women in top government posts in the near 
future.

President Johnson realizes, as did President 
Kennedy before him, that the talents of oui 
women arc an untapped national resource. His 
programs are designed to sec that, in the short 
run. the Federal government makes maximum 
use of that resource and that, in the long run, 
an example is Set for business, industry and la­
bor — that the usefulness of 
the working women is demon­
strated.

There are nearly 2 5 million 
working women in the United 
States— that is almost a third of 
our work force. Many of these 
women work from economic ne­
cessity — because they are the 
sole support of their families or 
because their families could not 
otherwise maintain a decent 
standard of living. Others work 
from choice, because they feel 
they can make a more useful 
contribution to their families 
and society by contributing their 
talent and energy to the work 
force.

It is not reasonable to expect 
women to make an equal con­
tribution to a society in which 
they are offered unequal incen­
tives. It is neither just nor 
equitable to offer women lower 
pay for equal tasks. It is a na­
tional disgrace, and a needless 
human hardship, that one-quar­
ter of the poor families in the 
United States arc headed by 
women and nearly one-third of 
all families headed by women are 
poor.

Women have made great 
strides in the past three and a 
half years.

On June 10, 1963, the Na­
tion’s first Equal Pay Act was
signed into law. The Act pro­
hibits arbitrary wage discrimi­
nation against women because

of their sex. Some 8 million 
women covered under the Fair 
Labor Standards Act are cov­
ered by the new law.

As a result of a Presidential 
directive Federal agencies are 
now required to make ■ promo­
tions on merit alone, regardless 
of sex:

Marietta Tree represents the 
United States on the United 
Nations Human Rights Com­
mission; Mrs. Eugenie Anderson 
is our minister to Bulgaria; 
Frances E. Willis is the United 
States Ambassador to Colombo- 
Ceylon; and there are many 
more 1 could name.

But if much has been done, 
much more remains to be done. 
There can be no doubt that 
President Johnson recognizes the 
problem and has moved to 
meet it.

about 200 percent in the next 
few weeks as the annual insect 
invasions get underway. White 
noted. "And accidental poison­
ings are an annual occurrence. " 
he added.

Commissioner White pointed 
out that modern chemicals are 
a boon in the fight against house 
hold and garden pests when they 
are properly used. But, careless 
spraying can result in serious 
consequences of pets and even 
humans.

"We tend to forget that those 
aerosol cans or powders which 
are so effective against bugs 
are actually poisons--and they 
should be treated as such, " said 
White. The Texas Department 
of Agriculture and U. S. D. A. are 
responsible for seeing that all 
pesticides are labeled properly 
and that all information needed 
to protect the user is contained 
on the label. But, once these 
products enter your home, safe 
use becomes your responsibility.'

"Read the labels first when 
the products are still on the 
dealers' shelf, " Whete advised
