If one single person, by a 
whole scries of deals were to 
get hold of all the land now 
owned by private individuals 
in the county, and he were to 
get it all in his name, and if 
he were then expected to pay 
all tile taxes on that land to 
the county tax assessor on the 
86 cent tax rate that we are 

now being taxed under (the 
< highest rate that is allowed
* f under the constitution of our

state. If one man were cx- 
pented to pay the total of all 

tounty taxes paid, he still 
id be paying only 7 cents 

out of each one dollar that 
Mr. Craig collects.

Where does the other 93 
cents come from? From the 
oil companies operating and 
leasing mineral rights in our 
county, that's where!

In effect for the mineral 
wealth that is being depleted 
from our county each year, a 
part of it is being given back 
to us in the form of 93 cents 
of every tax dollar. These 
tax dollars should be spent on 
things that will be here for 
the generations yet to come.

Indian Skeleton

Local Pool
Opens Sunday

The Plains area is known 
to have been the p e r i o d i c  
home of several d i f f e r e n t  
tribes of Indians in by-gone 
days.

Many artifacts of Indian 
culture have been found by 
many people who make col­
lecting such things a hobby.

Many people in this part 
of the country proudly display

their collections of ar row 
heads, spear points, scrapers, 
knives, beads and pieces of 
pottery.

Last Saturday, two such 
collectors, A.C.Jones and Ben 
Liles, both of Plains, made a 
real find. With a great deal 
of luck and a lot of hard dig­
ging they were able to uncover 
a complete Indian skeleton.

Some have estimated the 
age of the skeleton to be about 
500 years, butone of the parts 
of the find is being sent to 
Texas Tech so that the exact 
age can be established.

Jones stated that they found 
the skeleton upside down, the 
Indian had been buried in a 
head first position with the 
remainder of his body some­

what folded into the grave.
This particular skeleton 

still had with it an engraved 
bone breast plate and a com­
plete necklace made of sea- 
shells.

Jones and Liles, as is the 
case with most artifact hunters 
would not say exactly where 
the skeleton was found but did 
say that it was in Yoakum Co. 
a few miles northwest of Plains.

now farm programs can protect 
and strengthen the economy.

I'or eight years before 1961 
we had witnessed a steady rise in 
production of feed grains, a 
steady rise in surplus stocks, and 
a steady decline in prices. With 
the 1960 crop, we saw Govern­
ment stocks of feed grains climb 
to 8S million tons, and the pric‘ 
of corn fall to less than SI a 
bushel.

We began in 1961 to considci 
the alternatives to a program 
that would not and could not 
work.

Fortunately, we did not 
choose to continue along the 
route to disaster, the route of 
flexible supports and no controls.

Rather, through the volun­
tary feed grain program, we 
have seen our feed grain surplus 
reduced by 22 million tons, 
around 800 million bushels.

Farmers have benefited from 
the feed grain program. Com­
pared with their 1960 returns, 
improved market prices, plus di­
version and support payments, 
have brought their average in­
come per year up about $1.1 
billion.

The savings to taxpayers, 
through reduction of the sur­
plus stocks from what they 
were, will amount to about $1.9 
billion.

The feed grain program is but 
one of several bright spots. In 
1961, the support price of soy­
beans was raised to 82.30. Acre­
age went up. And the soybean 
grower, able to plant his crop 
with the expectation of a reason­
able return, increased the acre­
age to meet expanding demand.|

The soybean crop moved at: 
good prices and in 1961, the 
first year of the Kennedy-John­
son Administration, farmers’ re­
turns from the soybean crops 
were $3 00 million higher than 
the year before.

The cases of feed grains and 
soybeans illustrate that with ad­
ministrative leadership, commod­
ity programs do accomplish their 
objectives.

During the past three years 
we have had some sound and 
realistic programs farmers need. 
We have enjoyed strong, com­
petent administrative leadership 
at the Washington level.

One result has been $8 billion 
more gross income to farmers 
now than they would have re­
alized at the 1960 level. The 
farm gross income for just the 
past year was $3.2 billion above 
that for 1960.

These billions of dollars have 
been a major contribution to the 
strength not only of farmers, 
but of business and labor.

found, Is about the worst way near San Antonio, Tex. There,FRANKSVILI.E. WIS. — On 
a "farm” near here, equipment 
leads a dog's life. One look and 
an outsider begins wondering if 
these  "farm ers” stayed awake 
nights thinking of new ways to 
abuse the rigs.

For  example, one tractor busi­
ly runs back and forth hauling 
a  disc harrow over a pile of 
rocks and frozen ground.

On a nearby treadmill, a 
driverless trac tor churns away 
for days on end going nowhere.

