In our happy practice of dem-

j ocracy it is always one thing to

have firin opinions on all pro-
blems that happen somewhere
else, Birmingham, Viet Nam,
Washington or Chicago.

The closer to home probems
come, the harder they are to cee
to discuss. Newspapers are per-
haps the first to speak out bold-
ly against some faraway strang-
er, say, Bull O'Connor in Birm-
ingham with his hoses and does.
People follow largely the same
easy road.

This is an assessment, not an
indictment. Who today, by his
owr. performance, stands clear
lo indict another in some of the
scnsitive areas that are ours to-

ways.

But here in Littlefield, Lamb
County, Texas, there is a person-
al situation that ‘may be an in-
dication of the problems Negro
people face when they make a
determined effort to improve
themselves. It is one of the crue-
list and meaningless attitudes of
all, to proclaim righteously that

we are ‘‘ready to help the Negro,

when he first helps himself,”
without ecven understanding the
size of this pledge.

This situation here is not an
NAACP example; 1is not, the
cdds are great, even known :0

them and certainly has not been

acvertised by the person most
directly concerned or her fami-
ly.

Ite facts are simple, and un-
sepsational. A young Negro wo-
man, a graduate of Littlefie!d
high school, has completed al-
most two years of college and
for several months has been seek-
ing a job that will allow her
to use her natural ability and the
education she has obtained.

Were she white, a dozen jobs

ker faithfully, with good =ffort
and patience, to no result. A T
EC representative outlined her
case a few days back to a smaH
business gathering and received
expressions of sympathy, but ne
job offer. 2

And understanderably here in
Littlefield, with a record of be-
ing one of the South’s first
schools to integrate in 1956, -we
do not hire Negro bookeepers;
or receptionists — or society
writers.

That last is our own personal
conclusion. 1 interviewed  this
young woman several months
back when we had two job open-
ings in a prospect. One of them
was for a reporter — sociely
writer. The other job would have
required daily contact with many
of the people our business serves.

Hers was by far the best of the
written applications we had, and
her interview produced evidencé
of good ability and attitude, but
it was an empty formality. We
knew it would avail nothing and
felt that the intelligent young wo-
man to whom we were talking
to knew the same thing

ety writer on a white paper in
the South, and we would have
gone without a lot of readership
that is the lifeblood of a newspa-
per.

Here is one of those situations
that prevail not only in the South,
and for which there is no answer
today. It is one of injustice, ot
one dissappointment on anofh-
er for this young woman, to
whom this bit of writing may be
an embarrassment and unfair
to her.

Why, then, write it? Why put
into words a frustrating circum-
stance for which there is no an-
swer at hand, and withcut ex-
horting us all to do better? You
may conclude rightly that most
of us have enough troubles even
here in pleasant West Texas
without airing them purposeless-

Mouth-to-Mouth Artificial
Respiration Most Efficient

By JOE SMETANA
TFB Safety Director
Suppose you were in a spot to save someone’s life—
dould you give the necessary help?
About every 214 seconds, someone in America needs

emergency aid for an injury or a sudden illness. By know-
ing WHAT to look for, WHAT to do, and HOW to do it,

you might save a life.

First Aid is emergency help
—to prevent death or further
injury—to relieve pain—and to
counteract shock until medical
aid can be obtained. Knowledge
of first aid is EVERYONE’S
RESPONSIBILITY.

Mouth-to-Mouth
4 There are several effective
¢t methods of giving artificial res-
piration. The most efficient is
the MOUTH - TO - MOUTH
METHOD.

Here are illustrations and in-
structions on how to properly
administer the MOUTH - TO -
MOUTH METHOD.

(1) Examine victim's mouth
for foreign matter. If there is
any (mucus, food, sand, tobac-
co, loose dentures, ete.), turn
his head to one side and remove
it with your fingers or a cloth
wrapped around your fingers.

X\

(2)
place a folded coat,
etc., under his shoulders.
his head back as far as pos-
sible.

Lift the victim’s neck,
blanket,
Tilt

(3) Pull his chin upward un-
til the head is tilted back fully.
Maintain this position to keep
air passage open.

(4) Pinch victim’s nostrils
shut, take a deep breath and
place your mouth over his
mouth and your thumb creat-
ing a tight seal; or close the
victim’s mouth, take a deep
breath and place your mouth
over his nose. Blow into vic-
tim’s mouth or nose until you
see his chest rise. For an in-
fant breathe through both nose
and mouth.

(5) Remove your mouth and
listen for out-flow of air. For
an adult, inflate lungs at rate
of about 12 times per minute.
For a child inflate lungs up to
20 times per minute, using rela-
tively shallow breaths.

(6) If first few attempts to
inflate the lungs are unsuccess-
ful, turn victim on his side and
administer several sharp blows
between the shoulders in an at-
tempt to dislodge the obstruc-
tion.

NOW REPEAT ENTIRE
PROCEDURE.

‘Continue artificial respiration
rhythmically and without inter-
ruption until spontaneous
breathing is restored, until a
doctor pronounces the patient
dead, or until the joints stiffen
(rigor mortis).

Austin, Tex. — State officials
have begun the long parade be-
fore Gov. John Connally’s budget
staff and the Legislative Budget
Board. From now until summer’s
end, more than 150 state agencies
will give estimates on how much
they will need to operate in the
1966-1967 biennium.

These hearings will produce
budget recommendations to the
next Legislature by Governor Con-
nally and by the Legislative Bud-
get Board.

All estimates must be set out
in dollars and cents. But the sum-
