As allresident of the coun~

big project at the point of ad-
vertising for only one bid,
That is, accepting only bid
proposals for the entire turn=-
key, finished park and golf
course,

Of course, I realize this

certainly would be the easiest
way out for the Commissioners
but I have observed that the
easiest way is not always the
best way of accomplishing a
given task,

I personally believe that
the local commissioners want
to do, in any such situation,
whatever is the honest desire
of the county's citizens,

You may be asking, what
is the difference how the bid
is let, Whether it is let in a
lump as has been proposed,
or whether it be let out on a
piece-meal basis,

I think that kind of ques-
tioning and thinking is far too
indicative of the attitude that
far too many local citizens
around these parts display,

There is a very basic bus-
iness axiom that every person
t engaged in a selling or service
business has to contend with,
That is that the customers'
dollars which are spent out of
town aren't going to be put
back into circulation locally,
They're gone for good, Mon~
ey spent in Lubbock or Brown=
field, or Lovington or Hobbs
is not going to promote Plains,
This is a real problem with
the small town businessman,
Sometimes, however, some

of our local business people

‘have been just as guilty of
doing the same thing, They
go out of town to do some of
their own buying, not only
personally, but also for pur-
chasing services for their places
of business which are avail-
able right here in town,

This kind of businessman
‘Is best labelled by the term,
hitch-hiker, He wants to see
Plains grow and prosper (only
because it would be beneficial
to his own business), but all the

v boosting and unselfish support

pfthe rest of our business com-
munity will have to be done
by the other fellow,

There is something basic-
ally and morally wrong with
that attitude, "Do unto others
as you would have others do
unto you, " is still the best
rule, whether it be for indiv-
iduals, businessesor whatever,

Now, justhow does all this
"trade-athome" kick apply
to the letting of the contract
for the County Park?

I personally know that their

are businessmen in both Plains
and Denver City who want to
bid rarious elements of the
proad project. No one,
howtweer, in Yoakum County,
has the facilities or equipment
to bid on the entire project,
‘If the bid goes in a package
deal, the contracting firm,
undoubtedly, will sub-let a
great many of the items, But
lgts face the facts, a contrac-
ting firm in Lubbock or Hobbs
or Houston is not going to let
its sub-contracts to local firms,
They will let them to firms
they are accustomed to doing
business with in their own
locality,

cbuld be spent in the county,
it seems tc me it would do a
great deal more for us than if
