"Operation
Motorcide"

While the drivers of Texas 
are making plans for 4th of 
July trips, the Texas Depart­
ment of Public Safety is get­
ting ready for "Operation 
Motorcide", a three day vigil 
of tabulating all traffic deaths 
in the State. Major Harry 
Hutchison, Regional Comman­
der of this area reported today 
the State is approaching the 
mid - point in the year amid 
definite indications that traf­
fic deaths will hit an all time 
high again in 1964.

"If we continue to take 
lives at the present rate, 1964 
will become the most deadly 
year in Texas history for traf­
fic fatalities, " he said.

He stated further that "Op­
eration Motorcide "will be put 
into effect from 12:01 a. m. 
Friday, July 3rd and continue 
through 11:59 p. m. Sunday, 
July 5. In order to focus at­

tention upon the added dangers 
of holiday travel when traffic 
is at a peak and as an integral 
part of the operation, which 
calls for maximum enforce­
ment, additional personnel 
from other uniformed services 
of the DPS will augment the 
regular Highway Patrol force. 
These patrolmen have been 
instructed to be extra alert for 
and direct their enforcement 
efforts toward those vitiations 
which are most often cause 
factors in traffic accidents, 
in addition every effort will 
be made to remove drinking 
drivers from the highway.

"Since police traffic su­
pervision cannot cover the 
entire street and highway sys­
tem in the State every minute 
of the day, the big hope for 
safe driving and accident pre­
vention rests with the individ­
ual motorist, "Hutchison con­
cluded.

The fire spread quickly in 
the house, but due to the fact

that there was no wind and to 
the fast and efficient action 
on the part of the local fire­
men, aboutone-halfthe house 
and most of the furniture was 
saved.

This is the second such 
fire in as many weeks in the 
Plains area. In the fire last 
week, though, one man, Mr. 
Doyle Leonard, who was sle­
eping in the house, lost his 
life. No one was at home in 
the Houck family when the 
fire broke out.

Fire Chief Bill Hennington 
and other members of the fire 
department said that they ex­
perienced a great deal of dif­
ficulty at this fire, as well as 
at other recent fires, with an 
unusual amount of spectators 
getting in the way and actual­
ly hampering the firemen, 
plus the danger that the spec­
tators are placing themselves 
in by getting too close to the 
fire and the fire-fighting equ­
ipment.

Hennington reported that

at the fire this week, while 
the firemen were about as bu­
sy as they could be, two or 
three children, whose parents 
were also at the fire, opened 
the door and actually went 
inside the burning house, on 
which the roof was already, 

•for the most part, about rea­
dy to cave in.

Washington, D. C. --July 1 
Congressman George Mahon 
appeared Monday before the 
Senate Committee on Appro­
priations to urge the inclusion 
in a Senate money bill of 
$1, 000, 000 to be used for the 
purpose of combatting the ad­
vance of the boll weevil into 
the High Plains area.

The President last week 
sent the $1 million budget 
request to Congress for the 
boll weevil program. Mahon, 
Chairman of the House Ap­
propriations Committee, had 
asked the President and the 
Secretary of Agriculture se­
veral weeks ago to approve 
the request for the necessary 
funds. The funds would be 
available only if matched by 
a similar amount from area 
farmers, and High Plains farm 
groups have made such com­
mitments.

The House of Representa­
tives on May 20, despite the

absence of a budget request, 
approved for the same purpose 
a sum of $200,000 in its Ag­
riculture Appropriation Bill. 
If the Senate approves the in­
crease of $800, 000 above the 
House bill, it will then be 
sent back to the House for fur­
ther consideration.

Actions taking place in 
Washington are an outgrowth 
of the discovery last spring that 
the boll weevil had wintered 
on the fringes of the High 
Plains. Farmers became con­
cerned and formed a boll wee­
vil committee to push for ac­
tion. Last April Mahon joined 
an area farm group, backed 
by the Plains Cotton Growers, 
and appeared with them be­
fore the House Appropriations 
Committee to ask support for 
a cooperative program be­
tween farmers and the Dept, 
of agriculture to combat the 
weevil threat.

able and qualified researchers 
are constantly being carried 
out right here on the High 
Plains. Each year in June 
Plains Cotton Growers receives 
requests from research agenc­
ies in the area for financial 
support on a protion of these 
projects, and each is consid­
ered by this committee on the 
basis of what the results might 
mean in benefits to the High- 
Plains cotton farmer. Grants 
have not been made yet on 
1964 requests, but the total 
awarded in 1963 for production 
r e s e a r c h  c a m e  to over 
$45,000.

Heading up the Research 
Committee is Don Jones, Lub­
bock, a former Texas Agri­
cultural Experiment Station 
Superintendent whose back­
ground gives him exceptional 
qualifications for the job. An­
nually the requests for grants 
exceed the more or less fixed 
budget, and it is the commit­
tee’s job to select for support 
those projects which show the 
greatest promise.

As an indication of the ex-

researchers approaching from 
slightly different angles. The 
objective here is to gain vital 
knowledge which will help 
overcome production difficul­
ties s t e m m i n g  from short 
growing seasons  and cool 
nights on the High Plains.

Both the Foundation at Half­
way and the SPREC are work­
ing on soil fertility research 
with the Lubbock Center con­
centrating on investigating 
new fertilizer material and 
refining the nutrient require­
ments on various High Plains 
soils as well as studying micro 
and secondary elements. The 
Halfway request for support is 
based on the need to know the 
extent of fertilizer carryover 
from year to year, investiga­
tion of the interaction of irri­
gation methods and fertilizer 
levels and the effect of starter 
fertilizers applied with the 
seed at planting.

One of the more intriguing 
studies going on is an attempt

to develop "drawf" cotton 
which can be grown, probab­
ly in narrow-row or broadcast 
systems, without loss of either 
quality or yield. At Halfway, 
the tack here is to reduce the 
size of the cotton plant through 
chemical sprayings immed- 
eately following emergence, 
while the S PREC has developed 
an undersized cotton plant 
through breeding.

or the bite of an insect.

Once they enter the body, 
these spores "hatch"into tiny, 
microscopic bacteria, which 
begin to multiply. In the 
process, they liberate one of 
the deadliest of all poisons 
which attacks the nerve cen­
ters causing convulsions and 
muscle spasms--some so se­
vere that victims have been 
known to fracture a vertebra.

Usually the first nerves af­
fected are those of the head 
and neck which control the 
chweing muscles. These turn 
ridgid with spasm, giving the 
disease its familiar name—  
lockjaw.

In a clean free - bleeding 
cut any tetanus spores which 
might contaminate the wound 
are usually washed out. Or if 
they do sprout into bacteria, 
the micro-organisms may be 
destroyed by oxygen in the 
blood.

But when blood flow is 
slight, as in deep puncture or 
crushing wounds, or when the 
spores are insulated by imbed­
ded dirt and debris, the tet­
anus bacteria, may gain a 
deadly foothold within the 
body. This is because tetanus 
bacteria thrive in the absence 
of air.

While millions of babies 
and members of the armed 
forces have been innoculated 
against tetanus, the fact re­
mains that about three- fourths 
of the adult population is lac­
king in immunity. The rea­
son is that the protection of­
fered by immunization wears 
off after several years, and 
must be re - established by 
booster shots, which most peo­
ple fail to get.

With the new emphasis on 
outdoor living, with accidents

on the increase and with the 
spores of tetanus in the dust 
and dirt all about us, we can

only look forward to an in­
crease in this deadly disease 
unless we make the effort to 
get immunized and keep im­
munized.
