partment if this were true, and
was told that it was, except
that the twenty tons of cement

were removed from the Lao

Government Rural Affairs
warehouse, rather than from
airport construction stocks, I
was assured that arefund claim
has been instituted against the
Loa government to recover the
costof thegement, I strongly
suspect that the settlement will
come out of future foreign aid
funds, furnished by our tax-
payers,

Obviously, not all of aur
foreign aid funds are misused,
But there is much more like-
lihood of mis-use if the funds
are lavishly scattered around
the world,

But what is of far more im=-
portance, itseems to me. is

Sukarno,

the use of our foreign aid funds
to build up foreign societies
that are inimical to our own
best interests, We have pro-
vided millions of dollars to
prop up socialistic regimes
and socialistic schemes around
the world, regimes that would
have made it never past the
stages of inception had we not
offered a Belping hadn. This
is a waste far in excess of that
which is siphoned off to line
the pockets of petty native
politicians, or to build mon-
uments,

Equally ridiculous is the
practice of pouring millions
of dollars into regimes like
that of President Sukarno of
Indonesia, when those coun-
tries actively oppose our ef-
forts to build a peaceful world.
We have aided the left-wing
and still aid him,
despite his insulting language
toward our country and his
campaign to crush the new na-
tion of Malaysia, our friend
and ally in Southeast Asia.

Weneed anew approach to
foreign policy in general and
in this case to foreign aid
spending in particular, Un0
itl we can be assured that a
new and better approach is
forthcoming, I do not plan to
vote for a bill that would ap-
propriate vastsums of tax dol-
lars to international expendi-
tures.
