Lee Roy Fitzgerald
Killed In Arizona

The small city of Flagstaff, .
Arizona, aswell as most long-
time residents of the Plains
area were shocked at the un-
timely death of Lee Roy Fitz-
gerald, the 24-year old grand-
son of Roy Fitzgerald, well-
known Plains rancher,

A charge of second degree
murder was lodged against
Benjamin S, Tyree, a 40-
year old Flagstaff congtruc-
tion worker, whois charged
with the taking of young Fitz-
gerald's life,
hearing on the case is set for
Friday, August 14,

Facts surrounding the al-
ledged murder as reported by
the Daily Sun of Flagstaff on
the authority of the Sheriff's
Department there were tele-
phoned to the Record yester-
day,

It was reported that Lee Roy
withhis wife Jeannie, resided
some twenty miles south of
Flagstaff, On the night of
the killing, Lee Roy was picked
up at the site of his work, as
he was working in that general
vicinity for the Forrestry Ser-
vice and this was his major
field of study at the University
where, itwas leamed, he was
listed as an honor student and
as one of the campus favor-
ites,

His wife, driven by her
uncle picked him up from
work and were on their way
to Flagstaff where the uncle
was to call a aquare dance,
Because he wasstill in his work

clothes, Lee Roy asked that
they lethim off to visit a col-
lege friend of his at Lake Mary
Lodge, about midway between
their home and Flagstaff,
where he would wait until they

picked him up on their return,

The report went on to say
that Tyree picked an argu-
ment with Fitzgerald almost
asoon as he entered the Lodge,
After the argument ensued,
the two men went outside,
where almost immediately,
Tyree pulled a knife with a
two and one-half inch blade,
He stabbed Fitzgerald three
times, once in the rib cage,
once in the arm pit, and the
fatal wound severed his jug-
ular vein, This occurred at
about 9:40 p, m, and Fitz~
gerald was pronounced dead
on arrival at the hospital in
Flagstaff just before 11:00 P,
M.

The funeral sesvices were
held at 2:00 p, m, Wednes~

day at Ganley and Sons Cha~
pel in East Flagstaff,

On Cattle Market

Industry-government co-=
operation is getting results in
easing the beef problem, Do-
mestic per capita consump-
tion of beef for January=-M\arch
1964 was up 8 percent over a
year ago. Exports are up, too.
Imports are down,

Inrecent weeks cattle prices
have shown the first substantial
advance in almost a gear and
most of the increase has oc-
curred in the price of fed cattle

Thesituation, however, is
still serious,

Because concern remains
widespread and deep, I be-

lieve it will be ehlpful to set
down briefly the major actions
taken to ease the situation,

Purchase Programs, On
February 29, 1964, we initia-
ated purchase programs for
Choice Grade frozen and can-
ned beef for distribution to
schools, institutions and needy
families, Since M\arch we
purchased about 155, 000, 000
pounds of beef at a cost of a-
bout $93,000,000. This is
providing more beef in the
diest of our people who most
need improved diets,

Meanwhile, the Depart-
ment of Defense has also in-
creased its buyjng of beef,

Vigorous Promotion. On
March 12, the Department an-
nounced an intensified indus-
try-government drive to call
consumer attention to abun-
dant supplies of high quality
beef,

Large meat retailers have
reported that beef sales are
mnning between 8 and 25 per
cent above a year ago]

National Advisory Com-
mittee on Cattle. On March
3, 1964, a National Advisory
Committee on Cattle was es-
tablished to represent produc-
er, trade and consumer in-
terests, The Committee met
in Washington during May and
made importantrecommenda
tions which are being carried
out by the Department in co-
operation with the industry,

Revision of Grade Standards
Proposed. We have proposed
a revision of U, S, qualtiy
standards for beef, Thechan-
ges de-emphasize maturity as
a factor in grading beef from
young cattle, and will encour-
age marketing of younger-cat-
ile at lighter weights,

