Texas farmers have been al- 

lotcd 6 ,8 3 5 ,9 4 5  lunres for 1965 
Upland Cotton allotments under 
the national cotton program.

This represents the state’s 
share of the 16, 000, 000 national 
allotment and of the 200,000 
acre national reserve. Under 
the Cotton Marketing Quota Law, 
when the cotton supply exceeds 
the expected needs by a certain 
percent, the Secretary is required 
to ckll a referendum so that 
cotton larmers may vote on. 
marketing quotas. He has ca l­
led for this referendum for the 
1905 cotton crop and December 
15, 1964 was set as the refer­
endum date. The polling pla­
ces for Yoakum County farmers 
will be announced at a later 
date. Cotton growers voting in 
the referendum will determine 
whether marketing quotas will 
be operated for the 1905 crop. 
Approval by at least 2/3 of 
those voting is necessary in or­
der to put the quotas into effect. 
If marketing quotas are appro­
ved, marketing penalties will 
apply to any excess cotton of 
growers who exceed their farms 
effective allotment.

I'rice support at a level of 
between 05 and 90 percent of 
parity will be available to grow­
ers who do not exceed their 
effective allotment. The.dom­
estic allotment program, as we 
have had in 1964 will be in 
effect for 1965 if marketing 
quotas are approved by the 2/3 
majority. I he farm's domestic 
allotment in most cases will be 
6 5 '  o f the effective allotment. 
Farmers complying with the 
domestic allotment- program 
w ill receive an additional price 
support payment. This pay­
ment is based on the planted 
for harvest acres times the farm’s 
approved veld.

If quotas are not approved, 
the regular allotment program 
will remain in effect and price 
surport of 50 percent of parity 
will be available pi growers 
w ho do not exceed their effec­
tive allotments. Without quo­
tas, the domestic 
program providing

history cannot exceed the farm's 
history allotm ent In other 
words, farms planting cotton 
without an allotment will not 
qualify for an allotment, or 
exceeding the allotment will 
not increase the farm's cotton 
history.

Postmaster General John>  
Austin Gronouski, took office 
September 30, 1963. He is the 
only known member of a Pres­
ident’s cabinet ever to hold an 
earned Ph. D.

The Nation’s top postal ex­
ecutive has gained a reputa­
tion as a skilled administrator, 
educator, and economist. In 
conducting the farflung oper­
ations of the Post Office De- 

; partment, he runs, in Navy 
parlance, a tight ship.

The postal budget he sub­
mitted to Congress in January 
of 1964 for fiscal 1965 was 
$150 million under the esti­
mate made 4 months earlier. 
This reduction was achieved 
without eliminating essential 
services, and within the frame­
work of safeguarding the live­
lihood of career employees.

As major projects of his 
postal administration, Mr. 
Gronouski has taken action to 
speed up parcel post deliveries 
and to cut down delay and 
damage to the mails.

Under his leadership, strides 
have been made in implement­
ing President Johnson’s pro­
gram barring discrimination 
and assuring equal job oppor­
tunities for the Department’s 
590,000 employees.

The productivity of clerical 
help was boosted 4.3 percent in 
fiscal 1964 over 1960, produc­
ing savings of S69 million over 
that period.

The Postmaster* General’s 
human touch was charac­
terized in a news' story in 
the Schenectady (New York) 
Gazette during a visit to that 
city in May of 1964. The story 
described him as “the warm­
est man since Wallace Beery."
