Exhibitors in the Sixteenth An-
nual Yoakum County Fat Stock
Show will receive in excess of
one thousand dollars in cash pre-
miums plus some breeding ani-
mals that could increase this fi-
gure by another two hundred fif-
tydollars or more, The direct-

i orsofthe Yoakum Counmty Live-

stock and Agriculture Improve-
ment -Association, sponsors of
the show and sale, have agreed
.to award cash prizes for each
animal in ‘line with the past
years,

In the three classes of beef cal-
ves the first place winner receiv-
es $25, 00; second, $20. 00; th-
ird, $15, 00; fourth, $10. 00 and
all others in the class gets $5. 00

The directorsare expecting fi-
ve classes of fat barrows with
seventeen tonineteen animals

per class, First place in each
class receives. $15. 00: second
$12, 50; third, $10, 00; fourth,
$7. 50; fifth, "$5, 00 and $2. 50
for all others in the class, Fo-
rty eight lambs are expected to
be in the show and they will be
in three classes, Premiums for
each’lamb class are; first, $7.
50; second, $5. 00 and all oth-
ers receive $2.50.
