deep East Texas.

The new Statewide system
of trails Were startedlast Jan=
uary. Each county erected spe=
cial Travel Trail signs along
the 10 official trail routes.
The Mountain folder will
guide you through the tallest
region of Texas, Where some
90 peaks thrust above a mile
highe If you follow this route
you will visit Big Bend Nat=
ional Park, the scenic El Ca=

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"BOARD LOWERS TAXES BY 20
PER CENT IN RECENT HEARING

The Board of Equalization for Yoakum County met -Monday
to approve the recent tax reduction proposed recently for
Yoakum County property owners., This reduction in rate and
basis will mean a savings of more than 20 percent to the ave=
rage taxpayers

The current basis of assessment will be reduced from 16
percent of true property value to 13 percent and the current
tax rate will be reduced from 80 cents per $100 of assessment

to 77 cents per $100 assessed value.

Not included in the reduction

is the county’s 30 cents per
$100 of assessed value from
the farm=-market lateral road
special tax. This rate will re=
main the same, making a total
rate of one dollar and seven
cents.

Taxpayers can begin to pay
the new rate in October if they
desire, so the discount can be
obtained as in the past. The
tax reduction will be used inef=
fect of the 1969 which will be
set up in July or Augustof this
years

County Judge Gene Bennett
reported that 25 representa=
tives of major companies met
with the Board Monday.
