Construction at the Du Pont 
Chemical project at Plains is 
nearing completion.

sidered new—not creative enough 
to deserve a patent.

One famous case involved the 
man who first attached a rubber 
eraser to .the end of a lead pencil. 
Although this was certainly a con­
venience, the United States Su­
preme Court decided it was not 
new—because neither the pencil 
nor the eraser, when put together, 
did anything better than they did 
apart.

By contrast, said the Court, 
Charles Goodyear did create some­
thing new when he combined sul­
phur with india-rubber. This com­
bination yielded a kind of rubber 
which, for the first time, could be 
vulcanized and thereby put to com­
mercial use.

What if your idea is to improve 
some product by making it out of 
a better material? If all you add 
is merely durability, that won’t do. 
Thus, a toymaker who switched 
from wood to metal, without 
otherwise changing his toys, was 
held not entitled to patent protec­
tion.

But it is another story if the new 
material works in a new and differ­
ent way. Making a garter button 
out of rubber, instead of metal, 
was held a patentable invention. 
The court said this was a truly 
creative change, because the rub­
ber meant less tearing and better 
gripping of the hosiery.

Meeting the law’s requirements 
for a valid patent is not easy. But 
the rewards are so tempting that 
inventors are obtaining more than 
1,000 patents per week.

True, the Patent Office has made 
the statement that all of the im­
portant inventions have already 
been made. But that statement 
should not be too discouraging. It 
was made in the year 1880, _

Who Has Right ^  
To Break Law? f t  A

Who can remember clear back 
to the time when all school­
teachers, college professors, and 
ministers were united behind the 
principle that laws should be 
obeyed by all the people?

Now we have the unprece­
dented situation—unprecedented 
in this country, at least—that 
schools have been closed be­
cause of teachers’ striking in 
defiance of a state law (in 
New York); a college has been 
shut down because of violent 
protests by students, supported 
by some faculty members (in 
California); and a member of 
Congress feels that it has be­
come necessary for him to say, 
“When a church states that 
rioters should not be con­
demned, we face a cultural se­
curity problem.”

When, in all our history, has 
there been a comparable break­
down in respect for the law?

Unsafe to Go to Church?
In Washington, D. C., a church 

has announced that it is con­
sidering moving from its present 
location because of the hazards 
faced by its members in attend­
ing services.

Women members of the church 
have been attacked, near the 
church building. One was beaten 
and had her purse snatched 
from her as she was about to 
enter the building.

Chairs have been stolen from 
the church and windows have 
been broken.

Where is this church located? 
On Capitol Hill, not far from the 
place where the U. S. Congress 
meets.

Remembering that s o m e  
clergymen have been willing to 
condone rioting and other mis­

deeds in certain cases, one 
might be tempted to say that 
“chickens have come home to 
roost.” But there is no indica­
tion that the pastor of this 
church was engaged in any 
such loose interpretation of 
rights and wrongs.

In fact, it is doubtful that any 
clergyman would approve of the 
kind of behavior which some of 
the residents of the area .have 
engaged in.

Break Some Laws?
But, when a man states that 

it is all right to break some 
laws, of which he does not 
approve, isn’t it obvious that 
another man may prefer to 
break other laws, which he con­
siders inconvenient or undesir­
able?

The Bible says, “Submit your­
selves to every ordinance of 
man for the Lord’s sake . . . 
As free, and not using your 
liberty for a cloak of malicious­
ness, but as the servants of 
God.”

In his syndicated column, 
David Lawrence asked, some 
time ago, “Will churchgoers in 
America have to be armed in 
order to defend themselves as 
they go to and from places of 
worship?”

This may have been necessary 
in the days of the early settlers 
of the country, when marauding 
Indians could be expected to 
attack a party of colonists going 
to or from church, but surely it 
should not be so now.

Let us all stand where the 
Bible stands on law enforce­
ment—and the land will be safe 
for law-abiding citizens.

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Range
Improvement

In Yoakum County there are 
approximately 252,000 acres of 
land still in native state and com­
monly called range land. Some 
of this land is not fenced and do­
cs not have water available so it 
can be used for livestock grazing. 
Most of it, however, is used as 
grazing land for die production 
of beef cattle. Some 5, 000 head 
of cattle graze on this range land 
and in many cases, the cattle 
are provided with Sudan pasture 
in the late summer and some gr­
ain sorghum stubble in the fall 
and winter.

No one is brave enough to 
try to estimate the amount of 
beef produced from an acre of 
range land in Yoakum County. 
Most of the land used for graz­
ing is the sandy soils highly in­
fested with brush. There are 
varying degrees of brush infes­
tation, so the stocking rates 
vary greatly from one range 
site to another with the county. 
Some beef producers run 20 
to 25 mother cows per section 
by feeding supplemental feed 
during the winter months. Then 
there is some land so heavily 
infested with shin oak, san d  
sage, mesquite, and catclaw 
that it would not feed ten cows 
for a six month period.

