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Editorial
2 0 2 0  OR B U S ?

A strange Psychology has come to possess the minds of the Am­
erican people of today. The word, "SPEND" has become so hy­
pnotic that the mere mention of it causes people to dig in their 
pockets or search out some loan institution to find all they can  
just to SPEND before they ascertain what they are SPENDING for.

Such seems to be the case in regards to the proposed amendme­
nts which the voters o f Texas are supposed to enthusiastically ru­
sh to the polls August 5th and not only over burden themselves 
but their children and the generations to come.

The nine amendments as they will appear on the ballot are so 
incomprehensible that it would be impossible for one with an a- 
verage mind to understand without the interpretation of a lawyer, 
except for one peculiar characteristic -  they all call for an add­
ed outlay of the taxpayers money. It appears that the amendm­
ents were so worded to conceal this fact. Not one portrays the 
actual amount o f cost. They all demand "SPENDING", in the 
final analysis. And not one deserves passage in the form portra­
yed in the ballot form.

In speaking of the average mind, ask the nest ten individuals 
you contact to explain these amendments, the meaning and the­
ir purpose. This experiment will be self explanatory and you  
will will still find yourself searching for an explanation.

AM EN D M EN T N O . 2
In the event that Amendment #2 is defeated it is quite evident 

that the Texas Water Development Board will have to ask the 
State Legislature for more funds in order to operate next y e a r . 
The vast amount of money that the Board has poured into their 
political promotion scheme to obtain the unheard of and unthin­
kable amount of $3,500, 000,000. 00 to be turned over to the 
Board, with virtually no restrictions or controls of how and fo r  
what these funds are to be s pent for, is certain to greatly deple­
te the working capitol which was initially appropriated for wat­
er development.

The very fact that the Water Developemnt Board has asked for 
this amendment at hr is premature time is evidence of a politi­
cal boondoggling of the highest order.

The powers to be invested in the board are unreasonable. And 
to ask for funds of any amount above what are already provided 

by the State, before some definite agreement has been reached 
with the states whose territory must be traversed, is also unreas­
onable and premature.

The passing of this amendment is comparable to turning o v e r  
all of the business and the despencing of all of the funds of the 
state of Texas and every political subdivision and taxing agency 
within it to one board. It is hardly thinkable that any thinking 
mind in this state would give such an idea second consideration. 
Yet this is the equivalent of what the Texas Water Development 
Board is asking. It is also hardly thinkable that any one that had 
given time to an unbiased study to this amendment #2 , could 
consider its passage feasible at this time.

The political material which is flooding the state and has been 
made available by the Governor's Committee of 500 has m ad e 
inferences to the effect that anyone with less than a master deg­
ree and eligible to write Ph. D after his name is incapable of an 
opinion on the proposed amendment. Nevertheless, the passage 
of the amendment is dependent upon the vote of these incompe­
tent individuals.

It would appear that it is time for the Average Mr. Citizen to 
evaluate the opinions of the Elite Educational group of the pre­
sent society. It can often be found to be very impractical.

T E X A S  L E G I S L A T I V E  C O U N C I L
Although proponents o f amendment #2 contend that the Water 

Development Bonds are essentially revenue bonds that will be a- 
mortized ultimately by water users, the bonds are actually gene­
ral obligations of the state guaranteed by annual appropriations 
from the general revenue fund. Thus the taxpayers at large mu­
st pay that part of the annual principal and interest requirements 
on the bonds not actually covered by revenue from the water pro- 
jects. This will require substantial general revenue f inancing  
during long periods of time when projects are under construction 
and are not income-producing.

THE IMPROVED LOOK

NO 2
On August 5 the people of Texas will be called on to vote fo r  

or against a proposal to authorize 3.5 billions in bonds for water 
development. This almost equals the total present indebtedness 
of the state and every political subdivision and taxing a g e n c y  
within it—the counties, cities, school districts, and all the rest. 
Such an unprecedented increase in the public debt—nearly $1, 
000 for every person in the state above school age-- is a matter 
of grave concern for every taxpayer. It is also, quite naturally, 
a subject of sharp disagreement.

