The High-riding P l a i n s  
Cowboys, who are game for 

t j<ist about any sport, tried th­
eir hand at "Lope roping l a s t  
Friday night. The C o w b o y  
team finally broke the trance 
and went to work after 2 4  be­
wildered minutes. The Antel­
opes played a hard game but 
Cowboy spirit and dei'srmina- 
tion made the difference.
* Plains kicked to White- 
face; to start the game. The 
third play from scrimmage fo­
und tackle Eddie Moore bound 
ing through the 'Lope line and 
up-ending the signal caller. A 
fumble followed and was cov­
ered by Ace Hamm taking pl­
ace on the 17 yard line of Wh- 

f  iteface. The Cowboy drive 
was stopped three plays later 
by an intercep lion on the 11 
yard line. W hiteface appea­
red to be making their move, 
until a 15 yard penalty and a 
good rush by Shelly Simpson 
left themfacing a 4th and32 
situition. The Cowboys mar- 

f ched down to the 9 yard line 
ctf the 'Lopes but ran out c f  

' gas. This drive sparked th e  
defense and it took them only 
the minimum 4 plays to get 
the ball back. The third p l­

ay from scrimmage saw Gary 
Livesay sprint 21 yards to the 
W hiteface 3 yard line. This 
play ended the first quarter.
A stubborn defense racked t- 
he Cowboys momentarily and 
presented them with a 4th & 
1/2 yard problem. The ans­
wer given was Livesay plus 
right side of line and lots of 
second effort. The score6-0. 
Super-knat, Tony Winn,add­
ed his point later. Whiteface 
came back strong. They he­
ld the ball for ten plays be­
fore being stopped.With 3 
minutes left in the half, Pla­
ins was stranded within their 
own 30 yard line. A pass to 
the flat found its way into t- 
he wrong hands and narrowed 
the score to 7 -6 . The extra 
point evened it to 7 -7 . The 
Cowboys were not to be out­
done. They passed off 3 qu­
ick first downs and got with­
in field goal range. The a tt­
empt failed with only 2 sec­
onds left on the scoreboard. 
The half ended with a draw.

Tony Chandler returned the 
second half kick-off 30 yards * 
leaving the Cowboys in g o o d  
field position. One first down 
and forty yard punt by Simpson 
left the 'Lopes on their ow n 4 
yard line. David Barnett and

Mike McRae teamed up to sm­
ash the toope of a drive. A 25 
yard punt brought the ball out 
to the Cowboys 40. After 3 f i­
rst downs, Livesay carried it on 
in from the 2 yard line, with 
4;45 left in the third quarter.

Super-knat slipped on th e  
extra point leaving the s c o r e  
at 13-7. The 'Lopes returned 
the k ick-off 30 yards to its own 
36. They couldn't move agai­
nst Moore, McRae, or Barnett. 
They tried to go over Guerry 
Randall. Randall stopped them 
3 straight plays and h a r. d e d 
them a 4th and 12 c i t a t i o n .
A f u m b l e  g a v e  t h e  Lopes 
a chance from the Cowboy23. 
Brace Lester led a good defen-’ 
sive effort that stalled the Lo­
pes. Plains worked out to the - 
ir 45 only to hand Ropes a n o t • 
her fumble. Again the Cowb - 
oys defense met the o c c a s i o n  
and allowed them only 4 plays. 
Starting on Plains 41, the Cow­
boys held the ball for 12 plays, 
and 5 first downs. Tony Chan­
dler capped the drive on a 3yd. 
plunge with 5: 30 left in the ga­
m e. Livesay slipped t h r o u g h  
for 2 points making the score- 
21 -7. The Cowboys kicked to 
the 'Lopes. Super- knit made 
his second booming k ic k -o ff  
tackle of the night, I t h i n k

a ll of our defensive team saw 
this play because the next th­
ree plays found 'Lopes picking 
themselves up aften gaining 
negative yardage. With 3 min 
utes left, the second string ca ­
me on the field and ignited a 
s eries that left me standing 
in the end zone scribbling a lot 
of new names and numbers. Ro­
pes gave one last threat before 
the second team settled down 
and went to work. Their last 
resort was a reverse play that 
went for 28 yards earlier. This 
time it was good for 15 yards. 
Unfortunately, it was in the 
wrong direction. Charles Fish­
er read- the play and powdered 
the 'Lopes back for 15 yards lo­
ss. Plains took the ball on th­
eir own 45 with 45 seconds left 
Rudy Ramos unleashed for 5yds. 
Then Tommy Beal connected 
to Super-Knat for 36 yards, do • 
wn to the 19. Beal missed the 
next shot, but finally f o und 
Kevin Guetersloh camping on 
the g oal line. Guetersloh, a 
128 pound tight end, dove for 
the ball and managed to squir- 
m into the end zone. It was 
the best catch as well as the 
best effort, I've seen a ll year. 
Livesay carried the extra po­
ints making the score 29- 7 . 
The last play saw Charles F i­

sher dump the quarterback 
for another 5 yard loss.

