Lilly said Department of
Public Safety has advised him '

of farm trailers of between 4,000
and 10000 pounds gross weight
must have these tags displayed
on their trallers In accordance
with a new law passed during the
regular session of the 57th Leg-
islature. The law also provides
a 30-mph. speed lLimit, but ex-
empts trailers up to 10,000 pounds
gross from requirements.

The DPS indicated that it will
give trailer owners a “reasonable”
period of time to secure the tags
before strict enforcement begins,
Lilly said. The law became of-
fective with the Governor's sign-
ing of House Bill 1082, the farm
trailer bill, on May 29, but the
new tags were not available un-
til just recently.

Lilly said that the Texas Farm
Bureau has been attempting 1o
secure passage of a farm tra ler
law for several years. He ex-
plained that the $5.00 license
