Extensionist Explains Care
Of Self-Cleaning Ovens

Self-cleaning ovens are just that
--they do the job by themselves.

Yet customer service represen-
tatives from major appliance com-
panies say that they often get ques-
tions about using oven cleaners in a
self-cleaning oven. Often the
customer is concerned that use of a
commercial cleaner has destroyed
the oven’s finish.

Fortunately, this is not the case.
The finish in a self-cleaning oven is
not damaged by commercial
cleaners. The warning in the oven
instructions against using cleaners is
to prevent the generation of fumes
and smoke that can be toxic, says
Mary Dale Williams, Yoakum
County Extension Agent, Home
Economics.

To remove oven cleaner from a
self-cleaning oven follow these
steps: *Using a sponge, apply full
strength white vinegar to oven walls
covering all surfaces to which you
applied thé cleaner. Vinegar helps
neutralize and dilute the highly
alkaline oven cleaner. *Rinse oven
walls thoroughly with warm water.
*Follow oven instructions for a two-
hour self-clean cycle. Be sure the
room is well ventilated. Stay out of
the area to avoid breathing fumes or
smoke. *After the oven cools, rinse
walls again with warm water.

Appraisal Ratios
Show Improvement

In 1986, property in Texas was
appraised for local tax purposes at
an average of 91.3 percent of its
market value, as determined by the
State Property Tax Board (SPTB).
In 158 counties, the median 1986
ratio was 90 percent or higher. In
contrast, only 100 counties reached
that level in 1985.

This reflects continued improve-
ment in appraisal practices. Never-
theless, averages ranged as low as 55
percent of market value in
Nacogdoches County, and below 70
percent in Coleman, Kimble,
LaSalle, McMullen and Starr coun-
ties.

Yoakum County was among eight
counties in Texas to have a
preliminary appraisal ratio of 100
percent.

The cry went up in the crowd: “Pat-
rick has lost his baking powder!”
“McAroon is the winner.” Suspi-
cious laughter was distinctly heard
from the McAroon camp.

Through dint of an energetic
study of ancient records, we are
pleased to offer Saint Patrick’s very
own original recipe for “Greenies.”

GREENIES
1 cup butter

4 squares (4 ounces)
unsweetened chocolate

1/3 cup Baileys Original Irish
Cream

5 large eggs

2 cups granulated sugar

1 1/2 cups all-purpose flour

1 teaspoon salt

3/4 cup (6 ounces) chopped,
shelled pistachio nuts

Heat oven to 325° grease and
flour one 9x13-inch pan. Melt
butter, chocolate and Baileys
Original Irish Cream in small
saucepan over low heat until
smooth; cool to room tempera-
ture. In large bowl, beat eggs
on high speed of electric mixer
until thick and light yellow;
