LETTER TO EDITOR

We’re only one month away from 
voting on numerous propositions in 
November. These propositions are 
major decisions. On November 3, 
1987 the ballot will include twenty- 
five propositions which could result 
in amendments to the Texas Con­
stitution.

Centering my attention to Pro­
position No. 15 - The constitutional 
amendment to provide for the aboli­
tion of the office of County 
Treasurer in Gregg, Fayette and 
Neuces Counties.

This amendment was proposed 
from joint resolutions passed by the 
Texas Legislature during the 1987 
regular session.

Both the County Treasurer’s 
Association and the National 
Association of County Treasurers 
are working strongly to stop the 
abolishm ent of any County 
Treasurer and to restore previous 
County Treasurers Post having been 
abolished.

Before examining the powers and 
duties of the County Treasurers it is 
necessary to understand the nature 
and legal status of county govern­
ment in Texas. Today, in the rural 
areas of Texas and across the coun­
try, county government is the most 
important unit of grass-roots 
government available to the people. 
County government in the United 
States is local government. This is 
extremely important. The office of 
County Treasurer was set up by the 
CONSTITUTION. It is an elected 
position by the people.

Article 16, Section 44 of the Texas 
Constitution provides or states: The 
Legislature shall prescribe the duties 
and provide for the election by the 
qualified voters of each county in 
the state, of a County Treasurer and 
a County Surveyor, who shall have 
an office at the county seat, and 
hold their office for four years and 
until their successors are qualified; 
and shall have such compensation as 
may be provided by law.

In county government the com­
missioners court is the ad ­
ministrative body for the conduct of 
county affairs and control the coun­
ty courthouse, buildings and 
facilities. It is the most important 
governing body of the county. If 
Gregg, Fayette and Nueces counties 
have a problem with an elected of­
ficial not performing the duties they 
have been elected to do, then it 
should be resolved by the voters of 
those counties in the next election 
with the advice and support of the 
commissioners court. An amend­
ment to abolish an elected position 
does not solve the problem.

Recently at our C ounty  
Treasurer’s Annual Conference held 
in Odessa, Texas we were honored 
to have seven out of eleven 
presidents of the Texas Association 
of Counties to speak. Not one was 
in favor of the abolishment of any 
County Treasurer, including the 
President of the Texas Association 
of Counties, our honorable Bill 
Melton of Dallas, Texas. Also, to 
add that our Attorney General Jim 
Mattox stated at the conference that 
he could not support the abolish­
ment of any elected position and 
that he and his committee were 
working on an Attorneys’ General 
opinion.

In closing I professionally and

personally ask the voters of 
Yoakum County and all counties to 
strongly consider their decision on 
all these amendments proposed.

From The Superintendent’s Desk
O fA N ANDNfWS

This is the one hundred twenty-third article that I have written for 
the Plains Pride. I have tried to give you, the readers, insight into the 
things that affect our day to day school operation. I have also tried 
to inform you of things that would be good for our school as well as 
those that would be detrimental.

Last week we looked at statistics of schools and there was an error 
in reporting the number of students in Houston I.S.D. There are 
175,928 students enrolled in that school district this year.

On July 5, 1987, our article alerted you to the fact that State District 
Judge Harley Clark had ruled that the present plan for state educa­
tion funding was unconstitutional and a new plan must be in place 
by September 1, 1990. I feel this will create a real challenge for our 
school district. We must meet the mandates of the courts and also 
maintain a school district that meets the needs of the students of 
our community.

Several people have asked what this ruling really means to Plains 
I.S.D. As we understand it, the judge has stated “....under the con­
stitution, education is a fundamental right for each of our citizens." 
As a consequence each student by and through his or her school 
district, would have the same opportunity to educational funds as 
every other student in the state, limited only by discretion given 
local districts to set local tax rates. Equality of access to funds is 
the key and is one of the requirements of this fundamental right.

Judge Clark went on to show unequal opportunity to raise funds is 
exacerbated by the fact that the children with the greatest educa­
tional needs are heavily concentrated in the State’s poorest 
districts. There is a significantly higher percentage of families 
below the poverty level in low wealth districts than there is in high 
wealth districts.

This means that there will be a tremendous change in the way that 
schools are financed in Texas, and especially in Plains. We will con­
tinue to seek ways to meet the requirements of state mandates in a 
manner that will be least harmful to our present procedure. Our 
school board and administrators have spent many hours in study 
and are working with professional organizations to seek solutions 
to correct this problem.
