We had two students who received scholar­
ships through T.I.L.F. last year, and are very appreciative of the 
financial assistance. There were 336 T.I.L.F. scholarships awarded 
last year, and Plains High School received two of them. This Is one 
area of the U.I.L. that does not receive enough publicity.
