CARAMEL
ROLLS
1 pkg (Parkerhouse style) frozen rolls
1 ¢ brown sugar
1 pkg butterscotch instant pudding
1/2 ¢ melted oleo
1 ¢ chopped pecans

Spray a 9x13 pan with Pam. Ar-
range chopped nuts evenly in pan and
place frozen rolls on top of nuts, al-
lowing space for rolls to rise. Put
brown sugar evenly over rolls. Sprin-
kle dry pudding mix over sugar and
rolls.

BUTTERSCOTCH

Melt oleo and drizzle over rolls.
Put wax paper over top and let set on
counter top overnight. Bake 30 mins at
375 degrees. Let set 5 mins. Turn out
on foil paper. (Nuts will be on top)

Stir in coconut, flour, Wheaties,
salt, soda and vanilla. Roll in small
balls. Bake at 350 degrees 8 to 10
mins.
