They believe
poor schools have not been helped to
any extent under the present law while
schools like Plains have been hurt with
much higher taxes," said Simmons.

Simmons added, "The Forum
group believes that ultimately school
financing will see poor schools re-
ceiving additional money through
state-wide efforts such as increased
sales tax or a personal and/or corporate
income tax."