Another tractor drives a huge 
fan from its power-takeoff. 
Across the way, a tractor flexes 
its hydraulic muscles as it picks 
up and drops a big stack of cast 
iron wheel weights over and 
over again.

On part of a test track called 
the “rough course," an operator 
bounces high as he pilots a trac ­
tor across four Inch steel piping.

to trea t  disc blades.
Breakdown runs on the tread­

mill put plenty of load on the 
trac tor power train, while heft­
ing wheel weights is a severe 
tes t  of hydraulic lift systems.

The tractor whipping up the 
air with the big fan is really 
straining. The fan blades are 
adjusted to soak up all the hors­
es the engine turns out.

The “rough course” test,  while 
it's a real kidney shaker, far ex­
ceeds the wear and tear on 
wheels, axles and sheet metal 
when a tractor is driven over 
frozen corn rows.

Tough work and round the 
clock operations pile on engine 
hours in a hurry. One of the 
first seven ton D-21 tractors to 
come off the production line in 
1963 was turned over to engi­
neers at the "farm.” After less 
than six months of rigorous 
testing, it accumulated enough 
engine hours to equal four 

I year's work on the average farm.
Stan Heaves, the man in 

charge of product development, 
said l his sort of testing is a year 
round program. But during the

Field testing implements is a 
snap compared to harvesting 
equipment, Heaves pointed out. 
For one thing, harvest time is 
short — only a few weeks for 
some crops.

And the equipment is expect­
ed to perform equally well in all 
parts of the country where crop 
varieties, yields, humidity, tem ­
perature and local farm practic­
es vary widely.

These factors necessita te a 
testing program including virtu­
ally all conditions and crops. 
Before a new forage harvester 
was marketed, for example, it 
had to be tried in all kinds of 
hay from Arizona to New York.

Engineers took the machine 
to Washington and they worked 
it in Florida and several mid- 
western states.

They put a new baler through 
its paces in Missouri, Tennes­
see, Nebraska, Montana, Minne­
sota and Texas after it left the 
proving grounds.

Each year engineers with big 
Gleaner combines try  out new 
ideas in design as they harvest 
the golden wheat from Texas 
north into the Pacific Northwest 
and the Canadian prairies.

Testing equipment is a full 
time job for a battery of Allis- 
Chalmers engineers and techni­
cians. The whole idea — to give 
farmers more quality for their 
equipment dollar.

Washington Bureau of The News
WASHINGTON -  Sen. John 

Tower Monday introduced an 
amendment to the pending civil 
rights bill exempting journalists 
from coverage under the title deal­
ing with discrimination in employ­
ment.

Tower, taking the Senate floor 
to offer the amendment, said it 
would protect “the constitutional 
principle of freedom of the press 
by precluding any bureaucrat 
from being in a position to order 
the hiring or paying of any writer 
or commentator on public affairs.” 

The Texas junior senator said 
the present civil rights bill, as 
written, would bring almost every

newspaper in the country, week­
ly and daily, under provisions of 
the proposed equal employment 
opportunities commission. The 
same thing would apply to 1
vision stations and magazines.

This was Tower’s second pro­
posed amendment to the contro­
versial civil rights bill now be­
fore the Senate. Last week he 
asked for an amendment which 
would allow an employer to go 
out of business and not be charged 
with unfair labor practices.

“Consider what might happen.” 
Tower said Monday, "if a news­
paper or station or magazine 
turns down an applicant for an edi­
torial writing position^ho hap­
pens to be a member o^M nority 
group.

“Quite aside from the fact that 
the individual may not agree at 
all with the newspaper’s editorial 
policy, a federal commission could 
decide that the newspaper dis­
criminated in refusing to hire him 
on the basis of race, colijr, re­
ligion, sex or national origin.

“This bill admits very clearly 
that the guilty employer—in this 
case a newspaper entitled by free­
dom of the press to express its 
views—could be required to hire 
this individual. Or the newspaper 
could be required to pay him back 
pay; or to train him in some 

way.”
Tower concluded that the press 

in America has every right to 
comment about public officials "in 
any way they want.

“With their wisdom we can ar­
gue; but with their freedom to 
comment we can have no dispute. 
Neither have we any right to re­
strict or dilute that freedom of 
the press.”

From One President to Another

(No. 10, in a series published 
in a cooperative program of this 
paper, the Texas Press Associa­
tion and the Texas State Histor­
ical Survey Committee.)

“Life at Home”

"Oh, how pleasant it is to know

•  are remembered by kind 
nds at home!” exclaimed a 
man in the Second Regiment of 

Texas Mounted Rifles, when 
"good ladies of Harrison Coun­
ty” sent his unit two wagon­
loads of clothing, shoes and hats.