Imports Reduced One-fourtsh,
We e xpect shipments of beef
andvealaothe U, S, this year

to be about one-fourth below
thehi ;h level of last year, or
about equal to the 1959-63
average, Thisisthelevelad-
vocated by many groups in the
cattle industry, '

On February 17 we signed
agreements with Australia and
New Zealand, These agree-
ments plus additioanl cuts
these countries are making are
expected to reduce their 1964
shipments of beef and veal to
the United States by about 26
percent, or 220 million
pounds, below 1963, A sim-
ilar agreement with Ireland
was signed February 25, and
Mexico on May 14, During
the first six months of 1964
imports of beef and veal were
about 11 percent belfow 1983,

Expanding Beef Exports,
On May 26 Bfe USDA and the
American Meat Institute
signed a market development
agreement to promote export
sales of livestock products to
Europe,

During May also a Presi-
dential mission repersenting
the meat industry and the US
DA flew to Europe to explore
export market potential,

During june, buyers repre-
senting France and Itdly came
to the United States to make
trade contacts and purchase
beef,

During July, some 1, 300°
head of feeder cattle were
shipped to Italy, the first ship-
ments of live U, S, cattle to
Europe in more than 50 vears,

Agreements were signed
with the governments of Chile
and Israel, on June 30 and July
6 respectively, and with the
United Arab Republic on July
21 for the purchase of 40 mil-
lion pounds of U, S, beef un-
der Public Law 480,

U, S. carcass beef will be
promoted for the first time at
an international trade fair
whenthe U, S. A. partici pates
inthe LEFA international food
fair in Hamburk, Germany,
August 14-23, 1964,

European countries are cur=-
rently short of beef, This has
pushed Europena prices to a
level where for the first time
in many years U, S, meats
may now be able to compete,
We estimate that there is a
need for 100 to 150 thousand
tons of beef in the Western
Eurpoean markets for the re-
mainder of this year,

Prospects tro exporting a
larger quantity of beef have
already shown promise, Ex-
ports diring the first six months
of this year were over 12 inil-
lion pounds or three times as
lasgge as exports during the first
half of 1968,

As President Johnson has
said, exports of beef will be
within the framework of nor-
mal commercial practice,
And I cannot overemphasize
the future importance of the

export market to agriculture,
Here is our besthope for larger
U. S. market outlets, In fis-
calyear1964, wereach a.new
peak for agricultural exports
... atotal of 86, 115, 000, 000,
Thisrepresents one out of ev-
ery four acres of the Nation's
cropland producing for export,
In terms of farm income, it
represents one out of every

. six dollars,

Commission on Food Mar-
keting, Since 1954, the pro-
ducer's share of the consumer’s
dollar spent for beef has drop-
ped 12 cents a pound -- from
65 to 53 cents in the first quar-
terof 1964, On January 31 of
this year, President Johnson
asked the Congress for a Bi-
partisan commission to study

what happens to the ®ost of
food between the farm and
the cohsumer's table,

Legislation to establish a
Commission on Food \arket-
ing was sent by the Congress
to the President in June, and
aprpoved by him July 8, The
Commission will help su dis=
cover why the farmer gets less
while the consumer pays more,

Efforts Will Continue, Go-
vernment and industry toge-
ther are attacking the beef
problem on every front and in
every practicable way, We
will continue to do so until
the downward pressure on pri-
ees saused by excessive sup-
plies is removed,

It must be remembered,
however, that the problem
stems form a vast expansion
in cattle numbers and beef
production,

The year 1963 was a record
year for the production of beef
-=- 7 percent higher than in
1962, Andtheyare 1964 pro-
mises to set another record
In the first six months of this
year, the output of beef was
13 percent higher than in 1963,

The number of cattle slaugh-

tered was 11 percent higher,
Beef output in June 1984 was
21 percenthigher than in June
1963, and 22 percent more
cattle were slaughtered,