The latest estimation on cat­
tle numbers in Yoakum County 
is 5,000 head. Comparing cat­
tle numbers with range la n d  
acres, this figures about o n e  
cow to each fifty acres.

A good range improvement 
program could easily cause 
cattle numbers to double and 
the more highly improved ran­
ge sites could do even better. 
Some of the cultivated land 
that has been seeded to grass 
is furnishing forage for sixty to 
seventy cows per section.

Range improvement is expen­
sive. Chemical brush control 
has been costing about $2.90 
per acre for one time over. Two 
sprayings are recommended 
for shin oak control, a total 
cost of$5.80 per acre over a 
two to four year p eriod. Under 
good management practices 
following control work, this 
investment could be returned 
to the land owner in about five 
years.

The chemicals used are the 
same as those that were tested 
and recommended twenty ye­
ars ago. The chemical labor­
atories have developed many 
new herbicides, but very little 
research data is available be­
cause these new materials have 
not been properly tested for 
brush control work. The live­
stock producer is badly in need

The Story 
Of Papyrus

PAPYRUS
The tall papyrus 

reed was the raw material of Egyptian 
papermaking. The first step in making the 
paper was to cut the 7-to-10 foot stems into 

shorter pieces. Then the outside rind was removed 
and flie exposed Inner pith was sliced lengthwise 
into thin strips. To form the paper, the Egyptians 
laid the strips of raw papyrus crosswise in a double 

layer on a «at stone. A cloth was laid over the strips and the papyrus was 
beaten with a wooden mallet for an hour or -two-until the strips were 
malted together in a single sheet. This sheet was then pressed out under 
^ heavy weight. Finally a  papermaker polished the sheet with a rounded 
stone, trimmed the edges and pasted several sheets end-to-end into a 
long roll. The result: a lightweight paper of excellent quality that served 
as the most convenient writing material available to the ancient world.

Asked Questions:
Q

A.
What Items are subject to the 1% municipal sales tax?
The 1 % city sales tax is applicable only to th ose sales now taxed under the State Sale» & Use 
Tax Act.

Q. There is a  2% State tax on automobiles. Wou Id the city sales tax also apply to automobile 
sales?

A. No. The 2% State tax on automobiles is an excise tax: the municipal »ales tax would not ap ­
ply to automobile sales.

Q. Does the city sales tax apply to sales at wholesale?
A- No, only to retail sales. Goods sold for resale are not taxable.

Does a  person residing outside of the city limits pay the 1% municipal sales tax?
Yes, when he makes a  purchase of personal property subject to the tax in city which has 
adopted the local sales tax. In return, he en-jojys the city’s street facilities, police protection 
and other advantages of the city for which city residents pay the major share.

O. Is the local sales tax regressive—that is, will it cause a  particular hardship for lower-income 
families?

A. A sales tax has more elements of equity than any other type of tax, and this is particularly true 
in Texas, since so many essential items are exempt from the sales tax.

Q. Why should a  city dweller who rents his re sidence favor the local sales tax?
A. For one matter, the person who rents enjoys the same services available to the property ow­

ner. For another, if it is necessary for the city to raise property taxes, the increased cost of this 
tax will be passed along in thé form of higher rent charges.

Q. Are dty sales tax payments deductible from our Federal income tax reports?
A. Yes.

Q. Who can vote on the 1% local sales tax?
A. Any registered voter in the city. A simple ma jority is required to put the sales fax into effect.

Large Size turkeys 18 or 
more pounds, usually cost less a

To cook the turkey, follow di­
rections on the package, check­
ing for doneness during the last 
hour of roasting.

The temperature of the turkey 
when it goes into the oven, the 
oven temperature, the pan used 
and the shape of the turkey all 
influence the roasting time.

If you use a m eat thermome­
ter, check first to be sure the 
thermometer is still in the cor­
rect position after the bird has 
cooked. The temperature should 
read between 180 and 185 degrees 
for doneness.

Without a thermometer, use 
the pinch test. Protect the fin­
gers with a paper towel or cloth 
and pinch the thickest portion of 
the thigh. If the m eat is soft, 
the turkey is ready to take from 
the oven.

Once served mostly at Thanks­
giving and Christmas, turkey now 
gets year-round attention. You 
may want to serve turkey as the 
focal point of your Easter Dinner. 
Turkey parts are especially good 
for the outdoor grill -  and we're 
approaching the season when out 
door cookery is in full swing.

Oven-Barbecued Turkey also 
is a treat the family will enjoy 
during the spring months. Place 
turkey quarters or halves, skin 
side up, in roasting or broiling 
pan and add Southern Style Sau­
ce to depth of one-half to one 
inch.