Supporters say the vast outlay will assure Texans of an adequa­
te water supply for 50 years; that all Texans will benefit; that  
much of the water will be imported from the Mississippi R i v e r , 
and that the cost eventually will be repaid by users of the water. 
Opponents say it is an ill-conceived boondoggle that would be­
nefit some Texans at the expense of others; that there is no ass­
urance of water from the Mississippi or any other source outside 
the state; that revenues can never match the costs, and that the 
debt will be a burden on Texans for generations to come. With­
out taking sides and without regard to the merit or lack of merit 
in any of these arguments, we hope every voter asks himself a 
few questions before casting his ballot.

First, are you sure what you are voting on? Are you voting on 
a Texas Water Plan, or are you boting on a brind issue that may 
be spent on any kind of a water plan that may be devised in the 
future? Have you read the proposed constitutional amendment? 
Does it require carrying out the proposed Texas Water Plan, or 
any other plan?

Does the Texas Water Plan include any assurance of water from 
the Mississippi River? Or any other source outside Texas?
Has any state, or the Federal government, ever said Texas may 

take water from the Mississippi?
Does the plan include any assurance that any part of the estim­

ated 10 to 13 billions total cost will be paid by the Federal gove­
rnment? Has any agency or official ever said any Federal money 
is available?

Does the plan include any assurance or guarantee that the bond­
ed debt will—or can— be paid out of water revenue? Is th e re  
any provision to issue even more bonds to be paid from revenues, 
if enough revenue is received?

Does the plan include any facts that justify the cost, now esti­
mated at more than 10 billions? Does it include any actual pro­
of that Texas would ever run out of water if  the state’s own sup­
ply is conserved and used with prudence and wisdom?

These questions, and others like them, are the nnes Texas vo­
ters should ask— and have answered—before they vote. The is­
sue is too big and the proposals are far too costly to be taken li­
ghtly. We are not telling you how to vote. We ask only t h a t  
you know the answers before you vote either way.

Buy the Texas Water Plan if you believe it is worth the price, 
but make sure you are getting what you pay for.

An o il executive testifying be­

tax laws warns, "If we had to  
depend more and more on for­
eign oil, and then be faced wi­
th major conflicts or confronta- t 
tions, American consumers by 
the millions would be cold and 
unable to get to and from work. 
A ll food and medicine c o u l d  
be kept flowing in quantities 
sufficient to maintain the heal­
th of our citizens. If this shut 
off of foreign petroleum suppl­
ies remaining to us p r o b a b l y  
would have to be allocated to 
the military and its support."

Somewhere in the United Sta­
tes each day, somebody or so­
me group of people have to fi­
nd an average of 15 m i l l i o n  
barrels o f new oil to keep our 
cars, homes and businesses run­
ning and habitable — th at  is 
630 million gallons a day. So 
don’ t make the mistake of thi­
nking that what happens to the 
oil industry is no c o n c e r n  o f  
yours. It is your life, so let's 
have consideration for the oil 
companies and not try to tax  
them to death,

POVERTY,
A RELATIVE TERM
Poverty is a r e l a t i v e  term. 

What one person calls poverty, 
another would consider abun­
dance. U. S. Representative 
Olin E. Teague o f  Texas calls 
attention to some interesting 
figures. A survey o f one o f the 
poorest regions of the U. S ., 
where 8 out of 10 families live 
on less than $3,000 a year, sh­
owed that 37% had television 
sets.

Representative Teague points 
out that a major portion of the 
so-called poverty-stricken cla­
ss of America enjoys fruits of 
abundance which the middle 
classes of Europe, cannot affo­
rd — not to mention the rest 
of the world. He b e l i e v e s , 
"The core of the poverty pro­
blem often is psychological, 
not physical. W esho;uld be 
fighting human attitudes that 
cause poverty.. .  we s h o u Id 
replace the ethics o f slavery 
— the brazen demands th a t  
'somebody do something* and 
the slogans that 'the govern­
ment owes it to us' — with the 
ethics of self-reliance. ” Mo­
ney alone will not teach peo­
ple that a balanced diet is mo­
re important than a shiny new