The Cowboys have been 
steadily coming along and th­
is game proved to be the high­
light of the 1970 campaign, So 
Far. The standouts for this we 
ek have to be the defensive un 
it and the offensive unit. The 
defensive rose to knock off dr­
ive after drive and aid in giv­
ing the offense good fieldpos- 
ition. The offense jelled and 
hit with a w e ll-d is tr ib u ted  
attack. The coaches were p l­
eased with the out-come of 
the game but said that the Co­
wboys are still far from t h e i r  
overall capabilities.

A large crane was moved 

in from Hobbs, New Mexico 
by the Sullivan Contracting 
Company and the huge Inger- 
sol-Rand motor and generator 
recently purchased by the C i­
ty of Plains was set on found­
ation last Thursday. Consid­
ering the small available sp­
ace to maneuver, the oper­
ation was an engineering feat 
within itself.

Several weeks w ill still 
be required for the completion 
of the installation and the mo­
tor put in operation.

The new addition will sol­
ve many problems a t the light 
plant as in the increase of de­
mand for power has greatly 
decreased the margin between 
demand and output potential. 
The power potential will be 
increased by approximately 
fifty per cent. It is estimated 
that the growth of Plains shou­
ld  afford an ample surplus of 
power for some tim e. Six 
new meter installations were 
made this month.

HOT WATER ANGLING
Being in hot water usually 

means being in trouble, but 
this isn’t necessarily so when 
it comes to fishing.

In many areas of the country 
there are “hot water”  lakes 
where fishing is excellent both 
summer and winter. These 
bodies of water are adjacent 
to electrical generating plants 
which use the lake’s water as 
part of their steam generation 
process. Cool water is taken 
into the plant and warm water 
is returned to the supply 
reservoir.

In many places this warm 
water creates a year around 
primary food source — plants 
and animals which are forage

for desirable species of fish. 
In  some lakes, the area near 
the water discharge becomes 
rich with food; in turn, the 
fish become fat and sassy.

Species of fish found in 
these discharge water reser­
voirs are varied, according to 
information received by the 
fishing department at Mercury 
o u t b o a r d s .  In western 
Wyoming, for example, a coal- 
fired steam generation plant 
returns water to a lake where 
trout fishing is excellent. 
There, rainbows of three and 
four pounds are taken by deep 
trolling along the fringe area 
of the hot water discharge.

Other e x a m p l e s  can be 
found in Missouri, where 
coal-fired generation plants 
at two locations offer good 
bass and crappie fishing the 
year ’round.

Not all the facts are known 
about hot water discharge 
into rivers and lakes. In some 
areas, anglers are opposing 
proposed nuclear-powered elec­
trical generation plants for 
fear hot water discharge will 
seriously damage local fishing.

Service

Austin, T exas-- Selective 
service officials today clarified 
their policy regarding draft vo- 
lunerability for those y o u n g  
men with low lottery numbers 
who enter the 1970 draft p o o l  
too late to be inducted before 
the end of the year.

Dt. Curtis W. Tarr, Selec­
tive Service Director, s a i d  
that registrants whose lottery 
numbers were reached by their 
local boards during 1970 b u t 
were not issued orders for in ­
duction will be given top p r i ­
ority for draft calls during the 
first three months of 1971. They 
will be called ahead of m e m ­
bers of the 1971 draft pool dur­
ing those months.

Tarr said that relativ e ly  
small numbers of registrants 
w i l l  be  a f f  e c  ted. He also 
reaffirmed his prior announce­
ment that no local board sho­
uld induct men t h i s  y e a r  
above sequence number 195. 
Some local boards have not 
reached this level in meeting 
their monthly calls, so that 
the precise number re a c h e d 
will vary across the country.

Those registrants who a re  
available for induction, b u t 
whose numbers are not reached 
during 1970--generally, those 
with sequence numbers above 
195—will drop into r e d uc e d  
priority in 1971 and should not 
be drafted unless there is a na­
tional emergency.

Those registrants who are 
available for induction, but 
whose numbers are not rea­
ched during 1970--generally 
those with sequence number 
above 195--w ill drop in to 
reduced priority in 1971and 
should not be drafted unless 
there is a national emerge­
ncy.

The general three-mon­
th limitation on liability is 
a safety value policy to in­
sure that no members of the 
1970 draft pool are unduly 
subject to more than 12 mo. 
of prime vulnerability. Tarr 
said. "We expect that the 
carry over group will be in­
ducted during the early mo­

nths of 1971. However, if 
our estimates on the size 
of this group are wrong, or 
if draft calls are unusually 
low, we wanted to insure
that the young men are not 

penalized by an indefinite ex­
tension of their liability, " TDrr 
said.