Women at home — as in all 
wars — worried about sons, hus­
bands and fathers, then worked 
to provide for their men. Cotton 
and wool cards (devices for 
combing fiber into shape for 
spinning) were bought by state 
or family and put into hard 
daily usage. Spinning wheels and 
boms hummed.

Gov. Francis R. Lubbock was 
Inaugurated in 1863 in a home- 
spun suit. Soldiers sang proudly 
about "homespun dresses that 
Southern ladies wear.”

The mistress of a farm would 
often keep not only her own 
cards, wheels and looms busy, 
but would place cotton, wool or 
yam with townswomen,, to help 
increase the cloth output.

A farm mistress carried ter­
rific responsibilities. Wives/who 
before the war were pretty and 
helpless had to follow the minute 
instructions given them in let­
ters from absent husbands — 
on how to manage plowing, 
planting, harvesting, molasses 
and sugar-making, hog killing, 
curing of meat, care of horses, 
cattle or sheep, and upkeep of 
fences, buildings and other im­
provements. Wives had to pay 
taxes, mortgages and all sorts 
of bills. They had to be self-re­
liant.

"I got my bagging and rope at 
50 cents, which is 10 cents 
cheaper than any one else has 
bought it,” said one Texas wo­
man in a letter to her soldier 
husband. The wife’s father was 
sending cotton to Brownsville, 
to be sold in the thriving market 
at Matamoras, Mexico. But she 
would not send her crop along, 
"because I can’t spare my 
mules, wagon or hand,” she 
said.

Military authorities appealed 
through Texas newspapers for 
women to plant and harvest pop­
pies, to extract opium from the 
seed pods. Farm wives also 
planted harilla. to be made into 
baking soda (or burned corncobs 
to ashes, and used that for 
soda.)

They made "coffee" from 
acorns, peanuts, sweet potatoes, 
parched okra, beans, rye or corn 
meal; "tea” from sago or 
orange leaves: a quinine substi­
tute from willow bark extract or 
red pepper paste. They gathered 
medicinal poke root, snakeroot, 
jimson root and Jerusalem oak 
seed — all wild on the farms.

They boiled dirt from smoke­
house floors, to get salt to cure 
meat. Women in coastal counties 
harvested and sold salt from 
evaporated brine lakes.

Women "manned” industries 
such as gun cap factories and 
shell loading plants.

To get money for outfitting 
soldiers or relief for soldiers' 
families, Ladies Aid societies 
gave socials, balls, entertain­
ments and box suppers. One 
"Ladies’ Regiment" took the 
field — its men proud of the 
name because finances came 
from dedicated womenfolk back 
home.

Feeling special compassion for 
the sick and wounded. Texas 
women converted hotels into rest 
homes or hospitals and equipped 
these with bandages and other 
medical necessities.

Private efforts could not pro­
vide entirely for the indigent, 
so state and county appropria­
tions went to families of some 
soldiers fighting on private 
pay of $11 a month.

the most reasonable thing they 
had,” wrote one lady as she sent 
five pounds of coffee to her sold­
ier son.

Gifts and letters flowed to 
Texas soldiers. Houston and Gal­
veston papers had a courier go 
regularly to Eastern war fronts, 
and le t'h im  take along letters 
at $5 each, money at 10 percent. 
Regular Confederate mail, al­
though with poor schedules, also 
went to the soldiers.

Displaced persons sent some of 
that mail. Choctaw Gen. Stand 
Watie sent his wife and children 
from Indian Territory down to 
Tyler, and Gen. E. Kirby Smith 
(commander of the Trans-Miss­
issippi Department) sent his 
family from Louisiana to Mar­
shall, to get them out of harm’s 
way. People from Arkansas, Mis­
souri and the Deep South also 
took refuge in Texas.

While public schools had been 
provided by law, none could ac­
tually operate, so the state de­
pended on private or subscrip­
tion schools.

With all her strength, Texas 
rose to meet the unprecedented 
needs of the Civil War period.

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Some disputes, questions, and misunderstandings have arisen 
in Plains concerning some parts of the zoning laws which are in 
effect at the present time. Most of the troubles are coming in 
regard to the question of keeping livestock within the City Limits 
ofPlains. Above will be seen a map of the town-section on which 
Plains is located, and on the map is outlined and designated the 
different zoning areas of the City according to the zoning ordinance 
now in effect and which was brought into being in 1954. Accord­
ing to the zoning laws, as the case is stated, no domestic animals,

which includes all kinds and types of livestock, may be kept In 
any of the zones designated A, B, C, E, G, or H. The ordinance 
goes on to say that anyone violating this section of the zoning 
law is guilty of a misdomeanor and is subject to a fine of from 
So to 5200 for each offense and that each day animals are kept 
in any of the restricted zones constitutes a new offense.

Anyone having any questions concerning any zone in Plains, 
is invited to inquire at the City Hall concerning die problem.