Though beef consumption
per person also expanded
sharply, rising from 63 pounds,
in 1950 to 95 pounds in 1963
and to an estimated 105 pounds
this vear, production outran
even this increased demand,

The situation conseguenty
is still serious, We must vi=-
goroulsy press forward with in-
dustry-government coopera-
tion in pruchase and promo-
tion programs and activities
to expand exports, Cattle-
men can help by adjusting
cattle numbers and market
weights to bring production
back into line with market
damand., We believe the ef-
fects of these programs will
become icreasingly apparent
in the months ahead,

What Price

Answering the question,
"What will the price of High
Plains cotton be this Fall™"
is a pretty tough assignment,
Market prices are alwavs un-
certain, and even calculating
the coming crop's loan value
opses a problem so long as the
all-important element of
quality remains an unknown
factor, And, the price pic-
ture is further complicated
this year by the new micor-
naire premiums and discounts
incorporated into loan values,

Since it is impossible to
know in davance what this
Rall!s cotton quality will be,
about the best that can be
done is ro apply 1964 loan
prices to the qualities pro-
duced in a previous vear, say
1963, An estimate reached
in this way could only be
grossly inaccurate if the area
experienced a wide difference
in cotton quality for the two
years, which is not very like-
Iy,

The 15 most predominant
qualities in the 1983 crop
made up 81, 1 percent of the
total, and since these qual-
ities fell more or less in the
middlerange of all bales, we
can consider them fairly rep~
resentative, By figuring the
weighted gverage price, using
1963 qualities and 1964 loan
values, we came up wi th ar
"average” loan price of 26, 9
cents per pound, Again, this
assumes that the 1964 crop

SENATE JOINT RESOLU-
TION NO. 10 proposing an
Amendment to Section 5la of
Article III of the Constitution
of the State of Texas by add-
ing a new Subsection to be
known as 51a-2; giving the
Legislature the power to pro-
vide, under such limitations
and restrictions as may be
deemed by the Legislature ex-

(65) years of age or over who
are not recipients of Old Age
Assistance and who are unable
to pay for needed medical
services; providing for the ac-
ceptance of financial aid from
the Government of the United
States for such medical pay-
ments; providing that the
amounts paid out of state
funds shall never exceed the
amount that is matchable out
of Federal funds for such pur-
poses; providing that certain
means relating to the correc-
tion or remedying of abnor-
malities of vision shall be in-
cluded within such medical
care service or assistance:
providing for the necessary
election, form of ballot, proc-
lamation, and publication.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE

LEGISLATURE OF THE

STATE OF TEXAS:

Section 1. That Section 5la
of Article III of the Consti-
tution of the State of Texas
be amended by adding thereto
a new Subsection to be known
as Subsection 61a-2, which
shall read as follows:

“Subsection 51a-2. The Leg-
islature shall have the power
to provide by General Laws
and to make payment for
same, under such limitations

‘and restrictions as may be

deemed by the Legislature ex-
pedient, for direct or vendor
payments for medical care on
behalf of needy individuals
sixty-five (65) years of age
or over who are not recipients
of , Old Age Assistance, and
who are unable to pay for

needed medical services. The
payments for such medical as-
sistance on behalf of such
needy individuals shall be in
such amounts as provided by
the Legislature; provided, how-
ever, that the amounts paid
out of state funds for such
purposes shall never exceed
the amount that is matchable
out of Federal funds for such
purposes; provided further,
however, that such medical
care, services or assistance
shall also include the employ-
ment of objective or subjec-
tive means, without the use of
drugs, for the purpose of as-
certaining and measuring the
powers of vision of the human
eye, and fitting lenses or
prisms to correct or remedy
any defect or abnormal con-
dition of vision.

“The Legislature shall have
the authority to accept from
the Government of the United
States, such financial aid in
the form of medical assistance
on behalf of the needy indi-
viduals sixty-five (65) years
of age or over who are not re-
cipients of Old Age Assis-
tance, and who are unable to
pay for needed medical serv-
ices, as such Government may
offer not inconsistent with re-
strictions herein set forth.”