"If any young men are not 
inducted in the first three mo­
nths, they will be placed in a 
reduced priority group, " Tarr 
said, "Except for those who 
may be on procedural delays 
when the March ca ll is issued 
a nd would have been called 
but for the d elay ." Tarr said 
that these men will be ordered 
for induction soon after they 
become eligible for induction.

Tarr's announcement was 
made in conjunction with the 
issuances with regard to the 
lottery system .

"The regulations have a l­
ways been clear that some m - 
en will be carried over from 
1970 into 1971," Tarr said. 
"The new reflations define w 
the carry-over group more 
precisely and also introduce 
a three-month limitation on 
the length of the extension. "

Tarr said the carry-overs 
will be registrants who would 
have been called earlier in 
1970 when their number was 
reached by their local board 
but who could not then be 
called because they were 
either in a deferred status or 
were exercising various pro- 
cedural rights available un­
der Selective Service Law.

"Fairness requires that 
these men be effectively ex­
posed to a draft obligation," 

Tarr said. "A ll of the carry 
overs will have been in the 
1970 draft-eligible pool for 
less than 12 months, and in 
the great majority of cases, 
the effective exposure will 
have been only a few months. 
In every case, the non-avail­
ability of the men earlier in 
the year meant that men with 
higher lottery numbers went 
in their place. We must try

Plant growth has 
about stopped and water re­
quirements are very low.more 
moisture is lost by evapora­
tion by far than by plant use.

Texas B an k ers
A ssociation

Texas banks were providing 
farmers and ranchers wi t h  
more credit and other finan­
cia l services than any o t h e r  
lenders at the beginning of this 
year, according to Tom Forst, 
J r . , of San Antonio, President 
of the Texas Bankers Associa­
tion. During 1969, the b a n k s  
maintained their leadership in 
agricultural credit services.

Based on the 29th annu a l  
farm lending summary of th e  
Agricultural and Rural Affairs 
Committee of The Americ an 
Bankers Association, Mr. Frost 
reported that at the beginning 
of the year, Texas Banks were 
helping farmers and r a n c h e r s  
with over one billion d o 1 1 ars 
in loans, 13 °lo more t h a n  a 
y e a r  previous. This total in­
cluded $807 million in produc­
tion loans and $196 million in 
farm mortgages. At the s a m e  
time, $614 million in farm lo­
ans was held by life  insur a n c  e 
companies: $502 million by the 
Federal Land Banks; $301 m il­
lion by Production Credit A s -  
sociations; and $7 9 million in 
non-real estate loans, plus $13

to achieve basic fairness be­
tween those m en," Tarr said.

"A t the same tim e ,T arr 
commented, "we should also 
recognize that the original 
intention of the lottery system 
was to expose no one to top 
priority draft exposure for mo­
re than 12 months. For this • 
reason, we have introduced 
the general three-month li­
mitation on the carry-over."

The Director said that 
orders have been issued to 
state directors instructing lo- . 
cal boards to begin identify­
ing registrants in the approp­
riate priority groups "as soon 
as possible, Tarr said.

The Executive Order also 
provides that a registrant can 
be inducted after he has rea­
ched age 26 if he has exten­
ded liability to age 25 and 
has been issued an order to 
report for induction prior to 
his 26 th birthday.

The provision, however, ; 
prevents the board from iss­
uing an order after a registr­
ant's 26th birthday, even if 
he was involved in a delay 
which prevented the b oa rd 
from issuing an order before 
that date. This policy sim­
ply regularizes what has been 
Selective Service practice 
for many years, Tarr said.

Tarr said that the order 
also prevents a person in re­
duced priority from dropping 
into a lower draft priority wh 
ile  he is deferred and not vu­
lnerable. The new o r d e r  
requires that the I-A registr­
ant be reassigned in a draft 
priority status which he he Id 
when he received his de fer­
ment or exemption.

million in real estate loans by 
the Farmers Home Administra­
tion. About 68 percent of the 
non-real estate credit extended 
by lending institutions to Texas 
farmers and r a n c h e r s  c a m e  
from banks.

The increased use of credit 
by farmers, according to M r. 
Frost, has been accompani e'd 
by a substantial gain in  th e  
total assets of farm fa m ilie s . 
Nationally, farm fam ilies have 
$249 billion of their own funds, 
representing 81*70 of their total 
capital requirements, invested 
in agriculture. Mr. Frost s a i d  
that the TBA 38-member agri­
culture com m ittee, currently 
headed by G.R.Crawley of La- 
mesa, is an important adjunct 
to die statewide farmer-rancher 
team in working to improve
farm and ranch financial arran­
gements.
He reported that nine out o f 
ten insured banks throughou t 
the country had agricultura 1 
loans outstanding with n e a r l y  
87 percent of the banks in Tex­
as extending credit to farm and 
ranch people.