Section 2. The foregoing
Constitutional Amendment
shall be submitted to a vote

As you may know, that
decision required that both
houses of all state legislatures
be apportioned on the bagis of

ulation alone, Of caurse,
tEat Supreme Court order flies
in the face of American tradi-
tion and would upset the con-
stitutions of at least 44 states
-~ including ours,

1 have joined this week
with Senator Dirksen of Illi-
nois in sponsoring a Constitu=
tional Amendment which
would reverse this decision,
The amendment would allow
states with two-house legis-
latures to continue present
pracitce and to base member-
ship of one of the houses on
something other than popu-
lation, I also support legis-
lation wheih would delay im-
plementation of that decision,

Now, this does not mean
that I agreewith the present
over-representation for rural
areas in the legislatures of
some states, I believe with
equal certainty that the ap-
portionment of those legis-
latures is a matter meserved
by the Federal Cosntitution to
thestates alone, I don't think
it is either wise or 1egal for
the U, S. Supreme Court to
dictate to the States in this
manner, :

It has been 175 years since
the adoption of the Constitu-
tion of the United States,
That documentnever has been
equalled in its profound con-
cern for the protection of all
the people's rights and inter-
ests--whether they are major-
ity or minority, greator
small, rich or poor,

Our constitution exercised
its genius in governemnt by
establishing a Federal system
of carefully limited powers,
with all other authority resid-
ing in the states and their peo-
ple. Oneofthe most wonder-
ous features of the Constitution
is a legislative branch divided
into two houses; one based on
population and the other on
geography, or actually on what
we call the federal plan,

In addition, the Federal
Constitution carefully provi-
ded that the legislative and
judicial branches of the gov-

ernment were separated, and
a method for amending the
Constitution is carefully pro=-
vided,

But, in its June decision
on legislative reapportion-
ment, the Supreme Court
chose to bypass the legal am-
ending process and, by judicial
decree, ordered a basic change
in our political system., The
Court's remarkable new theory
is based upon the contention
state legislators were
menat to represent only peo-
ple; not trees, or catite or
oil wells, These judges, who
are elected by nobody and who
serve forlife-=or for good be-
havior which means for life-~-
say that population can be the
only basis for a legislature,

In my view, the Supreme
Court's position bluntly neg-
ates the American system of
checks and balances which
has preserved minority rights
and made our nation a suc-
cissful republic,

In fact, our system has,
since 1789, functioned and
prospered upon a theory quite
contradictory to the Court's
view that people are just num-=
bers. American democracy

always has understood that
people are not merely ciphers
to be caunted, People are a
complex amalgam of their
hopes and fears and interests
and concerns,

Legislators cannotrepresent
their constituents merely be-
cause there are 20,000 con-
stituents; for their interests in
cattle, and ©il, and cotton,
and highways, and homes-- °
many. of which interests are
reflected by the place where
voters live,

No one would argue that
the interests of Dallas County
are identical with those of
Starr County, for example.
And yet, under American de-
mocracy's checks and balances
the interests of Starr County
cannot be submerged arid swept
asidesimply because there are

inore people in Dallas County,

Our founding fathers pain-
stakingly set up the checks and
balances of our system to pro-
tect all Americans, I believe
the Supreme Court decision
wrecks those checks and ba-
lances, Therefore, I am fol-
lowing the legal constitutional
amending process in an at-
tempt to assure that our state,
and all states, may continue

to choose one legislative house
on the basis of population and
the other on a chegk-and-ba-
lance basissuch as geography,
orsuch as number of registered
voters or political subdivisions
-- however a state chooses to
make that sklection. I think
that the Supreme Court has
vastly exceeded its author-
ity; I think it's high time the
Congress paid attention to tis
mandate in Article ITI, Sec-
tion 2 of the Constitution,
which holds that the Supreme
Court shall have appellate
jurisdiction subject to such
exceptions and regulations as
the Congress shall make,