ACP PROGRAM: The C o u n t y  
Committee still has a small a- 
mount of ACP funds fo r  th e  
1970 program year. Should an­
yone wish to request cost share 
for any approved practice to Be 
carried out this calender ye ar  
should file  ap p 1 i c  a t i  ons for 
such practices when they a r e  
ready to start the practice and 
not later than November 2nd, 
1970.

Bale number, weight 
of bale and farm on w h i c h  
produced will be needed if  it  
becomes, necessary for the Co­
mm ittee to establish 1971 cot­
ton yields on 1967-68-69 pro­
duction.

Their wide variety 
of color—blue, red, pink, or­
ange, deep purple, yellow, and 
white—permit many colorful 
planting patterns and designs.

Hyacinths should be planted 
in the Fall before the deep 
winter freeze. The bulbs should 
be set firmly in well-drained 
soil, approximately six inches 
deep and six inches apart.

Like the song says, it ’s a 
long, long time from May to 
December, but when the Sum­
mer heat gives way to lengthen­
ing September shadows, you 
can use those precious Autumn 
days to plant “little” Dutch 
bulbs which will bloom in time 
to bring new life to Winter 
days.

Hardy and robust, these little 
gems of the garden—Crocus, 
Muscari, Chiondoxa, Eranthis 
and many, many others—make 
up for their small size by sheer 
pluck, busily draping Winter’s 
crystalline mantle with unex­
pected Spring color.

The September song reminds 
us that we can’t rush the sea­
sons. But it is as if Mother 
Nature herself, with a knowing 
smile, allows us to cheat a little 
by enjoying the color and vital­
ity of Spring when everyone 
knows it’s Winter—everyone, 
that is, except the little bulbs.

They pop up anyhow, snow 
or no snow, deliberately mak­
ing an advance appearance. 
Known by such delightful 
names as Snowdrop, Glory-of- 
the-Snow, and Winter Aconite, 
they lace the brown Winter 
landscape with ribbons of pur­
p le , ruby, orange-red and 
lavender.

But to turn your landscape 
into this kaleidoscope of color, 
you must plant now. Growing 
to different heights and bloom­
ing at different times, the little 
bulbs will thrive without spe­
cial care. All o f the following 
little bulbs are suited to most 
U.S. climates and soil condi­
tions, and should be available 
from your local nursery or 
other reliable dealer.

The C hionodoxa  (Glory-of- 
the-Snow), is a starry sky-blue 
or white flower, produced by a 
tiny, pear-shaped bulb, which 
should be planted in great 
numbers beneath shurbs, along 
paths, in banks, borders or 
under trees. They bloom in 
March or April, and should be 
planted no more than three 
inches deep and two to three 
inches apart.

Eranthis (Winter Aconite) 
has a bright yellow flower 
which resembles a buttercup, 
framed by a frilly, green ruff. 
Actually a tuber, the Eranthis 
often blooms as early as Febru­
ary. Tubers which are not too 
dry should be selected and 
planted two or three inches 
deep and three inches apart, 
preferably in a wooded or 
evergreen-covered area.

The Crocus is everybody’s 
favorite, coming in many sizes, 
shapes and with a variety of 
blooming times. They can be 
striped, blue, white, yellow, 
mauve, violet, soft gray and a 
rainbow of mixed colors. The 
Crocus is a corm, measuring no 
more than an inch across, and 
should be planted three or four 
inches deep. They are ideal for 
drifting in the lawn, but are 
highly adaptable almost any­
where.

Galanthus (Snowdrop) is a 
frosty white, bell-like flower 
which lasts for about three 
weeks in late January or Febru­
ary. They should be planted as 
early as possible in the Fall, 
three inches deep and three 
inches apart (or slightly cldser 
for a better effect). They thrive 
best in cool, shaded areas.

Muscari (Grape Hyacinth) are 
blue and white delights resem­
blin g  miniature hyacinths. 
They mix with almost any 
plant, and are a striking carpet 
of color when planted en 
masse. Muscari should be plant­
ed three inches deep and from 
one to three inches apart, and 
will multiply over the years if 
left alone.

There are many other little 
bulbs to brighten your early 
Spring, such as Allium, Ane­
mone, Ornithogalum, Oxalis, 
Puschkina, Scilla and others, 
not to mention Species Tulips 
and Narcissi. But by ordering a 
few hundred o f several differ­
ent types now, you can be­
come familiar with the ways in 
which the many little bulbs can 
give you a taste o f Springtime 
in the Winter.
